A Secret Organization Form-
ed in China About Ono 

It will probally be of interest to 
some of the readers of the Signal, 
to know something of the ' 
in China who are now 
much tronble, and doing so much 
damage both to life and property.

There are some things known 
about the -'Boxers," howevfir. 
Much of the information corned 
from missionaries to China. There 
are some men in New York who 
are especially well informed on this 
subject, hat-lug been in China 
themselves, and being in corre-
spondence with missionaries and 
other persons there.— One of these 
men is Clarence Cary, of the law 
firm of Cary & Whitridge. 

"The 'Boxers,' " Mr. Cary said. 
whose Chinese name is 1 Ho 

Tuan, may be literary translated, I 
am informed, by 'Righteousness, 
Peace, the Fist,' were first organiz-
ed in Shantung province, about a 
year ago, with the consent of the 
Governor as a sort of protection' 
against thieves and lubbers, the 
Boxers' being allowed to carry 

swords and to bave them in their 
possession.. Many appear, though 
to have turned-robbers themselves, 
aad from time to time have added 
to their gangs by drawing the law 
less and such w'ondering and tur-
bulent elements as could be found. 
Their first demonstration was in 
the province of ShantUng, where 
they Murdered a missionary. Later 
outbreaks seem t o ' have been the 
adjoiningprovince of ChTll, as be 
ing nearer tbe railroad • from Tien 
Tsin and Pao-Ting-Fu to Pekin. 
At Pao-Ting-Fu, as recent dis 
patches show, they seem to ,have 
done some damage to the railroad 
aud to have cut off a party of Bel-
gian engineers, who, HoWiv'eV, have 
since bceu "rescued aOd taken -to 
Pekin.
