TOBACCO CROP IS SHORT.

The Cincionat Enquirer says the
1911 tobacco crop of the Urited
States, while large as compared wi-
th the avelage cpops of former ye

_{urs, wilibe nearly 20 per cent short

of the crop of 1910, and both the
acreage and tke vield will be con
siderably less th.n was predictzd
eatly in the season.

Report of the Enquirer corres-
udents in the various counties

of Kentuycky, Obio and Indiana
and all the important producing
ceaters indicate a total harvested
area of tobacco in the United State
of 877, 689 acres. As contrasted
with \be large planting of 1910,this
is a decrease of 272, 209 acres, or
sli¥htly more than 23 per cent.

Notwith,todiog this large decre-
ase in the acreagd total apparent
viald in the United States ia wir
approximates 742, 060, 500 ponndst
The - 1910 yield wos estimated a-
930, 778, 685 potnds, aod this wou
d make a-decrease in the crop of
this year amouuting to 188~ 718,
1q§_poungs, or about 20 per cent.
The difference io the ratio of dec-
rease between thz acreage and the
production. is sccounted for by the
fact that fn many’ sections, particul-
arly throughout the burley belts
Ihe crop, being composed largely
of a coarse, heavy leaf, will ‘weigh
out heavier, than last yaar,
