Trti? compulsory • education law 
of Kentucky in Its application to 
the rural districts, is inadequate, 
weak and ncn fo rc ib l e . Sectioo 
4541 a provides " T h a i every parent, 
guardian or other person in the State 
of Kentu'bky. having the control of 
any child or children between the 
ages of seven and fourteen years 
shall he required to send such child 
or children, annually, at least eight 
weeks'of which at tendance shall be 
consecutive, tr» some public or pri-
vate day or niglit school for child-
r e n ; " but this does not apply 
children taught at home, nor to 
those phjlsicallv or mentally inca-
pacitated. nor to those excused bv 
the school authorities because of 
povertv, sufficient knowledge, 
lack of school facilities within two 
'miles. The school trostees 
chargedjwith enforcing this law, but 
rarely perform this duty and have 
jlrjBOnMrated in other ways that the 
district trustee system is a failure 

Tiie abolition of this system and 
the establishment, in i ts place, of 
th r county as the school unit ; with 
the management of school affairs in 

-the bands of a County Boaid of 
Education, have been advocated for 
several ve#rs. This reform.} with 

. the strengthening of the compuiiory 
education law, should have the sup-
port of every perron and organiza-
tion in Kentucky. 
. The best argument for the enact-
ment of a compulsory education l iw 
in anvjstdte is a large percentage oi 
illiteracy ip its population. It is 
generally k n o w / t h a t there is a large 
percentage of ) l l t teracy|among tin-
people of Kentucky, but some fea-
tures n f tbe ' s i tua t ion will come as a-
surprise to tnauy 

According tp the last U. S cen-
'*u«. there were 263,954 illiterate 
perhoiis in Kentucky, this number 
heing 16.5 per cent of the state's 
to-ii! populat.on ten yea jyof age and 
over. The ;e figures make Ken-
tucky rank 36th in this respect, 
among the 46 states of Ihe Union. 
Every Kentnckian , of course, re-
KietK ihe fact that bis s ta te ranks 

• s o low in the Union with regard 
to literacy, but many salve their 
fcelingi* with the comforting belief 

fnljfact that the great majority ot ' the 
i literate persons in the state- are 
native white people. According 
| 6 the last census 64 11 per Cent'of 
the total, number of illiterates were 
native whites, while only 33.5 per-
cent were negroes, and only per 
cent were foreign whites. ' 

Although we have such a law abd 
the still fur ther fact exists that there 
arc any number of children in t h e l p l h e r »e | igihi, 
county, which never attend school 
a single day, yet t h e trustees ol 
those districts b a \ e not in a single 
instance reported a single case' to 
the county official;.
