OUR PUBLIC FORUM 
R. P. Schwerin 
On the Seamen's Bill 

The American plowmen are lntereated in sea oom-
t merce. It la expan«l»e and likewise humlllatlnr to hare i 
J to salute a foreign flag every time a fanper wanta to sblp ! 
. a baahel of wheat, a bale of cotton or a pound ot farm ! 
1 product, .cross the ocean. The American farmer la en- ] 
1 titled to the protection of his Has la sending his products 1 

serosa tho sea. and Congress should giro such encourage- ! 
ment to ahlpplng Interests aa la necessary to meet foreign 
competition In ocean commerce. A recent bill known as 
the Seaman'a Bill became a law under the President's 
Signature -and Mr. R. P. Schwerin, rlce-presldent of the 
Pacific Mall Steamship Company, when aaked 10 deflne 
this law and outline l u effect upon American steamship llnaa, said in part: 

"The bill proTldea that no ship of any nationality -ahaU be permitted to 
depart from any port of the United States unless she has on board a crew 
not Jess than sevedty-flve per centum of which. In each department thereof, 
la able to understand any order given by the officers of such vessel nor 
unless forty per centum In the nrst year, forty-flvts per centum In the second 
year, fifty pfcr centum la the third year, fifty-five per centum In the fourth 
year after the paaaage ofthls Act. and, thereafter ilily fire per centum of her 
deck crew. exoloslve'Bt licensed officers and apprentices, are of a rating not 
leaa than able seamen.' 

"The oversea trade of the world la competitive, therefore the original 
cost of the ship and the operation of the ship have to be reckoned with In 
the keen competition of these rival nations with one another. The Orlenul 
sailor la obedient and competent and Is the chespest sailor In tbe worU 
It Is therefore manifestly clear that 'If thla law applied to all nationalitlea 
In the transpacific traffic, alt would be on the aame economic basis, but It 
works a single hardship m a l t the ships ot the world, except tha Japanese 
and American ahlps, and wjth the Utter it works two hardships. With the 
European, the cost of constructing a ship is no higher than the cost of con-
structing a Japanese ship, hut If they had io provide European crews, while 
the Japan ess operated with Japanese crews, the condition of competition 
would be such that they could not overcome the handicap and they would be 
driven off. But'tha American ship would have to contend not only with the 
tremendoua Increase ot coat ot wage in tbe substitution of the European crew 
for the Chinese crew, hut also the grlater initial coat of the ship. As the 
Japanese have now done^away with their European offiiera and Japanese 
crews, all of whom apeak a common language, there ia no difficulty for them 
to comply with all the ooaditlona of the bill and continue their Japanese 
crews, with Oriental wa<*»." • 

"The taw, therefore, instead of assisting the American ship, adds another 
heavy burden, while It plaoea none whatever upon the Japanese ship, but, on 
aie contrary, turns over to the Japanese the traffic of the Pacific Ocean, 
which the American ship ia forced to forego hy act ot Congress of the 
United 8tatee."

However this may be, 
it is a well known fact among 
proficient violinist tbat the Cre-
mona possesses that rare beauty, 
tenderness and volume of tone 
that no other make holds, and in 
the hands of a master it is capa-
ule of, holding whole audiences 
spell-bound.
