MOKBID CROWD 
DISAPPOINTED 

BY EDWARDS 
(From The Arizona. Republican) 

•H. G. Edwards has pltaded 
guilty to the crime of construct-
ive rape committed against his 
daughter, Mina Edwards Reavis. 
He will be sentenced at 1:80 
o'clock Saturday afternoon. 

The notorious case attracted 
men and women bent on hearing 
the unpleasant details of a sensa-
tional affair. The court room was 
crowded. Every seat was taken 
and men crowded the back of the 
room until it was hardly possible-
for the lawyers and interested 
parties to fight their way inside 
the bar. There was disappoint 
ment on the faces of many of' 
them when the man pleaded 
guilty. But, though they were 
cheatcd out of hearing the 
testimony, they were given the 
dramatic moment' thev craved 
when the State announced that 
Edwards had attempted to escape 
jail. 

On various grounds, B. E. 
Marks, counsel for the defendant, 
asked for a month's continuance. 
He pleaded that his client was on-
able to speak, and in recognition 
of his constitutional rights a post 
ponement should be granted. 
County Attorney Gandy replied 
that the prosecution .could prove 

he could both speak and 
hear. "He is shamming," said 
Mr. Gandv. 

"The condition of his mind has 
not permitted him to.prepare for 
trial,"argued Mr. Marks. 

If he had been as intent upon 
preparing for trial as in . attempt-
ing to escape jail, he would .be 
ready now," replied Mr. Gandy. 

The court then called a twenty-
five minute conference of attor-
neys. Aftet the recess Mr. 
viarks asked for a hearing on the 
question of Edwards' sanity. 
This was denied on (the grounds 
that there had been insuffioien t 
showing to doubt his sanity. 

Judge Stanford then asked if 
the defendant- cared to change his 
plea from not guilty to guilty. 
Phe Court Was (compelled to in-
struct the clerk to write the mes-
-age, and in turn Edwards wrote 

that he desired to plead guilty. 
'Sign your name," wrote the 

clerk. 
Ed*vards picked up the pen and 

with a flourish signed "H. G. Ed-
wards." 

GUARDIAN ASKED

as the case went to trial a petition 
*as filed asking the court to ap-
point A. A. Trippel guardian of 
the minor children of Edwards 
Mr. Trippel is the son of Eugene 
.Trippel, of the land commission 
aud was a city official" of Tucson 
*or several years! He has had 
business interests in Phoenix 
more recently. 

The petition sets forth that the 
Edwards children are entitled to 
legacies ot George Livesay 
amount of $2,5CO. The estate is 
being administered in Kentucky 
at the present time. Their moth-
er Laura B. Edwards, .who died 
January 2, 1913, left an estate of 
{2,500. 

Edwards is said to be heavily 
involved financially and the prop* 
ertv of the mother and the inter-
est in the estate in Kentucky are 
the Only source of provision for 
the children. A guardian m 
be appointed, since Edwards 
not capable of acting.

14.—Presi-
dent Wilson to-day formally gave 
bis consent that his name be usee 
as a candidate for re-nomination 
In a "letter to the Secretary of 
State of Uhio, the President stat-
:d that he was unwilling to enter 
1 contest for the nomination, bui 
was ready to permit the use of his 
name in the coming primary hi 
order that tbe Democrats of Ohio 
might make known their prefer-
ence. 

The President made known his 
positioir in order to comply - with 
the Ohio primary law which 
quires candidates for delegates to 
the party conventions to make 
known their first and second 
choices before February 25, anc 
also requires that the candidate: 
for delegates hav<; the consent ol 
their choices to make use of their 
names. 

The President was formerly no-
tified of the requirements of the 
law last week and to day he wrote 
Charles Q. Hildebrandt, Secretary 
ol State of Ohio as follows:
