FOLLOWING the opening of stock subscription booki, the 
Louisville & Nashville Railroad Company held its firyt 
stockholders' meeting in September, 1851, and moved i tfo 

its first general office building at Bullitt and Main streets, Lojiis* 
ville, in October of that year. A year later, after several prelim-
inary surveys, and with $3,828,700 in the treasury, the board 
of directors definitely ordered the line to Nashville located by 
way of Eliz.-ibethtown and Bowling Green, Ky." 

Actual construction of the road was begun on May 2.1853. 
but^many difficulties were encountered —and six years elapsed 
before Louisville and Nashville were linked by rail. 

As construction progressed, trains were run to the end of the 
line. Actually the first train was run in 1855 *hcn the track ha'd" 
reached a point twelve and one half miles south of Louisville.

Gas Tax Collections 
Show Big Increase -

Gasoline tax collections on gas-
oline distributed during the calendar 
year 1940 were up more than 6 per 
cent above those for 1939, the State 
Department of Revenue - announced 
today. Collections, including penalty 
and interest, were $14,608,450 for 
1940 as compared to $13,748,518 for 
the preceding year. Collections for 
1940 are th*» highest during an eight-
year period which began in 1932 
with a low of $8,206,105. 

It was observed that, since penalty 
and interest receipts are practically 
stationary and amount to only a 
negligible production of total re-
ceipts, the increase is almost entirely 
attributable to an increased con-
sumption of gasoline. 

This increase in gasoline consump-
tion is accompanied by a comparable 
m crease of 5.7 per tent in the nuriT-
ber of motor vehicles, both passenger 
cars and trucks, registered in the 
state during 1940 over the number 
of registrations for 1939. Registrar 
tions totaled: 461,810 in 1940, as com-
pared to 436,844 the preceding year.

Wholesale Trade 
Up 29.1 Percent 

Wholesale trade in Kentucky in 
1939 amounted to $464,432,000. which 
was 29.1 percent higher than in 1935. 
the figure for that year beinp $359,-
662,000. the Census Bureau. Depart-
ment of Commerce, reported today. 
In 1929, wholesale trade totaled 
$506,389,000. 

The average number of employees-
in Kentucky's wholesale establish-
ments increased from 15.616 in 1935 
to 19,499 in 1939, a gain of 24.9 per-' 
cent. However, the 19J5 figures ex-
cludes personel of 56 commission 
bulk stations. In 1929. there were 
17,725 employees. In addition to the 
19.499 employees reported for 1939. 
there were 1.673 proprietors and firm 
members of unincorporated busi-
nesses. 

Kentucky's pay roll totaled |23.- -
671,000 in 1939, compared with $17,-
720,000 in 1935, showing an increase 
of 33.6 percent. (The figure for 1935 
does not include pay roll of 56 com-
mission bulk stations). The whole-
sale pay roll amounted to $25,872,000 
In 1929. . 

In 1939, Kentucky's wholesale es-
tablishments numbered 1,174, com-
