LOOK OUR FOR LICE...

Winter is the time to be on
the look out for lice build up on
beef cattle. Unthrifty poor-
looking animals with a rough
looking coat should be checked
for lice, If your cattle are doing
a lot%f rubbing agasint posts,
etc. they probably have a lice
infestation. In severe cases
cattle will rub off patches of
hair and injure their skin.

Good animals management
is the first step in lice control.
Proper utrition and sanitation
go a long way in decreasing lice

populations. Delouse new
animals before they are added to
your herd.

Chemical control may be
necessary.  Systemic insecti-
cides, pour-ons, or insecticidal
dusts have decided advantages
over sprays during the winter.
Wetting cattle down  with
sprays during cold weather
incraznes their.susceptibility to
pnémmonia. Back rubbers also
aid in lice control.

PLANT TREES AND SHRUBS

Late February is an
excellent time to to plant
deciduous trees, shrubs, and

Teachers, like other work-
ing people, are facing costs that
are going up 12 to 18 percent a
year and trying to meet them
with salary increases that don't
approach that level.

Not so very far down the
line is the problem this and
succeeding state administra-
tions face in putting the school
systems in Kentucky - all of
them - on an equal footing.

RECORD AMOUNT PAID
OUT IN SOCIAL SECURITY

A record $886,156,000 was
paid out in social security cash
benefits to residents of Ken-
tucky in calendar year 1974,
according to LaJaun Horn,
social security branch manager.

Legislation enacted in- De-
cember 1973 provided for an 11
percent increase in monthly
benefits, effective June 1974,
with 7 percent of this amount
payable for March 1974 through
May 1974. Benefits also will
increase automatically in future
years and the first possible
automatic increase in benefits
would be effective for June
1975,

Of the social security
benefits paid to beneficiaries in
Kentucky daring.-3074, $509
704,000 went to retired workers
and their dependents and
$234,622,000 to the survivors of
workers who' have died.
Another $141,829,000 was paid
to severely disabled workers
and their depeadents.

Nationally, social security
cash benefit payments in 1974
totaled $58.5 billien _This was
about $7.1 billion higher than in
the previous year.

At the end,of December
1974, about 31 million men,

recexvmg monthly - social se-
curity benefits. The number of
persons on the benefit rolls
increased by over a million
during the course of the year,

RIDDLE: First of this name in Roekmﬂo Ownty lhmvl upon lhe
census report for 1820, in the person of James Riddle. -An Aquill
Riddle shows up on the 1830 census, with two sons, James lnd
lllhm. By the 1880 report, John, Sr.; John, Jr., Barnett and
Robert Riddle were listed, as heads of numerous families, but I
have been unable to connect them with a branch of the Riddle
family descended from Harrison Hiddell. concerning whom' we
_have considerable information, indicating that he died during the
“Gold B:i.h in 1851. .

Harrison was married to Elizabeth Thompson, daughter of James
and Bodell Thompson. - Their son, JOohn Riddle, born in 1850,
married Esther Susan Price in 1869. She’was a daughter of
William Price and his wife, the former Jane Vanhook. William
. Price was a son of James Price and Susan Gastineau. . Her m.her
was Job Gastineau, Jr., born in Virginia, in. 1744, and
Pulaski County, Kentucky, 1870. His father, Job, Sr., was born in
died in Pulaski County in 1856. His wife,
Elizabeth Mercer, was born in Virginia in 1767 and died in 1805 on
the pioneer trek from Abingdon, Virginia to Kentucky. In the
same year her son, Job, Jr., was married in Abingdon to Sarah
Ann Hlys. daughter of James-Hays and Elizabeth Leman' Hays.

The .hne Van Hook who was the mother-of Esther Susan Price,

was the daughter of Benjamin J. VanHook and Susan Higgins Van
Hook. Jane was a granddaughter of Samuel Van Hook, who was
living at Ruddlers Station when it was taken by-the British and
Indians, in 1780. He was the tailor for the fort, famous for the
leather breeches he turned out. He and his wife and their
ten-year-old son were divided when the Indians took them captive.
His wife and son went with one tribe and he with another . Being
unalbe to keep up with her captors, his wife was tomahawked and
scalped on the way to the Indian encampment inOhio. The son,
however, was spared and he and Samuel were released in
accordance with the terms of a later treaty with their captors.
They came back to Harrison County and 4t some later date Samuel
moved to Rockcastle County. He is buried in a small family
graveyard on Brindle Ridge. I have not yet had an opportunity to
visit his grave but ant told by Shirley Riddle, a descendant, that it
is marked by a rough fieldstone marker, on which the name is yet
legible.

Going baek to a part of the root stock of the Riddle family we find
that the children of Benjamin Van Hook and wife, Susan, were as
follows: Ellen, Billy, Sam, Bob, Jane, Nancy, Susan and Betsy.

County, Virginia, in 1743, who died in Garrard County. Kentucky,
in1 He was married in Virginia, in 1770, to Mary Smith, a
daughter of Revolutionary soldier Joseph Smith. Mary Smith was
born 1743 and died sometime after 1794. Army records show
Frederick Burdett as having furnished beef and brandy to the
commissary of the Revolutionary forces during the war. By 1787
he and his family had moved from Fauquir County, Virginia. to
Lincaln County, K'enlucky.

Children of Frederick and Mary Smith Burdett are listed below,
with date of birth and the person to whom they were married.
Anne, 1758, married Joseph Crockett: Judith, 1760, married John
Kemper; Joshua, 1762, married Gracie Floyd; Frederick, Jr., 1766,
married Susan Sewell; Joseph Smith, 1764, married Wilhelmina
Smith; Hannah, 1770, married George Mayfield: Caty, 1772,
married Davi Floyd; Spencer, 1773, married Jemima Holtzclaw;
William, 1773, married Mary Shirley: Lucy, 1775, married a
Creech; Enoch, 1777, married Peggy Thnmpson‘ and Polly, 1780,
never married.

Either Spencer did not come to Kentucky with his father’s family
or else he went back to Fauquir County, Virginia, to marry
Jemima Holtzclaw in 1800. She was a daughter of Benjamin
Holtzcliw, also a patriot of the Revolution, Spencer and Jemima
moved to Kentucky about 1804 with her parents, who also settled
in Linoln County. The BurdettsJived for awhile in Garrard County
on Gilbert's Creek, then in I ioved to Rockcastle, settling on
Renfro Creek. He died here in 1848; she in 1846. They had seven
children: Naney, 1801, married Anderson Ramsey; John B., 1803,
was drowned 1822; Mary Henley, 1804, married William Ramsey.
