D e l b e r t Hudson , C&rrollton 
chief of police, a sked who, o the r 
than t h e coroner , hks t h e d u t y to 
reques t an a u t o p s y of a person 
who died of quest ionable causes . 
11M coroner , in th is instance, 
r e fused to au tho r i se a post-
mor tem. I t is t h e opinion of t h e 
Office of t h e A t t o r n e y Genera l 
tha t - ' u p o n a g r e e m e n t of t h e 
coroner -- a n au topsy may be 
conducted w h e n w r i t t e n consent 
has been given, pr ior to h i s 
dea th , b y t h e deceased or when 
consent h a s been g iven by the 
individual in charge of t he 
body's legal d i s p o s a l A f t e r t he 
inquest, however , t h e coroner ' s 
duty is completed and an 
a t t e n d i n g physician can p rocu re 
an au topsy , again provided 
wr i t ten consent is acquired. 
Also, a f t e r t h e body has been 
buried, t h e coroner , county 
judge o r jus t i ce of t he peace - or 
city j u d g e in first or second class 
cit ies - can o r d e r the body 
exhumed for purposes of a 
pos tmor tem. 

City May D e m a n d Sidewalks Be 
Unobs t ruc ted - Bobby Hub-
bard , cha i rman of the Russel l 
Spr ings p lanning commission, 
s t a t ed t h a t city merchan t s have 
been asked to discont inue the 
display of merchandise on 
s idewalks in f ron t of the i r 
s tores . Many have p ro tes t ed 
t h a t t h e i r p r o p e r t y boundar ies 
extend to include half t he 
exis t ing s idewalk, and Hubba rd 
r eques t ed an opinion on w h a t 
cons t i tu tes public p rope r ty in 
commercial a reas . I t is t he 
opinion of t h e At to rney Gene-
ra l ' s Office t h a t a "s idewalk" is a 
public thoroughfare , which 
includes all t h e a r t e from the -
s t r ee t ' s curb ing to the s t o r e 
f ront . T h e ci ty, the re fore , has 
the right to prohibi t placing or 
s tor ing merchandise on it .

During the discussion, 
several of the parents reported 
previous incidents of punish-
ment. which, according to them, 
amounted to extreme humilia-
tion for the pupils. 

The parents asked the 
Board to suspend the teacher 
until the matter was settled but

C m Yields Not Bwt When 

Farmers who cannot obtain 
enough nitrogen for their 1975 
corn crop before planting time 
m a ; be able to make up the 
shortage by sidedressing later 
on. Corn yields are just as high 

when nitrogen is applied as 
sidedressing as when it is 
applied at or before planting 
time. 

The most efficient use of 
nitrogen is made when it is 
sidedressed. Corn plants use 
very little nitrogen during the 
first 30 days after planting. 
Nitrogen which is applied s t 
planting is subject to leaching 
during those first 30 days. 

l i s late can nitrogen be 
sidedressed and still produce 
high yields? It may be later than 
you. think. Testa have been 
conducted where equal amounts 
of nitrogen were put on 
different corn plots, with times 
of application ranging from 
planting time through the ear 
development stage. Even when 
all of the nitrogen was applied as 
late as tasseliqg time, there was 
little or no yield reduction. 

Of course, if sidedressing is 
not done until tasseling time and 
then there is no rain for several 
weeks, yields will suffer. 
However, the study did indicate 
that sidedressing late in the 
growing season can be success-
ful. 

Murdock also points out 
that airplanes can be used for 
applying nitrogen after corn is 
too tall for sidedressing with 
conventional equipment 

WiU more nitrogen fertili-
zer be available af te r the big 
spring planting rush* We can 
only speculate about this. The 
supply of natural gas available 
for manufacturing nitrogen 
fertilizer may increase as warm 
weather reduces the need for 
home heating fueL Also, the 
demand for nitrogen fertilizer 
should be less concentrated 
after the planting season. 

Even if you plan to apply 
most of the nitrogen for your 
corn as sidedressing. 20-30 
pounds of nitrogen per acre in 
the s tar ter fertilizer at planting 
time If it is available. 

Cut Top Quality Hay and 
Grass SQage 

Kentucky farmers like to 
store lota of high quality hay, 
and in recent years, they are 
turning to hay-type silage, too. 

st their hay crops. 

The time to harvest these 
crops is the same, whether it is 
made into hay or silage. The 
only difference is the amount of 
moisture in the crop st storage. 
Most hay is baled at about 14-18 
percent.. Hay-type silage 

(wilted) should be stored at 
50-85 percent. 

First Year Alfalfa a n d . 
Alfalfa-Grass. Late summer 
seed in gs made in 1974 should be 
cut no more than three times 
this year. The first cut should be 
ready about June 1. The second 
and third cuts should be ready 
at 6-week intervals after this. 
Seedings made this spring 
should be cut no more than two 
times. The first cut should be 
ready about July 1-10, the 
second about August 20-30. 

Old Stands of Alfalfa and 
Alfalfa-Grass. You may take the 
first cut at early bud stage. 
When this is done, be sure to 
allow at least 6 weeks for 
recovery before harvesting the 
second crop. Allow 5 to 8 weeks 
between the third and fourth 
crops. Make the fourth cut by 
mid-September.

SMITH- Although General-William 8mith was one of the moat 
important citizens in the newly-forged county of Rockcastle, little 
is now locally known concerning him. He was born in Virginia in 
1775, but t he date of his coming here is not on record. His grandson 
CoL James M a r e t says that Smith built his big log house here in 

M t Vernon and lived in it until Us death in 1849. He gives the date 
of the erection of the house as 1796 at which time Smith would 
have been only 20 years old, a little young for pioneering on his 
own and building such a large house before he was even married. 
His future wife, Ann Fish, would have been only 11 years old when 
the house was built. Although it was not unknown for a young, man 
of 20 to shoulder all responsibilities of a home and family at auch an 
early age, it is not probable that he married his wife when she was 
only 11. 

But, regardless of who built the old house, General Smith and his 
wife occupied it until his death and they raised their family there. 
It was later sold to D.N. Williams and one of his sons. Attorney 
Casper Williams, prominent later in life in the affairs of Rockcastle 
County, used to tell me interesting stories of the old home when he 
was growing up in it. Many of us can remember the old place, 
which was still in fairly good condition when demolished around 40 
years ago to make room for a motel in the edge of town. 

General and Mrs. Ann Fish Smith and 5 sons and 3 daughters. 
They were: George W„ who went to Columbus, Texas became a 
lawyer and was a member of the Superior Court, under 
Confederate occupancy. He died of yellow fever in 1873. At time of 
death, he owned 20,000 acres of land, 10,000 head of catt le and 
property in several Texas cities; Alfred, who became a major in 
the Civil War and is buried near his parents in Mt. Vernon's 
Elmwood Cemetery; Elisha, who became a large landowner in 
Rockcastle County and was a man of affairs; James, concerning 
whom little is now known; Pendleton, the youngest son. who is 
buried beside his parents in M t Vernon; Eliza, who married 
George 8. Maret and became the mother of James M a r e t 
frequently referred to in these pages and Glatha, who married 
Mitchell Mare t brother of George. 

-in t he War of 1812, General Smith was a Captain in command 
of the Kentucky Battalion of Mounted Volunteers, made up of 
Rockcastle troops, the first to leave the county for the field of 
action. He was later advanced to General in the Kentucky Militia. 
The:-Fish Brothers, Thomas and William, served under his 
command - William being later advanced to Colonel. He was 
married to their sister, Ann Fish, daughter of Thomas Fish. Sr.. 
and his wife, the former Winaford Birney. 

After the death of General Smith. Calloway Mullins purchased 
from his heirs a large t ract of land f rcmone of his original grants. 
Calloway and wife sold 700.acres to the L&N Railroad Company aa 
right-of-way when they were building their line through here. This 
tract later came into my possession and I have the original survey, 
going back to t he first deed made for i t General Smith was. at one 
time, about the biggest land owner in Rockcastle County and his 
son, Elisha Smith, also owned many acres, in different locations. 

PENNINGTON- Abel Pennington, Sr. was born in Virginia at a 
dtttft'now unknown. He came to Kentucky as a young man, settling 
in Perry County and later removing to Jackson County where he 
spent the remainder of his life as a farmer. A son, Levi 

.Pennington, married a Miss Rachel Combs, in Perry County and 
was a fa rmer in Jackson County up until he enlisted in the Union 
Army in the beginning of the War Between the States, in which he 
l u - t ^ H f e i n a n engagement near Vickaburg, Mississippi, in 1863. 

Preston Pennington, a son of Levi and Rachel Combs Pennington, 
married Susan Ball, of Clay County and their children were: 

Emma Frith, at the age of 97 is one of the county's oldest and 
beat-loved ex-schoolteachers. Another daughter, Mrs. Surilda 
Brown, who died recently at a very advanced age, was a member 
of the M t Vernon Baptist Church for almost 80 years. 

Member* of the Pennington family have been substantial and 
progressive citizens of M t Vernon and Rockcastle County and 
have left their mark on thy communities in which they lived. Dr. 
Monroe Pennington who was, during hi* lifetime, alwaysat the 
forefront of any worthy cause, deserves and will receive further 
notice in this work.
