Fiscal Court Meets 
SPECIAL MEETING 

At a special meeting of the 
Rockcastle County Fiscal Court 
last Monday, June 30th, the 
Court passed on two items of 
business. 

A motion, made and passed 
at the June 3rd meeting of the 
court, pertaining to the increas-
ing of rpnH Cor A Hon f V n ' » 
Cox law officers and other 
officies in the courthouse, was 
rescinded by a unanimous vote. 

The second item concerned 
the paying of all claims as 
presented to wind-up business 
in the 1974-75 fiscal year. 

REGULAR MEETING 

Several items of business 
were on the agenda for the first 
regular meeting of the Rock-
castle County Fiscal Court 
Stenographer Lois Reid for 
indigent James Couch in a public 
defender case. 

The Court also made and 
passed a motion unanimously 
not to pay a claim from the City 
of Livingston for repairs on city 
hall there. 

The Court then took up the 
business of the increase in the 
rent for the law offices of Allen, 
Clontz, and Cox, located in the 
Courthouse. After some dis-
cussion, the Court decided to 
accept a lease with Allen, Clontz 
and Cox for five-years, with a 
five-year renewal option, at a 
monthly rental.of $175. 

In other action, the Court 
agreed unanimously to borrow 
$30,000 froni CitizeflABank in 
Brodhead and deposWmnds in 
the Bank of Mt. Vernon to run 
the county with until taxes are 
collected. The Court authorized 
County Judge Hubert Thacker 
to sign said note for the county. 

On a motion by Sherman 
Sargent, seconded by J.R. 
Cromer, the Court unanimously 
increased to $25 a month the pay 
for Ellis Kirby for trash 
collection mt the Courthouse. 

The next item on the 
agenda brought about quite a bit 
of discussion among the 
magistrates. £ kS~~ 

Three of jthe Magistrates, 
Ernest Mason, J.R. Cromer tnd 
W.H. Wren, put through a 
motion setting up a varying 
amount of road funds for the five 
districts. Under the motion. 
Districts 2; 4. and 5 would get 
$7,000 each for the year tor road 
upkeep and maintenance in their 
districts; District No. 8, 
represented by Magistrate 
Sherman Sargent, would get 
$5,000 and District No. 1. 
represented by ' Magistrate 
Chester Whitaker, would get 
$4,000 for the year. 

The three magistrates used 
as their main argument that 
they had more miles of roads to 
maintain in their districts and 
therefore should be entitled to 
more funds with which to 
maintain them. However. Mag-
istrates Sargent and Whitaker 
saw it differently in that they 
felt since the districts are set up 

same number of people than the 
money should be divided equally 
among the five magistrates. 

When it came down to a 
vote, the three magistrates for 
the motion stuck together anfi 
managed to pass it over * no 
votes by Magistrates Sargent 
and Whitaker. 

Another matter on wEich 
the magistrates split was that of 
the equipment rental contract 
with the State Highway 
Department. The Highway 
Department offered a larger 
contract this year than usual for 
the hauling of rock by county 
trucks for which -the contract 
agreed to pay over $5. an hour 
for the use of the trucks up to a 
maximum number of hours. 

However, Magistrates 
Mason. Cromer and Wren 
agreed that since the county had 
to pay the truck drivers $2.75 an 
hour and a minimum of $25 per 
day for gasoline alone hot to 
mention wear and tear on the 
trucks, that the contract was not 
worthwhile to the county. The 
three magistrates voted yes on 
rejecting the contract. Mag-
istrate Sherman Sargent and 
County Judge Hubert Thacker 
voted no and Magistrate 
Chester Whitaker attain?" 
from voting.

On a far different news 
front, it appears that legislators 

will probably vote themselves a 
substantial increase in per diem 
pay during-the 1976 session, to 
take effect in the 1978 session. 

The special advisory com-
mittee on compensation for 
legislators has finally come up 
with some recommendations, 
which include increases in per 
diem salary and expenses 
during sessions that will add 
about $2400 to their take during 
the biennium. 

The increase, reflected as a 
percentage of the total the 
legislature will collect, amounts 
to something in the range of a 
cost of living increase. The 
commission justified the in- ( 
crease in expense money during 
the session by saying the $35 a 
day is more realistic in light of 
current costs for lodging and 
meals. 

The recommended hike is 
small enough that few legis-
lators will be too concerned 
about voting for it, even though 
they know their opponents will 
make an issue of it when they 
have to run for re-election. 

In fact, the only opposition 
of any real s trength is likely to 
say Chat tfie increase is not 
enough to make the job 
attractive to qualified people. 

The advisory commission 
also made a recommendation 
that the Legislative Research 
Commission review salaries 
every two years and recommend 
changes in the schedule. 

While up-to-date infor-
mation is not yet avialable, it 
apfywrs the increases ^Rec-
ommended will move Kentucky 
up a couple of notches in relation 
to the te tals paid in other states 
to lawmakers, but substantially, 
Kentucky will remain near the 
middle. 

As a contemporary of John 
Lair back to the time we were 
children together,- I wish -to 
express my personal gratificat-
ion at the greatly deserved 
recognition that will be accorded 
to him by the people of Mt.

freezing are really strange. Last 
year one woman asked me if it 
was all right to use aspirin as a 

• preservative instead of heating 
the food. 

• "No! Aspirin is no sub-
stitute for correct processing in 
the right type of canner. Use the 
boiling-water-bath method for 
fruits, tomatoes, rhubarb, and 
pickled vegetables. Use a 
steam-pressure canner for all 
other vegetables and for meats, 
poultry and fish." 

Here are the moat common 
food-preservation questions ask-
ed each season: 

Q. Why is open-kettle 
canning not safe for fruits and 
vegetables? 

A. Open-kettle canning is 
only recommended for jellies. 
For vegetables, temperatures 
reached in opf^-kettle canning 
are not high enough to kill all 
types of spoilage organisms. 
Spoilage bacteria may also get 
in when the food is •• insferred 
from kettle to jar. 

Q. Is it safe to process foods 
in the oven? 

A. No. Oven canning is-
dangerous. Jars may explode. 
The temperature of the food in 
jars during oven processing 
does not get high enough to 
destroy all spoilage bacteria. 

Q. Does adding 1 or 2 
tablespoons of vinegar make it • 
safe to use boiling-water-bath 
method for canning vegetables? 

A. No! This is not enough 
vinegar to make a high-acid 
product out of a low-acid one. A 
strong pickling solution would 
have to be used. 

Q. Is it safe to can foods 
without salt? 

A Yes. 
Q. Is it all right to use 

chemical preservations in home-
canning? 

A. No. They may be 
harmful. 

Q. Should liquid lost during 
processing be replaced? 

A. No. never open a jar and 
refill with liquid - this would let 
in bacteria and you would need 
to process food again. Loss of 
liquid does not cause food to 
spoil, although food above liquid 
may darken. 

Q. Why do foods darken in 
top of jar? 

A Liquid did not cover 
food. Food is sti» ojSe 20 eat. as

Q. What makes cannc 
foods change color? 

A. Overprocessing ma 
cause discoleration of.food; 
Pink and blue colors sometime 
seen in canned pears, apple: 
and peaches are caused b 
chemical changes in the colorin 
matter of the fruit. 

Iron and copper ' fr'on 
cooking utensils or from wate 
in some localities may causi 
brown, black, and gray colors it 
some foods. 

When canned corn turm 
brown, the discoloring may b< 
due to variety, stage of ripeness, 
overprocessing. or copper or 
iron pans. 

Q. Is it safe to eat 
discolored canned foods? 

A. The color changes noted 
above do not mean the food is 
unsafe to eat. However, spoilage 
may also cause color changes. 
Examine carefully canned foods 
that has an unusual color before 
using any. 

Q. What causes white 
sediment in bottom of jars of 
vegetables? 

A. The white sediment may 
be due to minerals in the water, 
starch in the food, or it may 
mean spoilage. If food is soft or 
liquid is dark and murky, do not 

Q. Why do white crystals 
sometimes form on spinach? 

A. Calcium and oxalic acid 
in spinach combine to form 
harmless calcium oxalate. The 
spinach is still perfectly safe to 

Q. Why must fruits and 
vegetables be steamed or 
dipped in boiling water before 
freezing".' 

A. This is called blanching 
is one of the most important 
steps in preparing food for 
freezing. Steaming the food for 
the recommended time slops the 
action of enzymes that can 
change food's flavor, color and 
texture, and even rob it of 
nutrients. Green peppers do not 
need to be blanched, however. 

Q. How long can we store 
vegetables and fruits in our 
freezer? 

A. No longer than a year. 
After that, they lose flavor and 
nutritional value. 

Q. Is sugar necessary, in 
freezing fruits?
