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The state has come up with
a new wrinkle in its method of
haadling strip mining permits.

While the new pian does
not as it cannot, provide for any
compensation for surface own-
ers. it does set up a process by
which a surface owner will no
longer receive notice by being
rumbled out of his bed one
morning by the sound of an
earthmover at his back door.

In effect. it goes a little way
loward compensating for the
loss in the Court of Appeals of
the latest attempt by the
General Assembly at quashing

the long-controversial broad
form deeds.
That legislative action

would have required potential
strip mine operators to get the
wrilten permission of the
surface owner before a permit
could be issued.

The court struck down that
law, effectively reiterating its
earlier position that it was a
violation of the property rights
of the mineral owner to require
the surface owner’s signature, a
signature that would in mgst
cases have to be purchased.

Effective this week. John
Stanley Hoffman has ordered
his Department for Natural
Resources and Environmental
Protection to notify all surface
land owners before strip mine
operations on their property can
begin, along with nearby
property holders affected.

The action also seems to
encourage surface owners to
appeal permits if they feel they
are being wronged. There is

Not Every Scratching Dog
Is Fighting Fleas

If every dog has his flea, as
the old saying goes, then it
stands lo reason that he will
occasionally have to scratch that
fea. But, according to William
E. Wise, Extension Specialist in
veterinary medicine at the
University of Kentucky College
of Agriculture, when  that
scratch becomes a

24-hour thumping symphony,
there may be something more
serious than these pesky
parasites working on the dog.

In  cases of continual
scratching, says Wise, the first
impulse of the dog's master is to »
grab up a can of flea powder,
give the viclim a genuine good
dusting, and then, when the pup
shows no improvement, cuss the
remedy.

Instead of fleas, the trouble
besetting the dog may be a type
or eczema that, while most
prevalent in hot weather, can
occur at any time of the year
and, whatever the time, cause
the dog great distress. There
may be several causes for this
irritation - diet deficiency,
allergies, environment and even
temperament, with the main
symptom being extreme itchi-
ness, manifested, of eouru. by
the continuous scraf

Then there may be “other

symptoms, says Wise. The dog’s -
coat may become dull and dry in
appearance. Bald| spots, may_
result from- the m&dﬂn’ an
biting, and a pinkish rash may
show up on the more exposed
areas of the legs and-belly. &

According to Wise, wheh a
dog shows these symptoms, -
there's notdmuch advantage in
using flea powder or rushing to
the. drug store for a bottle of
mange remedy. The problem is
internal, rather than external,
and the flea powder and mange
remedy will be_ useless.

If your dog shows these
symptoms and no fleas or mange
problems are evident, Wise
advises calling on-a veterinarian .
who may, after examination,
recommend cortisone, antihis-
tamines, vitamins, or some
other drug.

However, if a veterinarian
is not available, Wise says the'
troubled dog may gel some
relief by a changed diet, by the
addition of some fat to the diet,
by putting a few drops of wheat
germ oil.in the food each day.
and by applying calamine lotion
or cortisone ointment to areas of
skin damage caused by scratch-
ing. Brush, rathér than bathe
the dog, he says, afid cut out-all
exotic foods such as candy, cake,
bread and potatoes.

As Wise points out, each
case of prolonged scratching
may have a different cause, and
finding that cause may take
some doing. However, if a
veterinarian is unavailable, the
home remedies mentioned may
help.
