Clay Colson, Soil Con-
servationist for Rockcastle 
County from October. 1945 to 
June 30. 1972. was presented 
with a Distinguished Alumnus 
Award by the University of 
Kentucky. College of Agricul-
ture. during pre-game cere-
monies at the Kentiicky-VPI 
football game September 13th-.-

The plaque, given to Mr. 
Colson. is for leadership, loyalty 
and service in the field of agri-
culture. 

Mr. Colson's long career in 
the field of Agriculture has been 
long and varied. It began, 
following his graduation from 
Berea College in 1937 with an 
A.B. Degree in Agriculture. In 
1937. Mr. Colson served as 
assistant county agent in Berea 
and from there went to Letcher 
County as County Extension 
Agent until September 1. 1939. 
He then returned to school at 
the University of Kentucky and 
in 1941 received an M.S. degree 
in Agriculture. Following this, 
he spent two years as Associate 
County Agent in Jessamine 
County and two years in Estill 
County as County Agent. 

In September of 1944,_ Mr. 
Colson went with the U.S.D.A. 
Sgil Conservation Service and 

was named Assistant District 
Conservationist for Johnson 
County where -he served until 
December 31. 1944. He then 
came to Rockcastle County as 
District Conservationist, a capa-
city in which he served until 
March of 1945 wheta he joined 
the U.S. Navy Reserve and 
spent six months on active duty. 
Mr. Colson remained in the 
Reserves until his retirement in 
June of 1969 after 23 years. He 
returned to Rockcastle County 
in October of 1945 and served 
here as' Soil Conservationist 
until his retirement in June, 
1972.

A recent order by Gov. 
Julian Carroll establishing inde-
pendent offices for the Demo-
cratic and Republican leadership 
of the General Assembly raises 
some interesting questions 
about the use of tax money. 

The offices are absolutely 
geared to partisan politics, but 
as several people associated 
with the decision noted, partisan 
politics plays a strong role in the 
business of the General Assem 
bly. 

If one adopts the opinion 
that the offices do not. by 
definition, constitute an abuse of 
tax money, there is still 
available for analysis a broad 
range of potential uses of the 
office on which serious questions 
could be raised. 

According to the executive 
order, the offices were esta-
blished because of the need of 
the two parties to be constantly 
abreast of what is happening. 

But the order very specifi 
cally placed no restrictions on 
the office. 

House Minority l eade r W 
Harold DeMarcus and House 
Majority Leader John Swinford 
both see their new offices as a 
means of assisting their 
respective legislators with con 
stituent problem solving. 

For example, if someone is 
having trouble getting a 
document or a check, the 
legislator could call his party's 
office, and there would be 
someone here to quickly gain 
control of the situation. 

Both leaders see the offices 
as a means of establishing-party' 
puaitiuri-pagerj-on Legislation, 
on relating legislative issues to 
guidelines or platforms set forth 

It also relieves the LRC 
from the burden of turning its 
head at- the political uses to 
which the minority leadership 
office has been put on occasion 
in the past. 

While it does the same for 
the ntfjority offices; under this 
executive order, it-is the GOP 
that is the biggest beneficiary. 

As it was. the minority 
office existed at the whim of the 
majority party, an uncom-
fortable position, at best. It is 
something Carroll says every-
body was interested in clearing 
up. 

by the parties on the national 

DeMarcus, though, con-
siders speechwriting and even 
mailouts for Republican legis 
lative candidates as being within 
the framework of the office. 

While Swinford doesn't 
quarrel with this view, he did 
note in an interview that there 
is a fine line th»' needs to be 
drawn between the purely 
political and what is political in 
relation to' legislative activities. 

Carroll set no guidelines 
and his press secretary. John 
Nichols, said that it would be up 
U> the General Assembly to set 
any guidelines if it saw the need 

Neither DeMarcus nor 
Swinford want any restrictions 
placed on the offices by law. 

-At present, the funding 
level is not high. The $25.0000 
Carroll granted from his 
contingency fund for each office 
through next June is about 
enough for one administrative 
assistant, a secretary and a 
small operating budget for each. 

There are no restrictions on 
what the General Assembly 
might want to vote these offices. 

The legislature must act if 
the offices are to continue past 
this fiscal year. It also appears 
that there will e a jnove to sever 
the offices of Speaker of the 
House and President Pro-Tem of 
the Senate from the Legislative 
Research Commission and make 
them independently funded as 

Separation of the leader-
ship offices from the LRC may 
well have been the main reason 
for the order at any rate.' fn 
effect, what it will.do is make 
the LRC entirely non-partisan.

What About 
In the Lawn? 

During the 
months W . ' J i t " 
people M)t tor 
hroadleavcd weeds in the lawn. -
Now, with the approach of fall 
and cooler weather, it is an 
excellent time to start a weed; 
control program. 
New Sped logs 

Tupersan (siduron) is the 
only herbicide that can be used 
selectively in new fall seedirigs 
of lawn grasses. Although .Wre 
usually think of applWM 
Tupersan in the spr ing , l i tw 
application during fall seeding 
will prevent many of the weed 
seeds from germinating and 
crowding out the new grass 
before freezing weather in late 
fall and early winter sets in. 
Established Lawns 

Start your lawn weed 
control program no*. Many 
broadleaf perennial weeds such 
as dandelion, plantain, wild 
garlic," wild onion, and ground 
ivy can be controlled by 
chemical t rea tments in Sept-
ember. October or early 
November. Winter annual 
weeds such as chickweed and 
henbit can also be controlled by 
fall applications. 

Recommended materials 
for general broadleaf weed 
control a re 2,4-D, silvex, or 
banvel. These herbicides a re 
sold under various trade names 
as single materials (2.4-D for 
example) or as combinations 
(2.4-D and silvex). For con-
trolling chickweed in the lawn, 
one of the products containing 
silvex or banvel should be used. 
For ra les to use, follow 
directions on the label of the 
container in which the material 
is purchased. Care should be 
taken to avoid spray drif t to 
desirable plants. 

Fall applications for these 
herbicides often do not act as 
rapidly as in the spring, when 
weather conditions a re" more 
favorable, but they will be 
effective if properly applied. 

Although annual weeds 
such as crabgrass and foxtail can 
be seen in the lawn now, good 
control can't be obtained this 
late in the year. Wait until early 
next spring before treating to 
control these latter two weeds. 
Bulbs for Indoor Bloom

F e b r u a r y if started in October 
and given proper t reatment . 
The idea is to provide warm 
temperatures indoors ahead of 
nature's outdoor schedule. 

Place Urge, plump bulbs in 
well drained d a y flower pots or 
bulb pans which are at least 
twice as high as the bulbs. For • 
the best effect, use enough bulbs 
Uncomfortably fill the containers 
without allowing them to touch 
the sides of the container or 
each other. Certain varieties a re 
better* for forcing than others: 
Prince of Austria and William 
Pitt Tulips; Cheerfulness, King 
Alfred and Mount Hood 
daffodils; Bismach and La Vic-
lorie hyacinths. 

Half fill the pots with 
packaged polling soil lor 1:1:1 
loam. peal, sand mixture) ttad. 
gently sel ihe bulbs on Ihe 
surface. Do nol press them 
down. With tulips, face the flat 
side toward the edge of the pot 
for bel ter balance. Add soil 
around the bulbs, leaving Ihe 
lips of the bulbs exposed. Water 
thoroughly and label each 
container with ihe flower name, 
variety and dale of planting. 

The next s lep is a period of 
"Cold t reatment ." These hardy 
bulbs must be exposed to 40 
degrees farenheit temperatures 
for 12 weeks to permit rool and 
inilial shool formation. There 

are several ways to meet the 
chilling requirement. Ill Store 
the bulbs in a cool, completely 
dark basement, garage or shed. 
Water when needed lo keep ihe 
soil moist, not soggy, at all 
limes. If a dark location is not 
available, wrap the containers 
loosely in black plastic. (2) Bury 
the bulbs outdoors in a 1 fool 
deep t rench. Cover the pots 
wilh al least 4 inches of leaves 
or s traw and several inches of 
soil. (3) Place the bulbs in a 
wooden fruit crate outdoors. Put 
2 lo 3 inches of gravel in the 
bollom and surround the 
containers wilh moist leaves or 
peatmoss. When the ground 
freezes, cover Ine box with 
leaves or s t raw.

Blooms should appear in 
several weeks. The flowers 
require even more water than 
ih# developing bulbs, so keep 
the soil molsl but not soggy. 
Avoid draf l s and high tem-
peratures which mighl shorten 
the blooming period. 

Place pols of bulbs in 
at tractive metal or ceramic 
containers for a more decorative 
accent. Of course, the blooms 
can also be cut for arrange-
ments. S tagger planting limes 
during October and November 
lo have a supply of spring 
flowers throughout the gTay 
months of winter and early 
spring.

How and Where To Store 
Fresh Garden Produce 

Even without an old-lime 
root cellar, you can find several 
good ways to store fresh garden 
produce at your house this fall 
and winter. 

Depending on the vege-
tables lo be held, UK Extension 
Horticulturist C.R. Roberts says 
you should be able to manage 
very well with one or more of 
ihe following s torage facilities: 

An unheated basement or 
cellar. An ex t ra refrigerator, An 
unheated room. A partitioned 
off corner of a heated basement, 
an attic and insulated outdoor 
storage pit. 

Most rool vegetables ideal-
ly need s torage temperatures 
between 32 and 40 degrees F. 
Dr. Roberts says thai a 
dirt-floored cellar under a house 
without central heating would 
probably come closest to a 
satisfying condition. Here in 
Kentucky, however1, even a root 
cellar seldom s tays colder than 
40 degrees F. 

A refr igerator is the 
modern-day replacement for 
both a rbol cellar and a food 
storage place at the spring, 
offering about Ihe same 
temperature range for keeping 
foods fresh and safe. The big 
difference is in the relative 
humidity, because refrigerated 
air is very dry. Perforated 
plastic bags will help keep out 
dry air and hold in the natural 
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moisture of fruits and vege-
tables. 

An extra secondhand re-
frigerator could b e ' •«" good 
investment for keeping large 
quantities of garden produce. 
Keep'it in utility room, garage, 
or even on an unheated clos«Mn 
porch. 

There's surprising varia-
tion of temperatures from shelf 
to shelf in some refrigerators. 
Check yours with a thermo-
meter. Note which sections are 
relatively warm (over. 50 
degrees F.), cold (40 to 50 
degrees F) and very cold (32 to 
10 degrees F>. 

Study your house lo see 
what additional ar rangements ~ dampness to a room. If you have 

vim can make /or proper storage 
of your produce. ' Check, the 
temperature, relalivg 
and ventilation of 
perlive storage ar 
doors and windows;*neip ' 'you 
regulate both lemper jure .and 
relative humidity. YOTOIn buy 
inexpensive thermometers and 
humidity gauges for around $10 
or less - a wise m o w if yOB're 
seriou* , about iKft ' wfiole 
food-keeping project. . I 

You can maintain high 
relative humidity in an unheated 
cellar by welt ing down ihe dirt 
(lnor. Wet sawdust, wel burlap 
bans and a tub of moistened 
sand are other ways ' to add 
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uble keeping the relative 

humidlty^high enough for root 
vegetables, put ihem in perfo-
rated plastic bags. 

'' Slatled-wood boxes, shal-
low lugs, perforated cardboard 
boxes and woven baskets all 
make' good bulk-storage con-
tainers. Set those up off the 
floor on shelves or slack them on 
wood crossboards lo allow air 
circulation in between. !
