Our forefathers fought for and won independerice
because they deserved it. The words orlooe h
deMaistre, French and philosopher of t:.e
17th Century, should ring a bell for us: “Every nation
has the government it deserves.” Are his words as
meaningful now..50 years from now...100" years
hence?

From that moment on, the
majority always votes for the candidate promising the
most benefits from the public treasury, with the result
that democracy always. collapses over a fiscal
policy, always to be followed by a dictatorship.”...Pro-
fessor Alexander Fraser-Tytler of the University of
Edinburgh made that statement more than two
hundred years ago when explaining a reason for the
fall of the Athenian republic. The Ahenians were the
best educated people in their time but became
servants of their victors. .

It séems quite certain that the first
physician with 2 medical diploma, there
fore the first to qualify as a regular
practicioner, was Dr. Josiah Joplin, who
was born in Virginia on November 2,
1800 and éame to Rockeastle County
about 1820. After coming to Rockeastle
County hé married a daughter of Devil
Bill Adams, at the time the widow of an
early settler, John Crawford. I have no
information as to the date of Dr. Joplin's
death or his place of burial. Another

part of the
many afflictions was “bleeding”,
drawing of{ a quantity of blood from the
patiént. This was under the theory that
stagnant or impure blood was the cause

over a period of time. The barber, as the
possessor of sharp instruments, was
considered theological person to lance
the affected parts and draw off the right
quantity of blood.

early County physician was
Dr. Adams Crawford, who was born-in
1789 and died in 1861. .In the Rockeastle
Census for 1850 and 1860 he is listed as a
practicing physician. Other information
is to the effect that he lived here for a
total of more than forty years. *

Charles Redd, who lived in the old Redd
home later occupied by the Ernest
Bullock family, took the medical course
offered by a Lexington, Kentucky school
probably Transylvania, and while
traveling back and forth from Mt.
Vernon to Lexington was commissioned
by a citizen of Mt. Vernon, Mrs. E. H.
Kirtley, to purchase for her home one of
the new kerosene lamps just then
coming into use. This was the first lamp
of it kind owned in Rockcastle County.
Not long after his graduation, Dr. Redd

isdreported to have gone west, later .

becoming a surgeon in General Custer's
cavalry. It was a tradition in my family
that he escaped the Little Big Horn
massacre on account of Having being left
behind to look after the sick wife of one
of the officers. This I have been unable
to verify in rather sketchy research. Dr.
Redd’s sister, Jael, or Jalia, married a
Dr. Cooper, the doctor who officiated at
my birth in 1894, He was a that time
practicing in Livingston, Kentucky,
where he continued for some years. He,
o, séems to have had considerable
connectisr wit) $i Indian wars and had

rsonal collection of souvenirs
including a chiel's headdress, bows,
arrows, and fringed and beaded
warrior's costumes. 1 would very much
like to contact some relative or
descendant of Dr. Cooper or Dr. Redd,
who eould givé me the story of their lives
and adventures. Dr. Cooper's youngest
son, Archie, who was a boyhood

,. éompanion about my own age, died some

years ago in Louisville, Kentucky and
was the lasi member of the family of
which 1 had any knowledge.

Somewhere in the picture of early
medicine in Rockéfstle County, Dr. S.W.
Brown, Dr. W.P. McKee and Dr. J.J.
Brown filled important parts concerning
which 1 have been unable to acquire
sufficient information for a represent
ative writeup. Dr. J.J. Brown had
reached the peak of his profession and
had moved away from Rockeastle by the
time I was old enough to know about
him. 1 only * remember that my
grandparents and others of similar age
swore by him and when treatment
séemed to get out of the hands of local
physicians he was always the one they
sent for and he always came. Dr
Laswell, an older brother of Jack
Laswell, was the prominent country
doctor in the early nineteen hundreds.

Most doctors remembered, practiced in
one of the three principal towns of the
county, Mt. Vernon, Livingston and
Brodhead. A notable exception was the
village of Wildie, which for many years
claimed two of the county's best
practictioners-Dr. R.H. Lewis and R.
Wm. Jones. Dr. Lewis had come to the
wounty in 1897 from hs Home in Claiborne
. Tennessee, riding horseback all
y and coming through Cumber
land Gap, Manchester and McKee,
Kentutky. He arrived in Wildie late in
the afternoon df election day, at which
time a doctor was badly needed. He
went to work immediately and later
decided to locate there. He practiced
from that location for fifty years, making
the most of his calls on horseback. One
time during a flu epedemic, he left Kome
one Sunday morning to visit a patient
and did not get back for a week, being
called from house to house to treat a
succession of patients. On December 29,
1947, he delivered a baby at 4:30 p.m.
and at midnight_he was taken to the
Berea College Hospital, Berea, where he
passed away on December 31, a the age
of 78.
