Rockcastle County residents may 
expect to notice that most of the oak 
trges on wooded mountainsides are now 
turning brown and appearing dead 
according to Duane Bristow, Assistant 
District Forester, with the Kentucky 
Division of Forestry in Pineville. This is 
a result of defoliation caused by a small 
slug less than 4 inch in length cal'ed the 
pin oak sawfly. The sawfly, a manber of 
the itfesp family of insects, eats the lower 
surface of oak leavea killing the leives. 
"However, since most of the growth of 
oak trees takes place in the spring and 
the sawfly does not begin defoliating the 
trees until July, damage is uaually not 
serious", Bristow saya. "Many people 
become alarmed because the damage is 

to put out new leaves as usual next 
spring". 

Division foresters first noticed this 
inseet in southeastern Kentucky on the 
Rockcastle River in 1973 land have 
monitored its spread by aerial surveys 
since. By 1974 it occured on about 
335,000 acres of forest land and in 1975 
had spread over most of southeaatern, 
eastern and south central Kentucky. 
Insect population buildups of this" type 
are not unusual according to Mark 
Matusewski. Inseet and Disease

A total of 1,942 Kentucky taxpayers 
have an average $300 undelivered 
Federal income tax refund check waiting 
for them at the Internal Revenue 
Service. 

Taxpayers who expect a refund 
check, but haven't received it yet. should 
caH or visit their local IRS office as soon 
as possible, Paul Niedereeker, IRS

The total dollar value of the 
undelivered refund checks for the 
Kentucky district totals $580,362. 

The most common reason for an 
undelivered check, according to 
Niedereeker. is that the taxpayer has 
moved and left no forwarding address 
with the Postal Service.

DRYING FRUITS AND VEGETABLES 
The easiest produce to dry at honv

Fruits 
need an anti-darkening treatment before 
drying, and vegetables should be 
blanched, just the way you do before 
freezing them. 

You can dry them in the sun, your 
oven, a well ventilated attic, or a 
dehydrator built especially for that 
purpose.

MUST YOU SULPHUR FRUITS? 
You can dry fruits without 

sulphuring them, but they will gradually 
darken during drying and storage 
without this treatment. Sulphuring also 
decreases the loss of vitamin A and C. as 
well as preserving more of the color and 
flavor. There are ' two sulphuring 
methods one uses pure sulfur fumes, 
the other is a solium bisulfite dip. See 
our publication for how to do it.

I would want to come 
back at the same gate, in a desire to 
bring her relief from her suffering. 
Many doctors, to spare their horse a* 
well as to impress one with their 
professional calm, would jog leisurely 
along the road and take their time- but 
not Dr. Carter, He would ride stirrup to 
stirrup with you no matter what gate 

/you took, thereby winning your respect 
and confidence as one who really cared. 
After leaving Rockcastle Dr. Carter 
moved to another county and continued 
in practice until he became so feeble that 
his wife had to accompany him on all 
tails. After he quit making home caHs be 
treated patients in hi* office a* long a she 
could sit up. His service to mankind in 
hi* chosen profeision intended over a 
period of more than 50 years. There was 
only one Dr. W J". Carter and Til always 
be glad I knew him. 

Dr. Benton, concerning whom little is 
now remembered, was one of the earliest 
practicing physicians in the town of 
Brodhead. A Dr. Clarke was located 
there at about the same time, but little^ 
could be learned of him, except that an' 
old residehter remembers that he held a 
license to sell whiskey some tftne prior to 
1905. Dr. Wylie E. McWilliams and Dr. 
Neville Ja r re t t practiced for some time 
in and around Brodhead. Dr. Byron 
Owens, a young man of much talent and 
considerable promise, a native of 
Brodhead, came to an untimely end after 
practicing for only a few months after his 
graduation. 

practiced for a short time in ML Vernon, 
having his offieein his home, which stood 
on Main S t ra t t . *bout where the Town 
House Restaurant is now located. He 
was killed on the sidewalk in front of his 
home in a gun battle with an attorney 
who was representing his wife in a 
divorce case I recall very few of the 
particulars, but I do remember hearing 
Jamie Thompson, a boy about my own 
age. give his witnesastand version of 
what he saw and how he ran. Apparently 
the jury considered it justifiable 
homocide, as the attorney was acquitted. 

Among doctors living on a farm and 
keeping up a large medical practice was 
Dr. Geo. Lawrence, of the Level Green 
section. Of-five boys in his family, three 
became physic iansDr . George, Dr. 
John Will and Dr. Joseph, Dr. John Will 
Bed in 1897 and Dr. Joseph in 1905. Dr. 
Jeorge survived until 1945, being 80 
'ears old at the time of his death. Dr.
