All persons engaged in commereial
cattle production are eligible to vote in
he referendum, which was authorized
1y recent state legislation. Voting in this
county will be at the Extension office,
2nd floor, Court House, from 9 a.m. to 8
pm on September 7

Under the proposal. 10¢ per head for
all cattle sold on the commereial market
would go into a fund to finance the
industry promotion, education and
research program, This amount would
be “cheriad off” 4t the timomef the sale
and sent monthly by the auction market
officials to the Kentucky Beef Cattle
Association, which would adminifier the
program. Producers not wishing to
participate could request refunds

Eligible voters are defined in the
referendum rules as “ienants and
sharecroppers sharing in the proceeds of
the sale of bovine animals™ as well as
“owners of farms on which bovine
anmals are produced.” Each person
qualifying will have ome vote. A
producer will vote in the county where
his principle place of business is located.

10 have scaje samples from every legal
sized rockfish, musky or walleye or from
every bass of five pounds or more that's
eaught in Kentueky

And like all good collectors
everywhere, Jim is willing to trade for
hese scales. [n exchange for & few scales
trom any of the above fish, Jim will send
the angler who submits them a lapel pin
the shape of the fish caught and a
certifieate of achievement suitable for
framing

That's really a good deal for the
fisherman - a pin Lo decorate your
fishing hat and a certificate to hang on
the wall in exchange for a few seales that
have to'be taken off before the figh fry

anyhow.
Jim is willing to offer such a good
trade because the scales can provide him
with much valuable information about
stocking success, growth rate, adaptabil-
ity of these important game fish. Under

examination, the scales
reveal a great deal about the fish from
which they were tsken and, by
extension, about all the fish stocked at
that particular time in that particular
body of water.

The information obtained from this.
study will be used in planning furture
stocking programs around the Common-
- programs which will benefit
anglers in the future,

Jim has been collecting scales for

is worried that scales from some fish are
not reaching him becsuse fishermen
haven't heard about the good deal he's
offering.

Jim has posters explaining this
program, along 'with supplies of postage-
paid envelopes for mailing the scales, at
just about all docks on the lakes where
musky, walleye or rockfish have been
stocked. But _ he thinks that- those
fishermen who don't usé. commercial
docks may be unaware of the program.

For example, Jim feels that many of
the anglers who own land on Nolin and
Rough River Lakes and have their own
private docks may be catching walleye
and not sending in the scales because

Talk of
everything from Euthanasia o abortion prevades society. By a large bloe of
society, the “in people™. it is considered only proper to condemn the death penalty
and endorse abortion. Additionally, it is perfectly alright to end the life of an
individual who- is dying.

AL this point, an analogy must be made. Reference will be made to this
wmlogy laterPretend you are hoiding o caadie with & wick at sach end. One end
will represent the aborted pregnancy; the other Euthanasia or “mercy killing.”
Now light the candle at each and and let it burn

Now, contemplate for & moment where life actually beings and ends. Life is
not simply the existence of a heartbeat or brainwave. Presence of life and of the
oul is not & physical quanity which can be measured by any machine yet devised
by man. Simply the signs of life are measurable quanitatively. Long ago, seientists
discovered the make-up of protoplasm, the living matter of all things which have
life. And.yet. the combination of earbon, nitrogen, oxygen and all the other
organic molecules do not produce ‘any for of life matter

Now, consider again the candle. Burning a candle at each end will inevitably
end with burned fingers. A domino theory is applicable when considering abortion
and Ethanasia. Legislation now in effeet and under consideration would remove
some resirietions on laws forbidding the taking of human life. And, no matter how
liberal (hat legislation, there will always be a group demanding more liberal laws

Consider Lhis as your fingers are aching because of the burning candle
Legalize abortion'at (wo-month fetal development. Then legalize al 4 months
Then § and finally abort a child 2 weeks before delivery and kill it. Murder would
be necessary because life would be more or less self-sustaining. Later, the child
would be carried full term, delivered-and killed after natural delivery. This would

significantly reduce danger to the mother over early abortions. And. if that is
considered legal and right than it gannot be considered wrong to murder a child at
any age if, of course, it is unwantéd, unneeded and unloved. Later, of course, the
elimination of unnecessary adults could be dealt with - only those who are
parasites on society

But. we also have the candle burning on the other end. Those who are
terminally ill can have their life ended if the law and the doctor see fit. This, of
eourse. is only for those who are terminally ill and close Lo death at any rate. But,
we can abstract the closeness to desth because it is simply relative.

Only those who will die in two weeks from terminal cancer can be mercifully
killed. Then, those who will die in one month. Then. six months, a year, Lwo years.
five years, those in whom a carcinoma has been discovered. Then, why nol include
heart disease, Hodgkins disease, then all dread disease, then all fatal disease. then
all that could be {atal, then all who contract an illness condemned to death
hecause you contracted a common cold?

Cabbage - Tipburn is a disorder
which causes the edges or larger portion
of cabbage leaves Lo turn tan or brown.

This
disorder is frequently seed after a head
is sliged, when it is evident as a brown
band parallel to the cut surface. Tipburn
is more comon in large heads and late in
the growing season, although the exsct
cause of this condition has not been
established.

Cabbage is subject to solar-injury
and, if exposed to intense sualight the
outer leaves wil} blister and evenally
develop a paper-like appearance. The -
outer leaves should be discarded since
they are subjeet to decay. :

Cabbage is also subject to a
condition characterized by sunken black
specks on the leaves. The cause of black *
leal specks is not known, although
several factors have been suggested,
including exudates from the leaves,
inability to utilize oxygen at cool
temperatures, and a virus.

This disorder may become severe
after a couple of weeks of cold storage
At present there is no cure, aithough -
some cultivars appear more resistant to
black leaf speck.

Cauliflower This vegetable may
develop a disorder known as “riciness”
which is characterized by curds that are
loose instead of compact. The florets are
separated instead of being tightly held
logether. Ricy curds have a v
Navor and are unattractive.
condition is a sign of senescence and can *
oceur before or after harvest. Riciness of
curds. is best prevented by harvesting
cauliflower at the period of maximum
usefulness and by storing near 32
degrees F and under high relative

" humidity.

Caulifiower ¢urds not shaded from
direct sunlight will develop a discolora
tion that ranges from yellow to brown
This discoloration is caused by a few
hours exposure @ the ultraviolet
component of sunlight and may develop
before or after harvest. Browning can be
avoided by keeping curds shaded by
leavés during growth and by preventing
exposure to sun at harvest.

HOT PACK OR I\' PACK?

Both methods of foods into
jars have thejr advan Raw pack is
sometimes. ‘cold. but that's
not an accurate term. or

vegetable is packed into jars raw and
unheated, but then ~you add boiling
water, so “raw pack” is a better

precooking step before food is packed
into the jars.

Raw This is quicker and
easier than the hot-pack, but foods do

raw-packed foods afe thoroughly hot by
the time the 240 degree F. temperature
is reached.

Just put prepared raw fruits into
hot, clean jars and cover with boiling hot
syrup, juice, or water. If you are canning
tomatoes, press them down into the jar
so that they are covered with their own
juice. Don't add liquid.

Pack most raw vegetables tightly
because they shrink during processing.
The exceptions to this rule are starchy
vogeuhk' such as corn, lima beans, and

pcl them loosely before covering with
boiling water.

Leaving Headspace - Follow the
directions for each fruit or vegetable on
how much headspace to leave at the top
of the jar. This gives the food room to
expand and also leaves space for the
liquid to bubble up during processing

Without this headspace, some of the
food might be forced out of the jar with
the air, causing a deposit of food on the
jar rim that would ruin the seal

If you leave too much headspace,
food at the top of the jar might discolor,
or the jar might not seal if all of the air is
ot exhausted during processing. The
vacumn created between the top of the
food and the lid is what helps cause the
jar to seal.

ADDING VEGETABLES
TO TOMATOES

If you add low-acid vegetables such
as corn/green pepper. okra, onion and
celery o tomatoes or tomato juice, be
sure to process them in the pressure
canner instead of the boiling- water-bath
canner. Use the processing time given in
the canning manual for the vegetable
you are adding.

CAN CREAMED CORN IN
PINT JARS ONLY

For safe_processing, use pint jars
only -when you a&re putting up
cream-style corn

Prepare the cream-style corn
immediately after picking, husking, and
washing the vegetable.
