According to Pete Pfeiffer, assistant 
fisheries director (or Kent fish and 
wildlife department. last spring's 
unusually cold temperatures slowed the 
growth of trout in the Celina National 

Hatchery in Tennessee, where our trout 
are raised. 

"'We try to stock at leas) nine-inch 
fish," Pfeiffer says, "but too many of the 
trout now available are still only around 
seven inches long-too small to be of real 
interest to anglers." 

Trout growth can usually be 
managed in a hatchery, Pfeiffer explains, 
to allow a' summer-long supply of 
stocking sized fish.

exportat ion of wild ginseng f rom 
Kentucky for t978. A final decision is In 
be m a d e in early S e p t e m b e r . 

W h e t h e r continued selling and 
expor t ing of wild ginseng will he 
permi t ted in ihe f u t u r e will depend to a 
greai ex ten t on how res t r i c t ive local 
citizens a r e in iheir digging pract ices .

This fact caught they eye of Byron 
Crawford, who produces festures for 
WHAS and W K Y T television in 
Louisville and Lexington.. 

Mr . Crawford and a camerman came 
to Mt . Vernon in June, and the three of 
them went to a creek to catch tur t les. 

"The cameraman was r ight behind 
us in the water." Mr . Owens said. "He 

'f i lmed the whole thing." 
The whole film shows Mr . Owens 

wading the creek and put t ing his bare 
hands into ridges and holes in search of 
turtles. He feels in the mud unt i l he finds 
the edges of a shell, then his sensitive 
hands follow the ridges unt i l he finds the 
neck or tail. M r . Owens grips the neck or 
• ail and DUIIS very hard unt i l he has 

'caught the tur t le . 
Some of the turt les are as big as 25. 

. lbs. or so, and yet the older ones are not 
innsidered as good a catch as the 
smaller. 

'• " I t ' s ' l i W T ! chicken-." M l » " ^ w e n s ' 
explained. "The meat gets tough as the 
animal gets old." 

Mr . Owens has been catching 
turtles for about 25 yeas, but has more 
t ime for the sport since he ret i red a year 
ago from the I/exingion Blue Grass 
Army Depot where he worked for 31 
years. Sometipies friends or his sons go 
along, but 18 year-old David refuses to 
hold the turt les since he was bi t ten once 
about ten years ago. David tol<tByron 
Crawford that himself. 

••They _are uglv. vicious, .nasty 
creatures." IVlr." Owens said.' "iOld T 
respect their ways. But a tur t le is a clean 
animal. The meat is cleaner than a lot of 
what people ordinari ly eat." 

A turt le's natural food is meat, but if 
he is desperate, he wi l l eat roots and 

-!<T. Owens saifl." !ie neck of the 
urtles yields the"on!y"white meat, which 

» m e people say tastes tike chicken, 
although Mr. Owens said, "there's not 
much resemblence. It doesn't taste like 
fish at all." 

Tur t le meat can sell for up to $2.00 
a pound and Mr. Owens has had offers 
lo supply restaurants w i th the delicacy. 
He refuses, saying that he gives his 
catch to his friends only. 

Mr . Owens also knows how to spot 
turt le's nests, which the female digs and 
puts her eggs into. By transplanting the 
nest in his backyard. Mr . Owens is able 
to raise them himself. He now has three 
nests going. 

The turt les are not considered pets 

at all, an„ mr . Owens usually does not 
keep them for more than a few days. He 
kills them with a blow on the head and 
dresses the meat himself. 

Mr . Owens admits"to the dangers 
involved. The turt les, which have no 
teeth, do have a hard l ining around their 
mouths like a bird's beak that can give a 
nasty bite. They are quick and attack 
readily. They do not have voices, but 
they make a blowing sound like a mean 
cat. I f frightened, they can emit an odor 
that is strong and fishy. 

He said that since he knows the 
turtles' ways so well, and their reach, he 
is not often bitten. But he has been 
bitten by a musk rat. Snakes are not a* 
problem, since the poisonous ones do not 
go near water. ' 

Mr . Owens has not yet seen the 
television feature on his sport. The 
three minute segment was aired in 
Louisville about two -weeks ago. and 
should'be in this area* on the evening 
news sometime in the npxt {»••• — - ' h i .

"Wally Phillips 
gave the history of the stage coach 
house, and D.A. Robbins gave the 
history of the Brodhead' Elementary 
School and the high school up until 
1970." 

"But others are more general. Clay 
Colson talked about places of in te res t -
historical places or just nice places to 
wa)k around the county. John.Lair gave 
a general history," 

Aneta said that each person was 
extremely interesting to record, bu' 
some people gave her and Keiley an 
easier time because they were relaxed 
and prepared. 

Others in. the Rockcastle "oral 
history library" were Nellie Colson, who 
had worked in the 1940's to 1950"s in the 
Pilhli<uHejIth department. Among the 
episodes she recalled were sterilizing the 
hypodermics in her own pressure 
cooker, and walking to the schools to 
give injections. 

John Laswell gave the history of

Company. Harold Ballinger told about 
soil conservation through the years and 
different methods of farming. Others 
recorded were Christine Krueger, Clyde 
Linvlle, Tom Owens, Gessie Hubbard.
