any and every nature whatsoever.

(d) The sewer system is “‘avail-
able” as that term is used in this
Ordinance, to any premises (im-
proves properties) in the City
which abut upon any street, road,
alley, public or private way of
easement in which there exists or
is installed a sewer pipe, main,
laterla or other structure or instal-
lation of sald sewer sysfémr cap-
able of receiving flowable wastes
in which the City brings or has
brought a sewer dine to a point
located at the edge of the property
line or easement of the owner of
_such premises, or as to which
premises’ the City has brought a
sewer line within 100 feet of such
premises.

Section 2. That all owners and
occupants of premises where sew-
ers are now available or are
hereafter made avilable in the
City, shall, within ninety (90) days
frdm the date that the Superin-
tendent of the sewer system, or
other duly authorized official of
the City, furnishes ntoce to the
owner of such premises, either by
personal written notice or by
notice published in a local news-
paper of general circulation
throughout said City, that such
sewer line is installed, placed in
operation and available to said
premises, connect herewith all
sanitary sewerage dram pipes of
such premises.

Section 3. That all sewer
‘tonneetions shall be made under
such regulations as the City may

It seems that just about every

& ajor outdoor magazine I've picked
up lately has contained an article
on river fishing. Rivers are bing
‘‘rediscovered” by some of the
country's leading anglers and
these trend setters are bound to
influence a lot of other fishermen.
We Kentuckians are in a rat-

her enviable position. With more
miles of running water than any
other state outside Alaska, Ken-
-tucky can-be a river fisherman’s

paradise. o

While many.. riyers ﬂ’?
streams'in the staté ‘are'johr boa
or canoe size, others are capable of
accomodating the largest fresh
water fishing craft and offer ang-
ling situations similar to lake
fishing.

Kentucky's largest nver by
far is the Ohio. With its northern
shore forming the bord of the
state, the Ohio meanders through
664 miles in Kentucky represent-
ing a body of water with 170,000
surface areas. That's equal in size
to the combined surface areas of
the Kentucky portions of Ken-
tucky, Barkley and Dale Hollow
Lakes added to Cumberland, Bar-
ren, Nolin, Rough River, Green,
Grayson and Herrington.$

While far from being a “'wild
river,” the Qhio has surprisingly
good water quality and right now
probably has better fish. popu-
lations than at any other time in
this century. In fact, the Depart-

According to. this biologist,
Benjamin Kinman, the Ohio rep-
resents our most under utilized

, fishing -resource.. Game species
present in the river, Kinman says,
include sauger, crappie, white
bass, largemouth bass (with some,

but not as many, Kentucky and g respect and love.

smallmouth bass), and catfish.

Backwater areas_of the river
contain excellent sun!k‘::x’;a‘-n-
tions, Kinman's' research has re-

. vealed. These backwaters, formed
by the new series of high dams on
the river, provide some of the
river's best fishing, according to
Kinman.

Other good spots are just
below the dams. Here, partiaslar-
ly in the spring, is where many
fish and fishermen congregate.
Tailwaters are the best prices to
catch sauger and white bass as
these fish make their annual up-
stream spawning runs.

As water quality” improves,
other fish that once inhabited the
river are returning. Walleye are
not uncommon in some sections of
the river and recently a 20-pound
musky was taken below the

north, it's possible to find yellow

Kentucky, West Virginia and
other states in the Ohio River
drainage have stocked rockfish
(saltwater striped bass) in the
river, so watch for these fish to
start showing up more and more.

School Board Comes Up With Plan

The Rockcastle County School
Board is going to ask the state's
permission to dismiss school June
1 "without any extended days or
“make up days" because of the 26
days missed this year due to snow
and flooding.

The State Board of Education
should make its decision March 12.

If the state says no, school will

either run through June 11 on a’

regular time schedule, or the
school day will be extended 25
minutes in the afternoon for a
six-week ' peviod, probably - in
April.

The -Beard is asking for the
June 1st dismissal schedule based
on the fact that school here started
Augyst 10 and was due to run May
7. Six days were made up because
the Rockcastle school day is
slightly longer thanthe minimum
six hours required by the state.
Another day was made up under
the state's ‘‘calamity day policy."
A county is allowed to close a
certain number of days once it's

* missed 25 days due to '‘calamity”.
(Rockcastle has one day missed
over the 25 day standard.)

Charles Parsons, school super-

* intendent, told the Board he met

meeting. No decision has been
made as to extended days or
running school to June 11, al-
though some teachers seem to
prefer the extended day plan be,
cause they intend to go to summer
school this year and most of those
college programs start in early
June.

“Legislative
Report

By Rep. Harold DeMarcus

The 1979 Extraordinary Ses-
sion has been over for a month
now. and ]u\( about everything
* that cotild be said about it has been
said.  Although the reviews are
both good and bad, the results of
the session willhave to-be judged
by how the people of the Com-
monyealth view them

So. now that the special ses-
sion of Kentucky's General As-
sembly has ended, the state legis-
lature is once again working on
preparations for the 1980 regular
session.

Scenate Bill 187, which was
passed during the 1978 regular
session allows for the pre-filing of
bills, when a bill is pre-filed, it can
be reviewed before the session:

SSI Statistics

About 94,000 needy aged,
blind and disabled people in Ken-
tucky received $125,000,000 in sup-
plemental security income pay-
ments in 1978, according to Robert
Anderson, social security branch
manager.

Of that amount $50,500,000
was paid to aged recipients,
$3,740,000 to the blind, and
$71,183,000 to the disabled, Mr.
Anderson said.

Nationwide, 4.2 million per-
sons are receiving SSI. Paynients
totalled $6.4 billion in 1978, includ-
ing $4.9 billion in Federal funds
and $1.5 billion in Stdte funds.
Supplemental securicy incodie 1>'a
Federally-administered , program
that pays monthly checks to
people in financial need who are 65
or older angd to people in need at
any age who are blind or disabled.

The aim of SSI is to provide
monthly checks so that needy
people 65 or older, or blind or
disabled, can have a basic cash
income--$189.40 a month for one
person, and $284.80 for a married

couple.
“Not every person gets that
much in his supplemental security”
- income check every month,” Mr
Anderson said

.Supplemental security income
is not the same as social security,
even though the program is run by
the Social Security Administra-
tion. The money for SSI checks
comes -from the generalfunds of
the U.S. Treasury. Social security
benefits are paid form contribu-
tions of workers, employefs.and
self-employed people. Social se-
curity funds are not used for SSI

_checks.

People who get social swumy
checks ean get SSI checks, too, if
they are eligible for both. But a
person does not have to be eligible *
for social security to get SSI, If
you think you may b¥ eligible for
“SSI, or if you want more informa-
tion, call you Richmond Social
Securit office at 623-5856, or sce
your local representative, James
Baker, when he is present at the
Rockcastle County Courthouse.

Why A Will is Important

Who will receive your wordly
belongings at the end of your life?
All who plan to die--and a few who
don’t--should ask themselves this
question.

An up-to-date will, properly
prepared, is assurance that your
property will pass to those of your
choice at your death. If you do not
have a will, your estate will be
divided according to state law
rather than your wishes. Remem-
ber, you have worked hard to
accumulate property during your
lifetime and Kentucky law gives
you the privilege of determining
who will get and enjoy this prop-
erty after your death. But if you
want that property distributed in
a way other than that provided by
laws of descent and distribution,

.. you must have a will.

A will is a written statement

-that specifies whe =molt roceive,

property at the owner’s death. It is
not effective until, after the own-
er's death, the County Court or-
ders that the provisions of the will
be carried out. Anyone with
objections to the will can raise
them at this time.

Only your last will is valid
This means that you can rewrite
your will at any time as conditions
change. Browning - recommends
that ybu destroy your old will
when you've written the new one,
to avoid confusion over which one
applies. He also points out that
recent changes in federal estate
tax law make it important that
you réview your will and update if
if necessary.

If your present will was writ-
ten before October 4, 1976, you
definitely should review it. There

ve been significant changes in
use of marital - deductions, lifetime

gifts and other areas. In addition, .

the minimum size of estates sub-
ject to federal taxes has been
increased. These changes may nopt
make it necessary to revise your
will, But you should have a look at
it with possible changes in mind
It's best that you have an
attorney’s help in preparing your

Since you won't be there
after your death to explain what
your writing means, an attorney
can help you word your will so it
can be interpreted easily later.

The fee charged by most at-
torneys for a simple will is not
large. Feel free to discuss charges
with your attorney before the will
is prepared.

Among the advantages of hav-
ing a will are these: You can decide
on the distribution of your prop-
erty in event of your death; the
costs of settling youT estate may be
reduced; you will have the privi-
lege of naming a man or woman to
cary out your wishes in estate

your estate in a trust for the
benefit of someone; disp:tes may
be prevented that could arise if no

Try The Eye-Openers

If you really want to wake up

the flavor of doughnuts, scram-
bled eggs or omelets, add potatoes.
Potatoes can be a real eye-opener.

With the largest fall potato

crop in U.S. history, you will find ~

good prices on all the potatoes you
need this month, say marketing
specialists with the U.S.D.A.

For potato doughnuts and
Jpotato omelets, begin with the
mashed potatoes you served the
night before. To prepare potato-
egg scramble or potato-pancakes

with cheese sauce, buy baking or
old potatoes. These potatoes have
a higher starch - content which
makes them light and airy, almost
souffle-like in consistency.
