New food stamp eligibility
rules to help households with
elderly or disabled members go
into effect January 1

Thenew rules provide spec
ial medical and shelter deduc-
tions for households containing
persons age 60 or older or
persons who ' receive Supple-
mental Security Income and

Social Security disability pay- ~

ments.

According to the Depart
ment for Human Resources
which administers the federal
food stamp program in Ken-
tucky, households making ap-
plication for food stamps will
be able to deduct from their

eligibility and benefits are
based generally on household
size and net monthly income
after deductions are subtracted.

Under the new rule, medi-
cal expenses of elderly ' and
disabled persons are not deduct-
ible if such expenses are covered
by an insurance policy or other
reimbursing plan. The medical
expenses of other household
members are not allowable de-
ductions

After Jan. 1, households
with elderly or disabled mem-
bers also may deduct the full
amount of shelter costs if those
costs exceed half of the house-
holds adjusted income. For all

incomes all medical in

excess of $35 per month incurred
by an elderly or disabled person
in that household.

be submitted at one time for
voter approval. Also, to permit
an amendment to arhend as
many articles as necessary to
accomplish its' objective, each
amendment must be submitted
for a separate vote on the ballot

The 1980 General Assembly
will be able to approve four
constitutional amendments to
be considered by the voters
Proposals to amend our State
Constitution must pass the Gen-
eral Assembly by a three-fifths
vote of all members elected to
both Houses.

One other change contained
within the new constitution a+
mendment provision will per-
mit the General Assembly to
resubmit an amendment to the
voters without waiting five
years. This should allow Kgn-

kians a more reasonable op-
rtunity to consider propo
changes to their Constitution.

Until the adoption of the
amendment, Kentucky was the
only state which restricted the
number of constitutional a-
mendments to two at one time.
All states require the approval
of the legislature before a pro-
posed amendment can be sub-
mitted to the voters, but 45
states have no limit on the
number of proposals.

Until the adoption of the
two constitutional amendments
on November 6, Kentucky vot-
ers had considered 49 amend-
ments since 1891 and approved
only 22. The 49 proposed amend-
ments have not concerned 49
differegt subjects, since some of
those’ ¥nendments were sub-
mitted to the voters more than
once

Far example, approval of

the 1975 constitutional amend- *

ment that made sweeping
changes in the state judicial
system occurred after being
placed on the ballot three times.
One reason for the current trend
of approving constitutional
changes is the manner by which
supportive efforts are ap-
proached.

In the past, great lobbying
efforts for and against constitu-
tional amendments have satur-
ated the political lines of com-
munication. But of late, much of
the politics which surrounded
these changes have been sub-
dued.

As a result, the, constitu-
tional amendments have been
allowed to stand on their own
merit and have achieved voter
approval. Because this atmos-
phere exists, several other con-
stitutional changes may be pro-

sed.

dents’is $35.00. Three-day fish-
ing and small game hunting
licenses are . also available,
along with a 15-day fishing
permit, but these should be
purchased at the time of use.
While fishermen under 16
years old don’t_need licenses,
young hunters 'do. A junior
resident hunting license ($3.50)
is required if the hunter is under
16. Non-resident junior hunters
must purchase &n adult license.
Don't buy grandparents a
license if they're over 65 and
Kentucky residents. All they
need to hunt or fish isa free card

(available at county clerks’ of-
fices) stating their age and resi-
dence. But if they live out-of-
state, they'll need a license
regardless of age.

Also ‘remember that Ken-
tucky residents and their im-
mediate families may hunt or
fish on their own property with-
out a license. Tenants and their
familles may hunt on the lands
where they reside without buy-
ing-a license.

License money, by the way,
is used to operate the Depart-
ment of Fish and Wildlife Re-
sources.

Modern hnology has
brought the wood heater a long
way for the pot-bellied stove of
yester-year. However, before
you shop for wood heater, the
Consumer Protection Division
of the Attorney General's Office
feels you should know how to
compare wood heaters so the
one you purchase fits your
needs.

There are two basic types of
wood heaters: radiant and cir
culating. Radiant heaters havea
single wall between the fire and
the room. This wall gets hot and
radiates heat into the room
*  Caution is necessary a-
round radiant heaters. Because
of this, radiant heatérs are not
recommended in homas where
small children live. To reduce
the likelihood of fire, furniture
should be placed at & distance
from the heater

Circulating heaters have a
second wall which surrounds
the firebox. Air is heated be
tween the walls and then passes
out into the room. Some models
have blowers which force the
air to circulate

Circulating heaters can
heat several rooms fairly even
ly. However, they generally
cost more than other heaters.

The ‘most efficient wood-
burning stoyves have devices
whigh bumn the small particles
and gases wood releases as it
burns

Another aid to efficiency is
the thermostatically controlled
damper. These dampers auto-
matically open.and close to
maintain a selected tempera-
ture. Therefore, the fire burns
more evenly and efficiently

Safety is a “must” with
wood-burning heaters. Select a
heater which has been approved
by an independent testing group

. such as Underwriters Labora-

tories

Before younstall a wood
heater, contact your local build-
ing inspector and your home-
owners insurance agent to find
out what requirements you
must meet i

After your heater is in-

y Tet:

ly ing the wood you
burn. Hardwoods, such as oak,
provide more heat per lot than
softwoods, such as pine.

Avoid buying green wood
unless you can store it for six
months before buming. The
cheapest way to get wood is to
cut your own. To find out where
you are allowed to cut your own
wood at no cost, call your forest
service.
