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Garbage Collection Cost the
County Over $52,000 for 1980

Along with our other story
concerning dnts for 1930 we
have on

more often than once a week, if
so desired by the fiscal court, at

the garbage collection system in
the county which is operated by
Multi-Co. Services, Inc. and
owned by William K. Bullen.
The service operates under a
March, 1978 contract between
them and the fiscal court.

The service is paid for by
Revenue Sharing funds and dur-
ing the last calendar year, over

.$52,000 was paid for the garbage

collection system.

In the original contract,
Multi-Co. agreed to furnish 40-
eight yard containers to be
placed at the sites designated by
the county for the collection of
garbage and to empty each
container once a week for a sum
of $19,200 annually, payable in
12 monthly installments. Add-
itional containers and pick-ups
are to be included upon the
order of County Judge/Execu-
tive Hubert Thacker, Mr. Bul-
len’s father-in*law. At this time,

Judge Thacker says there area. .

total of 43 containers in the
county and all are being emptied
by one truck,

‘The contractor is to empty
any container furnished by him

an additi 1 charge of $7.00 per

_ pick-up.

Although the basg charge
under the contract breaks down
to $1,600 per month, Multi-Co.'s
bill usually averages something
over $3,000 although during one

month due to extra pick-ups of
the heaviest used containers.
Orre month last summer, Multi-
Co.’s bill was for $6,603.

Multi-Co. Services, Inc. also
has numerous private custd -
mers which have containers
emptied by the service as
needed.

1 905 Recappmg of the
County and Brodhead

Information in this article
was taken from a Mt. Vernon

Signal Supplement, December
22, 1905 which featured pictures
and stories of prominent people,
businesses and general informa-
tion about the county at the
time. The supplement was in
magazine form and was entitled
‘‘Rockcastle, Her People, In-
dustries and Resources.” Joe
Waters was the Special Edition
Editor.

“As to Rockcastle-Well
there's a great day coming when
the hidden wealth that has for
centurles ben en folded in the
bosom of Mother Earth will be
uncovered_ by that class of pe-
ople that move the world-people
that DO things-the thoughtful
and industrious class.

The coal that is being mined
in this county is of as fine a
quality as was ever put on the
market anywhere in the world.
The gingseng industry is yet in
its infancy in this county, but’
will grow to: considerable pro-
_portions.

As to the farming Interests,
Rockcastle is a great deal in
advance of what those not con- »
versant with the situation pre-
sume. In answer to my quest-
ions, a good old farmer said
yesterday: “On our best lands
we raise in good seasons, 10
barrels of corn to the acre and
wheat and oats, etc. turn out
well, but we try to raise no
hemp and tobacco!

A great deal of good stock
of every kind is raised in Rock-
castle and it seems to me that
one thing that is badly needed is
the establishment of court-day '
stock sales in Mt. Vernon.

In 1873 the records of Rock-
castle were burned with the
Clerk's office in Mwmon and

as T wanted to ascertain the
names of officers the county has
had since its formation in.1809,
was told that Mr. Dave Williams
and Mrs. Betty Williams could
give the information if anybody
could. The latter said that she
had never paid any attention to
politics, but agreed with Mr.
Williams when he looked back-
ward up the stream of time and
said: ‘The first county judge
that I remember was B.K. Beth-
urum in 1864 followed in rota-
tion by William Carson, John M.
Fish, G.W. McClure; J.B. LEar,
D.P. Bethurum, R.G. Williams
and S.D. Lewis.

“Portal to Portal” pay.

Portal to Portal is the prac-
tice of paying contract attor-
neys $40 per hour for travel time
instead of an 18 cent per mile
allowance.

During January's meeting
of the Program Review and In-
vestigations Committee, a
study conducted by the Depart-
ment of Finance revealed that
50 percent of the payments
made to contract attorneys are
for travel time. Presently, the
state has 80 attorneys (32.in the
Department of Labor) hiredby s
personal service contract, con-
stituting a fiscal year meom
expenditure of $1.3 million.

The inordinate amount of
travel pay is due to the fact that
most of the state’s .contract
attorneys are based in-metro-
ploital areas, while there are
no contract attorneys living in
eastern Kentucky where a large
percentage of workers' compen- _
sation hearings and depositions
are held. This requires attor-
neys from Louisville and Lex-
ington to travel to eastern Ken-
tucky to attend hearings and
depositions.

The shortage of rain during the
past several months will create
problems for a long time, and
just a few days of warm dry
weather can create dangerous
burning conditions.

Ranger Bullen offers a few
suggestions to reduce the occur-
rence of wildfires. First, only
burn materials if obsolutely
necessary. If you decide to burn,
be sure to observe the Fire Laws
and stay with the fire until it is
completely out. Do not burn
during windy weather. If you
are not sure you can burh safely,
contact the Division of Forestry
for advice on burning safely,
weather conditions, and Fire
LAws. To obtain this advice or
to report a forest fire, contact
any Forest Ranger or call the
Division of Forestry Office in
London at 864-9396.
