Only Principal Many Brodhead Alumni Remember 
By: Nancy Mullins 

Because most people have 
spent so many waking hour* at 
school by the time they are 21, 
many adult memories and nos-
talgic recollections center 
around those friends, teachers, 
events and even principals we 
have known from school days. 

Many students who-attend-
ed Brodhead School, like my-
self, never knew any other 
principal other than D.A. Rob-
bins, whp served in that posi-
tion Jgr.36 years. 

MK^ Rgboins saw many 
changes during those years at 
Brodhead,. some for which he 
was responsible - some for 
which time was responsible. 

' .There is much comment and -
speculation these days about 
"Why Johnny can't read," he 
says. He feels that people need 
to stop and consider that per-
haps even though everyone 
graduating from high school 
can't read or write on a 12th 
grade level (according to stan-
dardized tests), when one com-
pares the widespread illiteracy 
of 50 years ago today's 
"education for everyone." 
we've come a long way in a 
short time. 

£)ealva was born February 
15, 1908, one of seven children 
of Frank and Matilda (Howard) 
Robbins. His father, who had 
taught school for 5 or 6 years, 
moved to Copper Creek from 
Lincoln County after he mar-
ried and began farming. 

In 1919, the Robbiris' home 
burned and the family moved to 
town, partly because his father 
was interested in an education 
for his children at Brodhead 
Grade and High School, a pri-
vate. school district. Children 
from the county were allowed to 
attend school'but wer^chgrged 
tuition. 

Dealva entered 5th grade at 
Brodhead in 1919 and was seat-
ed right across the aisle from 
Vivian Albright, the girl whom 
he would later marry. He fi-

, nished elementary school and 
attended 3 years of high school 
at Brodhead but transferred to 
Union College Academy to fi-
nish his last year because he 
wanted to play baU on a -wood 
floor. Brodhead did not have a 
gym but played basketball 
games on outdoor courts. 

After attending Union for 
one semester/ he decided to 
return and graduate with his 

classmates. Officials at Union, 
however, enticed him to stay by 
allowing him to enter college 
there with only 14 credits. After 

; one semester and a summer 
term at Union, but still without-
a high school diploma, he re-
turned to teach his first year at 
Gum Sulphur when he was only 
18 or 19. The next year, he 
taught at Negro Creek. 

In 1929, 1930 and 1931, 
Dealva attended Transylvania 
University in Lexington at the 
urging of a friend, Austin Dur-
ham of Mt. Vernon. Austin's 
father.had put money aside for 
his education but, with the 
onslaught of the depression, the 
bank went broke and Austin 
was forced to 'work to pay for 
much of his education. Transyl-
vania was a college which was 
under the auspices of the Disci-
ples of Christ Church and any-
one indicating an intention to go 
into the ministry could attend 
free. Harry Sparks, Dealva's 
friend, attended with this un-
derstanding; however, Mr. Rob-
bins said that Mr. Sparks 
preached only one sermon and 
then changed his mind. 

According to Mr. <Rofcfc,'~ • 
during the depression tuition 
and student numbers were 
down. His father helped him all 
he could but he had to work at -
any job he could find to help 
finance his education. Those 
with money in the Brodhead 
bank were a little luckier than 
most since it remained solvent 
throughout the depression. 

Dealva majored in history 
and turned down a scholarship 
to Duke University because he 
was needed at home. His mother 
had died and he felt obligated to 
help out since for 3 years his 
education had put a burden on 
the family. 

His father was on the school 
fcoard and, in 1931, got him his 
first job as the third high school 
teacher hired by the system. He 
taught 5 years. He was actually 
hired to teach 8th grade but was 
transferred to high school to 
teach 6 classes including the 
natural sciences and citizenship. 
His duties also included coach-
ing both the" girls' and boys' 
basketball teams. He was paid 
•26 frmonth^ — 

In those days, girls basket-
ball was a big sports attraction 
with as many attending the 
games as attended the boys' 
games. In 1931, two years after 
the new brick school and gym

were built, the school had an 
extra good girls team which 
would have gone to the state 
tournament had Virginia 
Owens (Saylor) not missed two 
free throws in the last minutes 
o i play. 

From the time he took the 
job as principal of the school in 
1936 until the district mergtfd 
with the county system in about 
1950, Mr. Robbins says he and 
the school were highly scruti-
nized and sometimes criticized 
by the townspeople who elected 
a governing local board. Mr. 
Robbins said he was always 
keenly aware of and felt pres-
sure from the community's 

opinion of what was happening 
at the school. 

The principal whom he suc-
ceeded had allowed students to 
.go to town every Friday after-
noon and had, by his general 
leniency, lost the respect and 
support of the townspeople. 
When Mr. Robbins was hired to 
be head of the school, at the 
young age of 28. it was with the 
understanding that he would 
keep "books" when "books" 
were supposed to be kept and in 
general be strict. He said he was 
on trial and didn't know at the 
time if he could handle high 
school or not. In his favor, he 
says, was the fact that he had 
good teachers without which a 
good school is impossible. 

With a school board race 
every 2 years and hearing con-
stant rumblings of disgruntled 
opposition and people fighting 
to get a job during hard times 
when there was little other 
employment really kept the 
school principal' wary and cau-
tious (not to mention nervous). 

Mr. Robbins says he was 
always careful to keep politics 
out of the school but one year he 

. ij)Vited.a.speaker from Somer-
set Tv the graduation ad-
dress. The speaker proceeded to 
lambast the Democrat party 
from "top to bottom" in his 
address much to Mr. Robbins 
horror and embarassment since 
he had 3 "very" democrat board 
members (all in attendance) and 
had to watch as they scooted 
lower ancMower in their seats 
and took the party brow-
beating. 

One policy which he had to 
change related to religious as-
semblies in the school. Mr. 
Robbins had always allowed 
preachers to hold assemblies 
and speak to the students a few 
minutes especially during times 
of community revivals. Once he 
says he allowed 3 ministers who 
were conducting some kind of 
services in the area to have an 
assembly. Rather than limiting 
the talk to a few minutes devo-
tional and inviting the students 
to attend church, the three prea-
chers took turns and each 
preached a good long sermon. 
The sermons were followed by 
an iitvitation to the students to 
came forward and change their 
ways. He said he looked up to 
see one of the rowdiest, orneri-
est jesters in school going for-
ward-in order to get a laugh

Selective Service Launches Pro- • 
gram To Select Potential Draft 
Board Members in Kentucky 

With the agreement of Gov-
ernor John Y. Brown of Ken-
ttickyrthe-SelectiveServicehas 
begun a program to recruit and 
train civilian volunteers for 
possible future draft boards in 
that state. This is a part of the 

- peacetime revitalization of t>e-
lectiv.e Service that was called 
for by the Congress. The boards 
themselvej would not be estab-
lished unless Congress directed 
a return to the draft. However, 
pre-selection and. training of 
board members in peacetime 
will be beneficial in several 
ways: 

(1) It will assure that people 
selected willbe representative 
of the'communities they serve, 

2 It will give Selective 
Service time, in-this r e l a t fW 
calm of peacetime, to train the 
board'members in Selective Ser-
vice policies and procedures to 
assure uniform treatment- of 
individuals appearing before 
boards for postponements, de-
ferments and exemptions-it is 

the local draft boartrtfiat makes 
these crucial judgemental de-. 
cisions. If we waited until a 
mobilization to select board 
members, with all the chaos 
attendant to such a situation, it 
would be much more difficult to 
ensure the appointment of qual-
ity boards that wbuld consist-
ently produce-equitable results, 

By law draft board mem-
bers are nominated by each 

by the President. To be eligible 
.for consideration, an individual^ 
must: 

-Be a citizen of the United 
States between the ages of 18 
and 60, 

^Not be a member of the 
armed forces (including reserve 
or retired status, but not exclud-
ing veterans of military ser-
vice), 

-Not already have served as 
a draft board member for a total 
of 15 or more years, 

"*-Be wiliing to participate in 
a national training program, 
and if the draft is ever resumed, 
be willing to serve without pay 
in making difficult but import-
ant decisions concerning .appli-
cations from local residents for 
deferment or exemption from 
the draft. 

The law also contemplates 
that the make-up of each draft 
board by representative of the 
racial and ethnic backgrounds 
of the registrant population un-
der its jurisdiction. A major 
goal of this selection prografti is 
to generate sufficient citizen 
participation to ensure such -
balance. Approximately 185 ap-
pointments will be made in 
Kentucky.

him at the same time. When 
they went into the county sys-
tem, the pressure on him eased 
considerably. 

He admits that as he got 
older he mellowed in his atti-
tude toward such strict -disci-
pline and attributes the change 
in part to the fact that he was 
not so afraid of losing his job. 

He says that he had no^real 

that he used the paddle quite a 
bit. In later years, he learned to 
use the end of the year school 
trip that all classes took as a 
means of controlling student 
behavior. 

The class trips were the; 
.culmination of the school year. 
In the early days, the big trip 
was to Mammouth Cave in the 
back of a pick-up padded with 
hay. In 1941, the high school 
took its first out-of-state trip 
and traveled down through Ten-
nessee and home via Gatlinburg 
(which had'only one motel) on 
roads that were unbelievably 
bad. 

-Each class, even in grade 
school, went somewhere at thp 
end 'of . the year. It is Mr. 
Robbins' firm belief that the 
tripS were an invaluable part of 
the educational process. Many 
students had never been out of 
the state or even out of the 
county until the trips. He cites 
examples of students who went 
to New York-at the end of -the 
senior- years - a much needed 
experience since a few months 
later would find them stationed 
there or in some other big city. 
One student burst into tears 
from the emotion of seeing 
Niagra Falls for the first time. 
Mr. Robbins says he was very 
lucky that no student was hurt 
and nothing bad happened on 
the many trips he took students 
on. It was the general instruc-
tions to xrhaperones on these 
trips that the students were to 
be given the responsibility' of 
caring for themselves in the city 
which sometimes came as a 
shock to some of the rural, 
protected students. Mr. Rob-
bins' opinion is that a taste of 
independence and traveling on 
one's own is something every 
high schooler should experience 
before entering adult life. He 
believes that the third best way 
to learn something is to read 
about it; the second best way is 
to be told about it and the best 
way- to learn is to see and do 

^ j th ich makes the .pins in his 
estimation highly sucCessrui. 

The trips were financed by 
various fund raising activities 
including the. Halloween Carni-
val which Mr. Robbins sayi 
served both as a fund raiser and 
a chance for good will to blos-

On these trips, the only 
expense students were expected 
to pay was for foed and sou-
venirs. 

Mr. Robbins' 'trips did not 
include long bus trips only. In 
the spring and fall, each class 
got to go on at least one (some-
times more) -field trips. Mr. 
Robbins relieved the teachers of 
the wriggHng children, took 
them on long afternoon hikes, 
taught theih tWfdenti'fy wild 
flowers and trees, read them 
poems about nature and the 
seasons and, in general, enjoyed 
the trips as much as the stu-
dents. - -

Mr. Robbins resists the phi-, 
losophy that "in order to learn, 
students have to be enclosed in a 
building." 

vivid -
in Mr: Robbins mind and that is 
the time he took 94 fourth 
graders by himself (a brave 
deed in itself) on a hike up by 
tfyj swinging baidge near the 
Christian Church Campground. 
On the way back, they were due 
to return before school was out 
and in an effort to stall so the 
excited students would not dis-
turb the whole school, he told 
them they could "wade" in the 
creek. The day was hot and 
before he knew it, the wading 
turned into a "swim party, 

- clothes and all. .He said he 
thought he would never get 
them dm of the creek anff hack 
to school. By the time he did, 
school was out and the buses, 

•jvere waiting on the dripping 
children. He said he was sure he 
would receive some calls or 

• notes from irate parernts but got 
none which convinced him that, 
in most cases, if the children are 
happy, so would the parents be. 

One of Mr. Robbins' meth-
ods of communicating with stu-
dents was via the Bulletin 

, Board. Teachers and students 
had separate bulletin boards 
both of which^vere usually read 
several times a day in anticipa-
tion of news or instructions. The 
official notes were signed 
"DAR" to which students en-
joyed adding "ling". 

In Mr. Robbins' opinion, 
one area in. which there was a 
lack of opportunity in the com-
munity was cultural advan- . 
tages. So artists, musicians of 
ail kinds, gymnasts, magicians 
and actors were engaged 
through seven yearly Southern 
Assembly Programs. At the 
time when there was no TV in 
the mostly rural homes, these 

. • programs plus a few movies the 
whole school attended, provid-
ed all the cultural enrichment 
most students reveived. For a 
nominal fee, classes walked to 
town to the theatre to see 
movies including "Gone With 
the Wind", "Sargeant York", 
and "The Kentucky Story". 

In the beginning the Hallo-
ween Carnival was held to 
make money to pay teachers 
last two months salary- The 
state only paid for 7 months. 
When the state later financed 
these 2 months, the school used 
some of the carnival money to 
add books to the library. Mr. 
Robbins says that he was not 
aware at the time, but that he 
later learned that Brodhead had 
built the best elementary 11? 
brary in eastern Kentucky. 

He attributes the good' li-
brary and a reading program 
and contest that required each 
student to read 3 books a mnth 
and gave prizes to students 
reading the most at the end of 
the year, as being responsible 

•for the fact that his elementary 
and high school students usual-
ly scored higher on the end of 
the year achievement tests than 
those in the other county 
schools. Some students, he said, 
read as many as 250 books a 
year. 

Districts now have "money 
to wallow In" he says. For 
Instance, he feels that now there 
Is little Incentive or chance for 
schools to make a profit from 
the school lunchroom. Back be-
fore the government got so 
heaylly Into the lunch program, 
he was able to accumulate 
$ 1 0 , 0 0 0 In the lunchroom fund 
much of which he spent on the 
school before he retired.

In a recent 
survey 60 percent said they play for the enjoyment of the 
game and the competitive challenge. Only 19 percent of 

* the players Play for the grant-in-aid they, said was neces-
sary to get an eduoation. Fewer still showed an interest in 
playing pro football — 14.6 percent Of course, fewer than 
that will make it in the play-for-pay game. 

The research was done by the College Football Associa-
tion. The CFA is made up of the biggies, all the major 
football conferences except the Big i t tand the Pac 10, and 
almost all the big independent schools, like Notre Dame. 

I was privileged to sit in on a seminar conducted by the 
CFA last week in Salisbury, N.C. Chuck Neinas. the execu-
tive director for the group, discussed the survey that was 
conducted among the players last fall 

If a player i£ hoping to be recruited for college football 
his best bet is to play in the offensive line. He may not get 
much publicity, but 87 percent of the recruits were offen-
sive linemen. They also go to school longer. Almost 30 
percent of the fifth-year players are offensive.linemen. 

I was surprised that physical education is a poor second 
in the players' field of study. Business was thenjost popu-
lar with 33.7 percent studying business administration. 
Only 11.5 percent are majoring in phys ed.

Spring weather bringing an 
end to the winter feeding season 
is a signal for dairyMenterffiSkir 
plans for changing the type of 
forage feed to their herds. 

"The change from com sil-
age to small grain silage or 
pasture will require adjust-
ments in rations," said Dr. Gary 
Lane, Extension dairy specialist 
in the University of Kentucky-
College of Agriculture. 

Protein levels can be re-
duced by 2% to 3% while grain 
or concentrate amounts should 
be increased by 2 to 4,pounds a 
day. "This will make up i- . ' the 
energy lost in switching from 
corn sjlage," added Lane. 

Lane said that if alfalfa hay 
is dropped from the lotion, 
dairymen may need to, watch 
calcium and phosphorus levels 
in the grain mix. 

As temperatures begin to 
increase. Lane sugested feeding 
fresh silage three times per day 
to keep intake high. 

The specialist recommend-
ed using wheat silage as long as 
it's supplemented with addlt-
ional energy. "Many dairymen 
don't get the maidyum poten-

t i a l from, wheat silage because 
of* improper supplementation," 
Lane said.

Landowners with property 
adjacent to state-owned right of 
way may soon get relief from 
noxio'— - " t ^ -

Kentucky's noxious ' w ^ d ' 
law provides that the state will 
destroy noxious weeds on state-
owned right of way at the 
request of the adjoining proper-
ty owner. 

The noxious weeds named 
in the law are Johnson grass, 
giant foxtail, Canada thistles, 
nodding thistles, and multiflora 
rose. 

"Destroying ^he noxious 
weeds on. just the right of way 
or just the adjoining property 
does not solve the problem," 
said George Franke, assistant 
stafe highway engineer. "Run-
ners or windblown seed can 
cause the weeds to crop up 
again." 

A joint effort between the 
state and the property owners 
must be made to destroy the 
noxious weeds, he said.

Cancer In 1981 
In 1981 about 805 ,000 

people will be diagnosed as and pest problems plague crops 
and animals. But Taylor C jjinty 
farmer Stephen Crawley be-
lieves he has found a sure thing 
- burley tobacco. 

"Tobacco is the most de-
pendable Income we have," 
Crawley said. "With our other 
crops, we lose money as many 
years as we show a profit, but 
that's not the case with tobac-
co." 

Twenty-slx-year-old Craw-
ley was named an Outstanding , 
Young Tobacco Farmer in" 
Mych in a recognition program 
sponsored by Philip Morris 
U.S.A. and the University of 
Kentucky College of Agricul-
ture. Each year, seven Kentuc-
ky burley growers, under age 
35, are recognized for sound 
tobacco production practices 
and strong-leadership qualities. 

Crawley farms full time in 
a family operation. Along with 
his-father, Herman, and his 
brother, Charles, Crawley owns 

. and operates a 600-acre farm in 
their sbuth-central Kentucky 
county. 

They grow 115 acres of com, 
1 GO acres of mixed hay-and 25 
acres each of alfalfa and wheat. 
They also have a 165-cpw beef 
herd and farrow 50 sows, from 
which they market ISO-feeder-
calves and 750 hogs each year. 

com6 from tobacco. 
"The^apm in general makes 

more tnie profit from tobacco 
than from the other opera-
tions," he said. "Cattle and hogs 
take more time, but in an 
average year, don't bring in as 
much income as the tobacco." 

Crawley learned early the 
value of tobacco. His grandpa-
rents and parents always had 
raised burley; he grew up with 
it. At age 13, he first had his 
own share of_the family crop -
an acre that* yielded 3 ,000 
pounds. 

He continued to -work the 
farm - and the tobacco - as he 
earned a bachelor's degree in 
mathematics and a teacher's 
certificate from Campbellsville 
College. He did not look for a 
teaching job, however, but re-
turned to farming full time, in 
partnership with his father and 
brother. 

Crawley is primarily re-
sponsible for the tobacco crop, 
although the entire family pit-
ches in, including Crawley's, 
wife, Lora, 25. She is a home-
maker, caring for their 20-
month-old daughter, Cara.S-

The family provides most 
of the labor necessary to work 
the tobacco - one reason they 
have been able to keep down 
production costs-. _

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"There's a lot of industry in 
the area, so there's'competltion 
for what labor is available," he 
said. 

Because of labor shortages, 
Crawley has rented out tobacco 
acreage for the past three years. 
In 1980, he grew less than half 
of the total crop raised on his 
farm. This year, three others 
besides the family - a neighbor, 
a local farmer and a school 
teacher, will raise tobacco on 

" Crawley lan<^ 
* The option to lease is one 
reason tobacco is 'an economic 
sure thing. 

"We still have the quota," 
Crawley said, "so tobacco gua-
rantees us an Income whether 
we raise it or rent it out to 
someone else." 

The arrangement brings 
mutuaiJjenefits. Although the 
crops are separate, Crawley and 
the others work together to 
make up a full crew, especially 
at cutting time. "We're all in the 
same shape - short on help," he 
said. 

Crawley sees no fast or easy" 
solutions to the labor problems 
most tobacco producers face. A 
breakthrough in mechanization, 
such as a tobacco harvester, or 
baled -, tobacco, or - alternate 

. barns, may Help ease labor 
problems, he skid. 

In the meantime, Crawley 
strives for increased yields of 
highest-quality tobacco. He 

• loqks for innovative, efficient 
'production practices that make 
good use of valuable time and-
labor. 

He uses recommendations 
from the UK Cooperative Ex-
tensioh Service and has con-
ducted his own experiments to 
determine the tobacco varieties, 
herbicides and insectieides that 
work kc." — *-*-•*>— 

. his soil tested to ttetertoine 
what fertilizers he needs. He 
also applies insecticides direct-
ly into the soil before setting in 
the tobacco, instead of hand 
spraying later. 

To ensure high-quality leaf, 
Crawley uses recommended va-
rieties, tops and sprays for 
suckers and houses and strips 
the tobacco in three grades. 

Crawley is active in tobacco 
affairs in his county as he 
attends tobacco meetings held 
locally by UK and is working 
with James Perkins, Taylor 
County Extension agent for a-" 
griculture, to establish a county 
extension tobacco committee. 
He also serves as director of the 
Green River Feeder Calf Asso-
ciation and is a member of the 
Central Kentucky Pork Produ-
cers Association. 

Crawley believes that in 
spite of problems tobacco grow-
ers face, such as labor shortages 

•and rising production costs, to-
bacco will continue to be an 
important -- and profitable -
crop for producers in his area, 
because, he said, "It's some-
thing they can depend on."
