Disaster Area As Result of Flooding 

Following the June 6th 
flooding and the resulting prop-
erty and Crop damage in various 
parts of the county, a represent? 
ative of the Division of Disaster 
Emergency Service is helping 
conduct an lnvestigtlon and re-
port with the help of Harold 
Balllnger of the local ASC of- , 
flee, Gary Asher, Rockcastle 
County Ciyll Defense Director, 
and Paul Hansel, County road 
foreman. 

According fo Bill Hendrick-
son, area co-ordlnator, Rock-
castle Is one of. 10 counties for 
which the report is being sub-
mitted to the Governor. He will 
then forward it to the President 
with a request that the area be 
declared a disaster area. 

-Hendrickson said that even 
thought Rockcastle County is 
one of the counties less affected 
by the flooding, its losses have . 
been estimated at $2.7 million. 
Other counties included in the 
report are Jackson, Breathitt, 
Owsley, Pike, Estill, Perry, 
Lee, Knott and Magoffin. 

In Rockcastle County,-crop . 
damage accounted for the larg-
est losses, however, Hendrick-
son said that 3 or 4 families 
needed temporary housing and 
a total of 10 families were 
affected and will qualify for 
individual Family Grants in the 
amount of $5,000 to replace

• V - * -i&ltty tor disaster 
funds, in .the event the Presi-
dent gives approval, Rockcastle 
will be eligible for assistance 
from several state and federal 
agencies including Small Busi-
ness Administration, Farmers 
Home Administration and pub-
lic assistance for roads and 
bridges. Hendrickson further 
stated, that if the area Is not so 
declared that President Reagan 
could loose certain agencies to 
come in with aid anyway. 

Hendricksbn said Wednes-

Healthy Children Make Father's Days Happy

Sometimes fathers of young 
children fail to let the true 
honor and privilege of father-
hood bestow itself upon them. 
Thiey are often physically 
drained from working to pro-
vide financial security for 
young dependents while at the 
same time sharing the emotion-
al^ strain of meeting the daily 
needs of small children. 

Oner vbung father. Jimmy _ 
Whitaker and his wife. Sheila, 
feel especially grateful and 
thankful this Father's Day for 
the privilege of having their 
two healthy boys, Matthew, 2, 
and Marcus, 2Vi months. 

Little Marcus was bom at 
1:30 p.m. on Friday, March 27th, 
one day before he was due, 
according to the doctor's pre-
dictions. As soon as he was 
born, a wheezing was detected. 
Jim and Sheila were assured the 
cause was likely fluid and muc-
ous that needed to be suctioned, 
so the baby was whisked away. 
Jimmy came back home Friday 
afternoon to tell friends and 
family that all was well and to 
rest a few minutes before clean-
ing up and going back to the 
Lake Cumberland Medical Cen-
ter in Somerset. 

• •< When he reached the hos-
pital that night, he found out 
that his new son was not well. 
He had been put under an 
oxygen -tent and interveneous 
feeding had been initiated. Dur-
ing the last stages of labor 
Shelia had been given Demerol 
and doctors thought the baby 
was possibly suffering from 
lingering effects of the drug. If 
this were the case, the effects 
would wear off in 24 hours. 
After 24 hours no change was 
evident. 

Marcus' problem has not 
yet been fully understood or 
named. He was, according to his 
mother, not able to deep, 
ly enough to get the oxygen his . 

body needed. His breathing wis 
so shallow and rapid (120 per 
minute compared to a normal of 
40) that they were told by the 
attending pediatrician that- fa-
tigue could set in since it was 
impossible to continue .breath-
ing that fast and hard for very 
long. 

The agony of being told by 
the doctor that the baby might 
die overwhelmed the young par-
ents. Jimmy said people re-
marked to him that the baby 
had not really been part of their 

-lives-: yet-and that i ts-death-
would be easier to bear than if it 
were older. However Jimmy 
and Shelia did not agree and 
could not understand. 

Doctors had begun trying to 
find a place for him in one of the 
two - -hospitals in Kentucky 
which treat critically ill babies, 
Norton Children's Hospital in 
Louisville or the U.K. Medical 
Center In Lexington. Beds at 
both facilities were full, but 
Norton finally agreed to Jake . 
him anyway. On Sunday, March 

29th, the state air transport 
plane with a doctor and two 
specially trained nurses from 
Norton, flew to Somerset and 
picked up 2-day old Marcus. 

Since Shelia had only been 
allowed to hold the baby for 
two minutes, .before he was 
loaded into the ambulance for 
the ride to the plane, he was 
wheeled into Sheila's room 
where the parents and both sets 
of grandparents waited to say 
goodbye. When Jim and Shelia 
tell aboUt the parting, tears 
cannot be totally stiflfd even 
yet. Shena, said that the baby 
was attached to numerous grot-
esque looking contraptions and 
was crying a weak, helpless cry. 
When she reached a hand 
through and patted him, his 
crying stopped (and everyone in 
the room started.) 

Ifi the plane his breathing 
gave way and he was attached 
to a respirator which forced air 
deeper into his lungs. He re-

Spring of '81 Was one of Worst for Forest Fires 

The Spring of 1981 will be 
remembered by Kentucky Divi-
sion of Forestry personnel in 

' Eastern Kentucky as one of the 
worst forest fire seasons on 
record. According to District 
Forester H.F. Whitaker, the 
ten-county Southeastern Dis-
trict, which includes Rockcastle 
County, suffered a total of 741 " 
fires this spring which bumeo. 
37,833 acres. This is the most 
fires ever recorded for one fire 
season. All but 45 of these fires 

_wert lhe. direct-result-of-^nan!s-
use of fire and could therefore 
have been prevented. The major 
fire causes in the District were-
debris, burning, which caused 
289 fires, and arson, which . 
resulted in 223 fires. Other 
causes included 88 fires due to 
smoking, 52 fires set by children 
and 38 fires from hunters smok-
ing out game. 

Rockcastle County had 68 
fires which burned 3,839 acres, 
according to Rockcastle County 
Ranger Steve Bullen. Over 73% 
of these fires were due to arson 

- and debris burning. 
"With the extreme burning 

conditions and as" many as 75 
fires.per day requiring control 
action, the District could not 
have begun to cope without a lot 
of help,", commented District 
Forester Whitaker.
