A Lamero man is dead 
and another local man has 
been charged with murder. 

Farley Newcomb, 45, of 
Route 2, Livingston was ar-
rested last Tuesday moming 
by Kentucky State Trooper 
Jimmie Silvers after turning 
himself in at the Rockcastle 
County Jail, according to 
Rockcastle County Sheriff 
William Taylor. 

Taylor said that a mur-
ler warrant was sworn-out 
for Newcomb after a two-
day investigation by State 
Police Detective Roy Wheat 
into the Sunday morning 
shooting' death of Ernest 
Humphrey Singleton! 

. According to Sheriff 
Taylor, the circumstances 
leading up to the death of 
Singleton were as follows: 

• - rvximMely 4 a.m. 
—if. aumfay morning, Sin-xj. 
gleton and Tim Boshears of 
Red Hill were apparently 
traveling toward Livingston 
on the Red Hill Road when 
they had a collision on Gau-
ley Mountain with another 
vehicle reportedly driven by 
Robert Earl Newcomb of 
Livingston. 

Taylor said that after 
the vehicles collided, both 
of them stopped and Robert 
Earl Newcomb and Farley 
Newcomb, who was report-

* edly a passenger-in the car, 
got out and pulled Bosh'ears 
from the truck in which he 
was riding with Singleton. 

The Sheriff said that 

while Boshears was appa-
rently involved in a Scuffle 
with one of ths men. he 
heard a gun go off near the 
truck where Singleton was 
still sitting behind the steer-
ing wheel.' . 

Boshears told police 
that he was let up from the 
ground after, the shot and 
that he then ran over the 
hill to hide. 

Taylor said that Bo-
shears went to the home of 
Sandy Clark and she 
phoned police. ~ 

Rockcastle County Cor-
oner Bill Dowell said that 
the preliminary report from 
aa autopsy, performed on 
Singleton at the U.K. Medi-
cal Center in Lexington 
Monday, indicated that Sin-

gleton died from a close 
contact penetrating gunshot 
wound to the chest. Dowell 
said the murder weapon 
was probably a small cali-
ber handgun. 

Newcomb was released 
after filling a $10,000 bond. 

Singleton was born July 
1, 1943 in Rockcastle Coun-
ty, the son of Homer and 
Vivian Bullock Singleton 
and was a member of the 
Freewill Baptist Church in 
Ohio. 

Besides his parents, he 
is survived by his wife, 
Mrs. Sharon Singleton; four 
sons, Ernest William, James 
Arthur, Eric Daniel and Jo-

Fiscal court to apply for grant for new fire truck

It will be at least three 
months, and possibly never, 
before the citizens in Wes-
tern Rockcastle County will ' 
have a new fire truck to 
protect their homes from 
fire. 

During the Rockcastle 
County Fiscal Court meeting 
Tuesday morning, two mo-
tions were made to get 
Brodhead a fire truck and 
both of them failed. 

Third District . Magi-
strate Alex Albright made a 
motiort to borrow the money 
to buy a fire truck arid to 
pay it back, possibly with a 
grant from the Cumberland 
Valley Area Development 
District. The motion died 
for lack of a second. 

5th District Magistrate 
Joe Clark then made a mo-
tion to buy Wje new truck if 
the grant y ^ l s t approved. 
That motion also failed. 

Rockcastle County 
Judge Executive Bob Jasper 
told the some 25 concerned 
citizens gathered at the 
meeting that the county was 
going to apply for a grant 
of $35,000 to buy».a truck 
but that it could not be sub-
mitted until July 1st. 

Jasper said that, if ap-
proved, the money would 
come through the area deve-
lopment district. 

"I am a member of that 
committee down there. I 
think our chances are very 
good of getting that grant," 
Jasper said. "I know a lot 
of those people down there 
and I have never been 
.turned down when I asked 
for money to help the coun-
ty," he added. 

Several members of the 
committee formed during a 

public meeting a lew weeks 
ago at Brodhead were pre-
sent at the meeting and 
they, as well as some mem-
bers of the Brodhead Fire 
Department, had suggestions 
of their own as to what 
could be done about the pro-
blem 

Deputy Fire Chief 
DeeAlva Bussell and others 
suggested to the court that 
they borrow the money now 
and buy a truck so that peo-
ple would not have to wait 
another three or " four 
months. That suggestion 
prompted Albright's motion 
but that was all the action 
take on the suggestion. Al-
bright represents most of 
the aron concerned 

"Tnis is a serious mat-
ter, you can put off taking 
money • to build a county 
road somewhere but you 
can't put off putting out a 
fire and maybe saving some-
one's life," said James 
"Doc" Brown, a member of 
the committee. 

First District Magistrate 
Donald Rowe agreed with 
Brown. "What if a child is 
burnt up in a county fire," 
Rowe said. "I think a coun-
ty this size with a budget of 

• almost a million dollars 
could surely afford a $50,000 
fire truck," he said. 

When Magistrate Clark's 
motion was on the floor, the 
County Judge told told 
members of the court that a 
rribtion such as Clark's 
could hurt the chances of 
the grant being approved. "I 
was just on the phone with 
the Director of the Develop-
ment District before I came 
in here to this meeting and 
he seemed to think we 
would not have any pro-
blem getting the grant," 

Business directory being 
published by Mt. Vernon 

Jasper said.. "I'.ll- give a 
thousand dollars out of my 
pocket if that grant fails to 
help buy a truck, instead of 
putting my county in bad 
financial shape," the Judge 
said. 

The Judge's secretary 
Anna Rose Mullins told the 
court that the ' county was 
going to have to borrow 
money to make it until July 
1st as it was and if another 
payment such as one on a 
fire truck had to be made, 
there was no way the coun-. 
ty could pay it. 

After the two motions 
failed, Joe Clark told those 
gathered that if the grant 
applications failed, • they 
would get a fire truck. "I 
promise that we will get 
you a fire truck if we don't 
get that grant," Clark 
vowed. 

However, Judge Jasper 
told the group that if the 
grant failed, he wanted to 
get back together with the 

* committee and try to figure 
something else out. 
"Surely, there are 40 or 50 
people out there that would 
give a $1,000 a piece for a 
fire truck." 

When Clark told the 
group that they would get 
their fire truck no matter 
what, they wondered aloud 
why the court, if they 
could borrow the money la-
ter, couldn't borrow it now 
so that the county would 
have the fire protection it 
needed. 

When the hour-long dis-
cussion, without any formal 
action, finally drew to a 
close, DeeAlva Bussell tojd 
the court to not be surprised 
when they got a call in the 
next day or two that the 
Brodhead Volunteer Fire 
Department was unable to 
make county runs any long-
er because their truck was 
no longer safe to drive. 

Roy Brown, president of 
the Rockcastle County Soil 
Conservation District, was 
present at the meeting with 
local soil conservationist 
David Stipes who requested 
that the cou_U*>j include 
some additipnal funding in 
next year's budget for the 
Soil Conservation office. 
Stipes and Brown asked the 
county to supplement their 
budget $2,000 so that they 
could purchase some new 
equipment for the office. 
Stipes said that his office 
had been without a type-
writer for several months. 
However, the court did not 
take any action on the mat-

ter but did promise to look 
into the matter further. 

The court did approve a 
tentative budget for the 
Rockcastle County Jail, pre-
sented to them by County 
Treasurer Floyd Owens. The 
budget will run over 
$114,000 for, 1984-85. 

Second District Magi-
strate Tom Denny made a 
motion to pay the county 
grader operators : $4.75 per

Baby killed in bizarre 
incident near Interstate 75 

A - twelve-month old 
baby girl was killed early 
Wednesday morning in a 
bizarre incident on U.S. 25 
near Interstate 75 at Burr, 
according to Rockcastle 
County Coroner Bill Dowell. 

Dowell said that Kathe-
rine Roberta Petitt of Col-
lege Park, Georgia, died 
around 5:45 . a.m. at the 
Rockcastle County Hospital 
from massive head injuries 
she received in the accident. 

Kentucky State Police 
said Wednesday that the 
baby's mother, Kathy E. 
Petitt, 25, also of College 
Park, Georgia, was arrested 
and placed in the Rockcastle 
County Jail and charged 
with second degree man-
slaughter. 

Police said the events 
leading up to the death of 

the child were apparently as 
follows: the mother was 
hitchhiking on U.S. 25 when 
she left the baby in a ditch 
line, 25 feet from the road-
way, and got into a car.

Labels, Labela, Labels 

Anywhere you look, you 
will find labels. They are on 

-clothes, food, furniture, ap-
pliances, household items 
and beauty aids. Their pur-
pose is not decorative but 
rather to guide the consum-
er when he or she is making 
a purchase. 

Labels may be sewn, 
glued or tied to merchandise 
or printed on an article or 
on a band or wrapper en-
closing it. Sometimes the 
product is hidden' by pack-
aging, making the label the 
only way to find out about 
the contents. 

Labels are used to iden-
tify products. Food labels 
should tell what is in the 
package, the style of pack, 
any seasoning added to 
food, the net contents, and 
the percentage • of ingre-
dients in decreasing order. 

Labels are good guides 
for making comparisons. To 
get the most for your mon-
ey, it may be necessary to 
read and compare labels, 
then try some comparisons 
for quality in your home. 

The Fair Packaging and 
Label Act requires that la-
bels provide certain infor-
mation: Labels must: 

-Identify U>e_ jjrodqct. 
and include V...M 

- address of the manufacturer. 
-Have net contents list-

ed in units of quantity. 
-Not contain misleading 

phrases. 
-List ingredients in or-

der of amounts. 
-Identify the generic 

family name. 
There are similar acts 

which provide guidelines for 
wool and fur products, flam-
mable fabrics, textile 
fibers, drugs-and cosmetics. 
The Federal Hazardous Sub-
stance Act requires warning 
labels on any product that 
may be harmful in any way. 

Not only must the la-
bels contain certain informa-
tion, but they tehmselves 
must meet certain stand-
ards. They must not ravel 
during laundering or dry-
cleaning and must remain 
legible for the 'reasonable 
life' of the garment. They 
must be permanently Mixed 
in the comer back neckline 
or waistband. 

When you buy a pro-
duct, make sure it has a 
guarantee or warranty and 
then record the date that 
you purchased it. Many 
times, your warranty is 
void without this. 

It is the consumer's re-
sponsibility to read and un-
derstand labels, use them 
for making comparisons, fol-
low the use' and car&, in-
structions on the labels and 
refuse to buy products not 
labeled or with poor de-
scriptions. 

Always buy from repu-
table, reliable dealers and 
keep and refer to labels for 
operation, use, care and re-
pair or replacement of 
parts. It pays to develop 
skills in reading and com-
paring labels.

Don't suffer needlessly with 
hearing and speech problems 

Hearing and speech'pro-
blems affect nearly one out 
of every 10 Americans. This 
means that there are ap-
proximately 1,260 people in 
Rockcastle County alone 
with hearing and speech 

. problems. 
May is Better Hearing 

and Speech Month, and a 
good time to realize that 
communicative disorders 
make up our nation's No.~T" 
handicapping disability 
Studies' indicate that more 
people suffer from hearing, 
speech and language impair-
ments than from heart di-
sease, paralysis, epilepsy, 
blindness, tuberculosis, cere-
bral palsy, muscular dystro-
phy and multiple sclerosis 
combined! 

An estimated 21 million 
Americans suffer from com-
municative disorders, with 
close to 17 million of these 
people suffering from some— 
degree of hearing loss. At 
least half of' these individ-
uals have significant loss of 
hearing in both ears. Hear-
ing is a precious ability 
and here are some tips to 
jjrotect it: 

(1) Immunize against 
childhood diseases, such as 
German Measles and 
Mumps, which can cause 
hearing loss. (2) Wear ear 
plugs to protect against loud 
noise. (3) W e a r ^ ^ t l >ts 
while playing toenail or 
boxing. 

Children, as well as 

adults, must learn to cope 
with communication prob-
lems. For the millions of 
children with hearing, 
speech or language disor-
ders. school is a challenge 
that can't be met alone. 
These problems can often be 
overcome if they are diag-
nosed and treated early. 
But, without help, hearing, 
speech or. language disorders 
may get worse and educa-
tional, social and emotional 
development may be severe-
ly impaired. 

People with communica-
tive disorders shouldn't suf-
fer needlessly. Most people 
can be helped medically, 
surgically, through hearing 
aids, or through hearing, 
speech and language rehabi-
litation.

Recently, an 8-year-old 
was brought into the Rock-

castle County Hospital's 
Emergency Room by some-
one other than his parents. 
The hospital was unable to 
treat the cut on his leg be-
cause it's against state regu-
lations to care for any child 
under 18 without the per-
mission of parents or guar-
dians.

BP aware otyour blood pressure 
during High Blood Pressure Month 

May is National High 
Blood Pressure Month, and 
a good time for you to .be 
aware of your blood pres-
sure and how it affects your 
health. 

A pamphlet from the. 
American Heart Association 
answers questions you may 
have about high blood pres-
sure, which is also called 
hypertension. 

What is high blood pres-
sure? Everyone has blood 
pressure. It is the force of 
blood against the walls of 
the arteries. This force is 
created by the heart as it 
pumps blood to all parts of 
the body. In some people, 
blood pressure is nearly al-
ways higher than it should 
be. Doctors still don't know 
what causes most high 
blood pressure, but they 
can help you control it. 

What does high blood 
pressure do to your body? 
High blood pressure adds to 
the workload of the heart 
and arteries. The heart must 
pump with more force, and 
the arteries must carry 
blood that is moving under 
greater pressure. If high 
blood pressure continues for 
a long time, the heart and 
the arteries may not func-
tion as well as they should 
and other body organs may 
also be affected. There is in-

• creased risk of stroke, heart 
failure, kidney failure and 
heart attack. 

How do you know if 
you have high blood pres-
sure? Most people with high 
blood pressure have no sym-
ptoms at all. There are no 
specific warning signs. Al-
though persistent headaches, 
dizziness, fatigue, tension 
and shortness of breath 
sometimes go with high 
blood pressure, they may re-
sult from a variety of caus-
es. The only way to find out 
if you have high blood pres-
sure is to have your blood 
pressure checked. Have 
your doctor check it for you 
or visit a local blood pres-
sure screening program. 

What can you do about 
high blood pressure? If you 

have high blood pressure, 
you can do a great deal" to 
reduce it. First, work with 
your doctor to determine 
the best treatment for you. 
It may include a low-fat 
diet, a low-salt diet, and 
changes in your living hab-
its such as quitting smok-
ing. losing weight, and get-

Ting" more exercise. Reducing 
your alcohol intake may be 
recommended. If you are on 
a weight reduction diet, re-
member alcohol is high in 
calories. In addition, many 
medications can be used to 
reduce and control high 
blood pressure. Your doctor 
will decide whether you 
need drug treatment in ad-
dition to dietary and life-
style changes. When yp.u and 
your doctor work as a team 
to control your high blood 
pressure, you can help to re-
duce your risk of stroke, 
kidney and heart failure, 
heart attack. 

Remember ... (1) Have 
your blood pressure checked 

to find out if you have high 
blood pressure (2) If you 
have high blood pressure, 
follow medical advice about 
changing your diet and liv-
ing habits; and taking medi-
cine if it is prescribed by 
your physician (3) Take 
your medicine as the doctor 
advises. If you have any 
new symptoms, call your 
doctor (4) Cooperate. You 
and your doctor must work 
together in order to keep 
your blood pressure under 
control. It's up to you to 
help your doctor control 
your blood pressure. 

If you'd like to have a 
free blood pressure test, 
take a few minutes this Sat-
urday and let personnel 
from the Rockcastle County 
Hospital give you a screen-
ing. They'll be located in 
front of The Bank of Mt. 
Vernon from 9 a.m. until 
noon. A few minutes of 
your time could give you a 
warning about your blood 
pressure or put your mind 
at ease.
