Your child's 
health

Don't blame il on. Daddy' 
Almost every Monday I gel a call 
from some divorced or separated 
mother whose "children have had 
visiting-rights with Daddy over the 
weekend and who how have a 
runny nose, earache or other 
common illness. Very often it is 
reported thai "Daddy didn't make 
her wear a hat or eai right or go to 
bed on time or whatever" and now 
she is sick. Almost as often I get a 
call around the. beginning, of a 
weekend from^Daddy who is just 
picking up the kids for his 
weekend visiting reporting that 
Junior has a rash, looks pale, has 
had breath, or acts funny. Of 
course, the estranged mother is 
blamed for whatever. 

Kids have enough trouble 
learning to cope with changing 
familv patterns in this country. 
Thevshouldn't have their common 
childhood illnesses brought into 
.the cauldron of bad feelings about 
the divorce. It is » known fact that 
children undergoing such family 
upheaval are likely in have more 
illness relating to stress. This 
includes ilnt only such obvious., 
things as chronic stomach aches 
and insomnia and bad dreams, but 
also there is likely to be an 
increase in sore throats, colds and 
other infectious illness. As we 
discussed recently there is new 
medical evidence that some of the 
body's immunologic defenses are 
deceased In times of psychologi-
cal stress. 

Of course, there may be 
situations where one parent or the 
oilier -does place the child in 
danger, either through actual 
abuse - or more often through 
careless lifestyle, such as bad 
driving, drinking, etc. In some 

• cases ihe child should be protec-
ted However, in the vast majority 
of cases the child is loved and 
cated for by both parents and the 
illness in question was going to 
develop no matter who was caring 
for them. 

The Medicine 
Chest

Drugs are often essential in ' 
patient care, but their, use can 
sometimes be risky if they are-not 
taken-correctly. There are many 
ways to reduce the risks of drug 
use for safe treatment. Some basic 
rules for safe drug use are: 

• Take only the amount of 
medicine prescribed by your doc-
tor 

-Never take drugs prescribed 
for someone else, since drugs 
produce different effects in differ-
ent people Also, different dis-
eases can produce similar symp-
toms. so your friend's medicine 
may not treat your disease even if 
your symptoms are the"same. * 

-Always tell your doctor 
about any problems you have had 
with drugs (allergies, unusual side 
effects, etc.). 

•Always tell your doctor any -
medicines you are taking, includ-
ing prescription and over-the-
coynier drugs. » 

-If you are taking several 
medicine?, it c a i ^ t f helpful to 
keep a daily reciWBwitti the drug 
name, the times for'taking it and 
the amounts to be taken listed-for 
each drug. Check off each dose as 
you take it. 

- Make sure you understand 
the directions printed on the 
medicine containers. 

-Ask your doctor or pharma-
cist about side effects, rules for 
storage and if there are any foods 
to avoid during the medication 
therapy. 

• Always call your doctor 
promptly if you notice unusual 
reaction^ 

•-Throw awav any old medi-
cines because many drugs lose 
their effectiveness over time. 

Remember that any chemical 
strong enough to cure an ailment 
can also cause harm if i t* is not 
used wisely. If you have any 
guestions about your medicines, 
ask your doctor or pharmacist.

produce wildlife in areas where 
intensive farming had removed 
suitable habitat and discouraged 
wildlife. 

The first year's work showed 
33 different kinds of birds, in the 
21 fields being studied. No-till 
fields had the largest' variety and 
number of birds. 

Field data gathered indicate 
that fall chisel tillage significantly 
reduces the number of desirably 
wildlife species about as much as 
fall moldboard plowing.

Value of county crops 
reported at 13 million 

The value of crops produced 
in Rockcastle County during 1985 
totaled ffiore than $13 million, 
according to figures from the 
Kentucky Crop and Livestock 
Reporting Service and Rockcastle 
Extension Agent Tom Mills. 

About 50 percent of the 
county income was from tobacco, 
about 18 percent from dairy 
products. 17 percent from beef 
and the remaining from various 
other crops. 

Based on the 2.6 million 
pound Rockcastle tobacco quota, 
and an average selling price of 
$1.60. Rockcastle tobacco growers 
received nearly $4.5 million for 
their crops. Growers are allowed 
10 percent over the quota. 

The value of crops produced 
by Kentucky farmers during 1985 
totaled nearly $1.7 billion, accord-

ing to the figures. 
The total value is down 16 

percent from the value of crops 
produced in 1984. 

"Unfortunately, part of the 
reason for the drop was the lower 
price per unit paid for nearly all 
major commodities." said Agricul• 
ture Commissioner David E. Bos-
well. 

The other primary reason for 
the drop was a loss of tobacco 
acres, the commissioner- added. 

"On the plus side, yields 
were generally excellent on the 
major crons. but the higher yields

How Should We Study 
the Bible? 

Many people read the 
Bible, but we do not all agree 
about what it teaches. There are 
several reason for this, but one 
reason is that we do not all 
study it properly. II Timothy 
2:15 teaches us to rightly divide 
(handle anight. ASV) God's 
word. One may have an excel-
lent arithmetic book, but he will 
not understand it if he does not 
study it properly. So it is with 
the Bible. What. then, are some 
principles that we should follow 
in proper Bible study? 

In.the first place, we must 
L&yE THE.TRUTH enough to 
obtain It no matter what the cost 
may be. "Buy the truth, and 
Sell it no t " (Prov. 23:£3) In 
Matt, 13:15 Jesu's warned that 
some did not understand what 
He taught because they had 
closed their eyes and ears. They 
did not like what they were 
hearing, so they just refused.to 
listen. We must want the truth 
even if it tel ls- is we have been 
wrong. Only the truth makes 
one free (John 8:32). 

In the second place, if we 
are to study the Bible properly, 
we must be wil l ing to ACCEPT 
EVERYTHING IT TEACHES as 
being f rom. God. It is very 
dangerous to take part of what 
God says on a subject and then 
conclude we have all we need, 
even though' other passages 
say there is more to it. For 

example, some people realize 
that faith is essential to salva-
tion. but they overlook the 
passages that teach that bap-
tism,is also essential to salva-
tion. In Acts 3:22 we are told 
that we should hear Jesus " i n 
all things whatsoever He shall 
say unto you." Jesus said. " H e 
that believeth and is baptized 
shall be saved" (Mark 16:16). 

Finally, we should remem-
ber that God's word is truth 
(John 17:17). and TRUTH 
NEVER CONTRADICTS IT-
SELF. In i Cor. 14:33 we read 
that-"God is not the author of 
confusion " So if one view of a 
passage contradicts what is 
taught in another passage, we 
should reject that view and look 
for another idea .by which the 
passages harmonize. 

These are just a few of the 
many principles we need to 
understand in order to study the 
Bible properly. "Study to show 
thyself approved unto God. a 
workman that needeth not to be 
ashamed, rightly dividing the 
word of t ru th" (II .Tim. 2:15).

. citizens show that older people 
have a lot of interest in nutrition. 

• However, many older Ameri 
^ . ^ susceptible targets for. a 

wijlc variety of "false nutritional' 
claims*for products that provide 
litfle or no health benefit. 

The theme for National Nutri-
tion Month. "Good Nutfition- Feel 

-the !. ,"iK.r5e"^ifoeu-^ ,'ori food, 
not supplements, as a source of 
good nutrition. 

Do older people's 'nutr ient 
needs differ from that of younger 
people'-'. 

Not really, except they may 
need fewer calories if they are less 
active 

Here are some facts. 
Protein. Older people" need 

about the same amount of protein 
as young adults Two or three 
ounces of lean meat, poultry, or 
fish eaten twice a day. is adequate. 
Other go<>d.-soft and inexpensive' 
sources are eggs, cottage cheese* 
legumes and certain cheeses.. 
Contrary to popular thought. 

supplements of amino acids will 
not protect you from aging or 
disease. 

Vitamin C. This vitamin helps 
to form healthy skin, teeth and 
bones, and it plays'a role in wound 
healing and resistance to infec-
tion.

Farm credit services 
will begin April 1 

The local PCA office located 
on Main Street announced that 
beginning April !• b^ith-Production 
Credit and Federal Land Bank 
loans will be offered and serviced 
from the Mt. Vernon PCA office. 
The office will now be called Farm 
Credit Services. 

Production Credit and Fed-
eral Land Bank are both a part of 
the Fourth Farm Credit District of 
Louisville which covers the states 
of Kentucky. Tennessee. Indiana 
and Ohio. The local PCA and 
Federal Land Bank are also a part 
of the Southeast Kentucky Farm

table production for the fresfi 
market has received considerable 
interest. Within the last year, two 
farmer owned cooperatives have 
been established in Central and 
Eastern Kentucky. For the past 10 
years. Monticello's Cumberland 
Farm Co-op has been serving the 
Lake Cumbertand area. Co-op's 
have been formed so that a group 
of farrngs may bring the produc-
tion from small acreages to one 
central location. After packaging 

'.in large truckload quantities, the 
produce * is • sold to the fresh 
market. Crops grown have been 
mainly green bell peppers, cucum-
bers. plus in Monticello. tomatoes.' 

Farmers participating' in-co-
operatives have found that getting 
a market for their produce is 
difficult. Contracts for fresh mar-
ket are usually determined when ' 

Credit Services headquarters in 
Somerset. Mt. Vernon is one of the 
eight field offices sypervised by 
the Somerset office. These eight 
offices have a combined volume of 
6.358 loans for $151,000,000.

With, large wirSF 
pocket costs, farmers" must have 
an available source of wafer for 
irrigation. One can't depend on 
sporadic rainfall. Well planned 
disease control measures are also 

..essential,'For example, .tomato 

..growers may spray as many'as It> • 
times with fungicides and insecti-
cides. 

Pepper production for the -
processed foods market is consid-
erably different but could benefit 
from the management applied to 
fresh market. During the past 3 
years, droughts lowered produc-
tion for the 83-84 crops. The 85 
crop suffered extensive .damage 
from bacterial leaf spot. 

With tobacco -price supports 
dropping and high lease prices. 

• peppers platwd tinder intense 
management to include irrigation-
and disease control, can generate 
approximately^ the. same net in-
cptne as tobacco' In locations 
which received plants from North 
Carolina last year, an average of 6 
tons per acre produced net profits 
of S600. With close management. 

12̂ 15 tons has been produced per 
acre. 

Producers' main concern for 
the 1986 crop is disease.'Company 
officials have acknowledged this 
problem and plan to do everything • 
possible to supply disease free 
plants. Seeds have been sampled 
from all sources and checked for 
bacterial leaf spot. As a protection-
"that no infected seeds escape the 
check, a seed treatment is applied. 
The transplant growers are being 
worked with closely to assure that 
'their production practices' do" not 
allow for contamination or spread. 

Farmers planning to grow 
peppers will need to plan prevent-
ative spray schedules. Once bac-
terial leaf spot advances to a point 
of moderate leaf drop, the plant 
has been stressed and will take 
extra time to recuperate.instead of 
produce fruit. 

" With cooperatives struggling 
to establish markets and coping 
with the same disease or irrigation 
limitations, producers for the 
processing market can be consid-
ered to have some advantages. A 

'contract with set price can be one 
of those advantages. 

Previous growers, as well as 
new pepper growers, are urged to 
take a serious look at the potential 
for pepper produfctiQii.._ .As men-

• tioned before, many areas,.are-
-Mtuffrfwiii- to. develop new crops 
"stich as we have available. Station 
Manager Kenneth Stewart has

Interested growers should 
contact him in early March 

Conservation 
reserve program 

The 1985 Farm Bill includes a 
Conservation Reserve Program 
which Will, be'implemented in a 
5-year period. It is designed to 
take highly erodable cropland out 
of production.. In order to qualify 
for the program, the land must 
"have been cropped at least two 
years during 1981 1985 and be 

' highly erodable. Highly erodable 
land is considered .to be that in 
land capability class VI. or higher 
or land in class II through V that is 
eroding in excess , of tTOI£5~the 
tolerable rate " of erosion.'" "as 
determined bASCS. There are. 
approximately' 1.8 million acres-
eligible in Kentucky. 

Land that enters the program 

must be placed in a permanent 
vegetative practice (selected by 
the landowner) that reduces the 
soil erosion loss to an acceptable 
limit. The- practice alternatives 
are: 1) introduced, grasses and 
lequmes: 2) native grass and 

legumes: 3) trees and shrubs, 4) 
wildlife habitat; 5) field wind-
breaks. and 6) combinations of two 
or more of the above. 

The committed land will be 
devoted to conservation conse-
quently harvesting, grazing or 

other commercial use of forage is 
NOT allowed. However, hunting 

, rights can be leased. Maintenance 
measures, such as weed control, 
will be required. The area may be 
managed for wildlife habitat and
