Tom Mills, agriculture cxtension
agent, said officials are always con-
cemned about bruccllosis and he pre-
dicteda*‘severe reaction” from farm-
ers 1o the state’s new guidelines.

It is known that the county was
considered a “hot spot” for brucello-
sis at one time, but testing last fall
revealed only a few suspect cattle,
but upon further testing herds were
found to be clean.

It is reported that brucellosis has
showed up in about 17 different
herds over the past five years, and out
of those nine herds were sold off.

Senate Bill 385, which has been
greatly weakened, would still make
needed changes in state’ election
laws. The measure secks Lo increase
penalties for vote fraud and
strengthen enforcement and prose-
cutionof said fraud by enhancing the
authority of election boards, the At-
tomey General and the State Police.
Also, the Registry of Election Fi-
nance would get more investigative
ability.

The chances for gaining major
election reform in 1988 appear to be
‘marginal, but the momentum will not
be quelled for Kentucky cannot af-
ford to be last in voter registration
and turnoutas the 21st century nears.

Inotheraction, House Bill 655 has
been apporved by the Senate Educa-
tion Committce.

House Bill 655 would allow
school districts to request a resurvey
of their building needs so they might
qualify for more money from the
state school facilities construction
commission.

The fat we get from food consists of different types, and they have
different effects on health. Saturated fats, usually solid at room
temperature, have a tendency when consumed in excess to raise
choles!erol Ievels in the blood. Pnlynwturaled fats, on the other

cancer and may interfere with our immune system. The third type of

There seems to be a common misconception that a given food
contains just one type of fat: for example, that butter is saturated, corn
oil is polyunsaturated and olive oil is monounsaturated.

When the insect
becomes stuck on a tentacle, other
leaves bendoverit, trapping it behind
a cage of tentacles. The enzymes
slowly start dissolving the insect’s
body, absorbing its fluid into the

In fire related accidents there are 8
principal causes of death. Five of
them involve inhalation of carbon
monoxide, irritant gases, other toxic
gases, and asphyxiation from lack of
oxygen.

1 the gold speculators of the 19th
century had known about the natural
resource that Rockcastle County has
to offer perhaps they would not have
traveled all the way to California to
pan for gold.

It isn't gold or oil but another re-
source that could actually be of more
benefit to Rockcastle County. It's
clean-burning, cheap, efficient, and
according toGeorge L. Hunt, there is
plenty of it.

Itis natural gas, and Tuesday [ gm.

aclose-up look and a short history of
Leo's, as most people refer to him,
gas wells that have been drilled so
far.

Leo is quite realistic about the
entire project. “People have belittled
what T am trying to do. They have
made fun of me, but it docsn’t mat-
ter.” he said. “The gas is here and we
are ready and willing to serve the
people of this county.”

Hunt said, as he was leaning over
yet another gas well, he and Barrett
Oil and Gas cmployees had just
brought in only moments before.

Probably Leo’s most productive
well so far is his first.

On his 'sister Nancy's property,
just off the old Brodhead-Mount
Vemon road, Leo has a commercial
natural gas well that has been tested.
‘The B.T-U-is high-and according to
Leo it has the capacity to provide
300,000 cubic feet of gas a day.

“Itcould be a great cost savings (0
many, people in this county, he
noted.” It could help attract more
industry which could create new jobs
and it is considered as safe as elec-
tric”.

According to most experts
300,000 cubic fect of gas per day is
far more than cnough to supply the
entire city of Mount Vernon as well
as the Rockeastle Industrial Park.

Unlike Jed Clampeit of Beverly
Hillbillies fame, who supposcdly
struck oil with one shot of his rifle,
Leo has spent over 40 years studying
the land. He has madc over 100 trips
to ‘Frankfort to look at geological
surveys of natural gas lands.

Leo ‘]las encountered many ob-
stacles'in his efforts 1o bring natural
gas to Mount Vernon. Mostly be-

told me that there was “enough natu-
ral gas in this gas structure to supply
the county for 100 years.” )

The last well had been broughtin at
only 250 feet. It was his fifth com-
mercial well. When a gas well is
listed as commercial this means the
B.T.U. content is high enough to
warrant its usc.

“The beauty about natural gas isits
cost,”he remarked. “It is much
cheaper than any other form of en-
ergy.”

According to Leo it takes about 11
gallons of LP gas to equal 1,000
cubic feet of natural gas. Early esti-
mates are that natural gas cost
about $3.25 per 1,000 cubic fect.

Although Lco has been ap-
proached by several gas companies
about his product he says that he is
somewhat leary of their intentions.

“You have to be careful about who
you deal with in these situations,” he
continued. “Some companics may
simply want to use the gas for re-
serves and just sit on it and not de-
velop it for our county.”

Of course if he so desired Leo
could scll his gas, sit back and reap
the benefits.

But, Leo says that he has a genuine
desire to provide the people in this
county with something much
needed, something that will help at-
tract industry, something that can
save folks some money.

Leo has reccived some encourage-
ment from a skeptical Mount Vémon
City Council. Mayor Elizabeth
Baker told Leo that the city is not
financially able to install gas lines at,
the present time. But she has said that
she was sure natural gas would be
very beneficial to the city.

At the last meeting of the council
when Leo presented the council
members and Mrs. Baker with sev-
eral letters from local businesses, the
Mayor told Leo that she did not see
any greatamount of money available
in the near future for the project, but
to keep the council informed.

In addition, several residents have
voiced opposition (o the city being
dugup to put in the lines. Others say,
it sure seems a small price to pay for
the benefits that it would provide.

Farmers can estimate if grazing
cattle this summer will be profitable
by knowing how much it will cost
them to raise the animal and how
much they expect to sell the animal
for, he said.

“Profit is not simply a matter of
getting the highest average daily
gains on the cattle. What's important
is how much you have to pay foreach
pound of gain,” the economist said.

The major cost in a grazing pro-
gram is the cost of pasture, including
land, fence, sced, equipment and
Iabor. However, he said, most farm-

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ers consider only their
out-of-pocket costs.

Farmers need to consider all costs
involved in producing cach pound of
meatif they are to geta truc picture of
whether summer grazing will be
profitable this year, he said.

““Our estimates are that it costs the
farmer $57 for cach calf he grazes
during the summer, which includes
$9 for veterinary costs, $5 forbuying
fees, $3 on trucking, $23 interest on
money borrowed to buy the animal,
$8 to cover death losses and $9 for
pasturc mai " he said.

If the farmer is to break even, he
has to add enough pounds to the calf
to cover that $57, Meyer said. With
some grazing systems, especially
those using poor quality pasture, that
may be difficull. ".

To calculate how much it will cost. -
him per pound, a farmer can add the
cost for the calf to the cost of grazing
the ca (an average of $57) and
divide that by the expected weight of
the calf at the end of the grazing
season.

““That pricc per pound represents
the farmer's break even point. If
prices next fall arc Iess than that, he
will losc money. If prices are above,
he can show a profit,” Meyer said.

Alfalfa Insect

An inscct that in recent years has
caused substantial hardship to Ken-
tucky alfalfa producers will be
emerging soon from cggs laid in
ficlds last fall, predicts a University
of Kenwcky Extension entomolo-
gist.

“We know considerably more
about the alfalfa weevil than we did.
‘We now know when farmers should
start scouting their ficlds for the
pesky insect,” said Chris Chris-
tensen, UK entomologist.

Entomologists, scientists who
study the life cycles of insects, know
thatalfalfa weevil eggs will not hatch
unless that have been exposed to a
certain amount of warmth, Chris-
tensen said. :

Entomologists predict the carliesi ~

time that the insects will emerge by
calculating the number of degrec
days, an index of warmth, that has
accumulated from Jan. 1. The egge
won't hatch until 190 degree days
have accumulated, he said.

“We've accumulated from 50 tc
100 degree days as of March 7, de-
pending on where in the state the
fields are located,” said Tom Priddy,
University of Kentucky Extension
meteorologist.

Some of the locations and their
degree-day accumulations include:
Paducah (84); Louisville ({63);
Lexington (60); Covington (43);
Jackson (103); and Huntington
(7).

So far this year, Priddy said, the
degree day accumulations are
slightly ahead of last year's.

Mt. Vemon Plastic’s com-
munity service is demonstrated by
providing their employees paid re-
lease time to donate, chairpersons
time to organize and by providing the
site.

To get three lambings in two years
now is not impossible, but it is diffi-
cult, he said. To do that, the lamb
must be weened at 60 days or less,
and the ewe must be rebred within
two 16-day heat cycles. That's ideal,
but not always easy 1o achieve. It
does require more intensive manage-
mentL

With a ewe pregnant for five
months, if her lamb can be weened at
60days, and then she can be rebred in
amonth, that’satotal of eight months
which allows the three breedings
over a 24-month span.

“Ifeel confident we should be able
to achieve this on a more regular
basis by the year 2,000,” Chappgll
said.

“But cven if the average grower
doesn’t do that, if he does just half
that well, you're looking at profita-
bility.”

Telephoning to
Social Security
office is best idea

The reason is that
most Social Security business can
be taken care of by telephone,
Bob Anderson, Social Security
Manager in Richmond, said
recently.

Unless the person’s business is -

urgent, it is best to call after the
middle of the month and later in
the week. Inquiries can be handl-
ed more quickly then, Anderson
said.

Even if a person needs to visit
the office, it is a good idea to call
for an appointment. This can
help shorten waiting time.

Examples of the business that
can be handled by phone include:

Applying for Social Security
benefits. A claim can be started
by phone and completed by mail;
applying for Medicare; changing
name and address in Social
Security records; reporting a
change in marital status; repor-
ting stopping or starting work or
to report any other event that can
have an effect on benefits; repor-
ting a lost or stolen check or
delayed payment; getting help in
completing a Medicare form; ar-
ranging for direct deposit of
checks; getting a benefit estimate;
requesting a statement of earn-
ings; getting help in requesting a
review of a claim detision.

Big bull sale set for
April 2 at stockyards

Three years ago, Joe Burton of
Pulaski County bought a herd bull
from the Central Bull Test Station
Sale. Now, the son of that bull is
gaining weight faster than any of the
other 100 bulls currently on the same
test.

“That shows that quality produces
quality:, said Carla Nichols, Univer-
sity of Kentucky Extension animal
scientist who coordinates the UK
bull testing program.

Using a tested bull will increase
calf weaning weights at least 20
pounds over using “just a bull”,

Beef producers who want (o pro-
duce bigger, better doing calves and
make more money from their opera-
tions should consider buying one of
the bulls offered through UK's bull
testing programs.

Beef producers will have a large
selection of bulls to choose from
April 2, when about 70 bulls tested at
the Central Bull Testing Station at
Eden Shale will be sold at the Blue-
grass #2 stockyards in Lexington.
‘The sale beginsat 12 noon local time.

‘There will be bulls representing 10
breeds sold at the sale: Angus, Cha-
rolais, Chianina; Chiangus, Li-
mousin, Polled Hercford, Simmen-
tal, Shorthomn, Santa Gertrudis and
Salers.

Each of these bulls will have been
on test for 140 days and all were bom
between January 15 and April 15 last
year. As with the bulls that were sold

atHopkinsville, the Eden Shale bulls
have complete performance records
for the buyer to consider.

Last year, the average price for one
«of the Eden Shale bulls was $1,600
with the range from $900 to $3000.

Sale is sponsored by the Univer-
sity of Kentucky Cooperative Exten-
sion Service and the Kentucky Beef
Cattle Association.

Con n of Beef
Cows is critical at
Calving!

Because of hay and pasture
shortages last fall, many Ken-
tucky cows are now too thin at
the start of this calving season.

Concerned farmers will begin a
supplemental feeding program to
enable their cows to calve easier
and to be rebred earlier.

The flesh condition of spring
calving cows, both before and
after calves are born, is a definite
indicator of the cows' ability to
produce milk and their capability
to be quickly rebred. To be pro-
fitable in the beef business, cows
should be rebred so that calving
occurs every 365 days.

Cows in good condition with
ample stores of body fat will
return to cycling earlier after they
calve. Earlier rebreeding keeps
them on a profitable one calf per
year system.

The gestation period of cattle is
about 282 days which means a
cow must cycle and rebreed
within 83 days following calving.
Normally, for cows in good con-

dition and which did not have
problems at calving, cycling oc-
curs 50 to 60 days after the calf is
born. This allows for a four or
five week period to be-rebred.

However, cows which are thin at
calving will take longer to breed,
or they may not rebreed at all in a
60 10 90 day exposure to the bull.

Although it is impractical 1o
weigh cows close to calving, a
simple visual inspection can be
effective to  detect relative
fatness. By recognizing dif-
ferences in body condition, one
can plan a supplemental (ceding
program 5o that cows are main-

“Milk production

holding steady

Kentucky's milk production
level has been steady, averaging
up to 2.3 billion pounds annual-
ly, said Robert Beck, marketing
economist with the University of
Kentucky College of Agriculture.

That's still a lot of milk for the
state to produce. For example, a
gallon weighs 8.6 pounds. In
other words, that 2.3 billion
pounds could convert to
267,441,860 gallons of milk.

Another way of putting imis
that much would amount to more
than 18,000 glasses of milk for
every man, woman and child in
Kentucky.

Why is so much milk being
produced, both locally and na-
tionwide, despite fewer numbers
of milk cows?

“‘The increase in milk production
per cow is due to genetic im-
provements in breeding, better

management practices, and
cheaper feed which enables
dairymen to increase feed
allowances per cow,’ said Beck.

Fortunately, the people in Ken-
tucky don't have to try to con-
sume all those 18,000 glasses of
milk per person. Milk and dairy
products are exported to nearby
states.

“Milk consumption has in-"

creased in the sun-belt states, and
KentucRy is right on the northern
edge of this rapidly expanding
market," Beck said. **Therefore,
the state can export its surplus
milk to this region,” Beck said.

The Kentucky dairy industry
has, to a large extent, benefited
from its location, he said, and it
is projected to continue 1o do so
in the future.

everything known to mafi will
burn or break down at this level.
Acetylene is also unstable. It
breaks down when ignited at
pressure above 15 psi to form ex-
plosive mistures.

Sowing and Reaping

Spring is the time that farmers and gardeners prepare the soil
and plant the seed. The law of sowing and reaping is one of the oldest
laws announced in the Bible (Geri. 1:12; Mat. 13:24-30). This is a
universal law. It functions in natural realms (Gen. 1:12); it works in
moral realms, and among individuals (Gal. 6:7-8).

A seed will produce only AFTER ITS KIND. God said, "Let
the carth put forth vegetation, plants yielding seed, and fruit trees
bearing fruit in which their sced each accordmg 1o its kind, upon the
earth” (Gen. 1:11-12).

This natural law is paralleled by a spiritual law. In the parable
of the Sower, Jesus stated, "The seed is the word of God” (Lk. 8:11). The |
soil is the human heart. The good ground is the honest and good heart
that receives the Word of God with joy and bears fruit with patience.

‘This spiritual law will remain. Aslong as the seed remains the
same and the soil remains the same. The Word of God will make a
Christian in the 20th century just as it did in the first. It will only make
a Christian and nothing else. It will not make a Hindu. It will not make
various brands of "Christians." It will not make "Baptist Christians" or
"Methodist Christians.” If something of this sort exists, it docs so
because something other than or in addition to the Word of God has
been planted.

The final harvest will be in the last dny (Matt. 13:39). What
will YOUR harvest be? Do not be deceived. God is not mocked;
whatever aman sows that shall he also reap. This is true in the physical,
moral and spiritual realms. You will reap what you sow (Ga. 6:7-8). The
function of a teacher is to plant the right seed in the human heart.
Another teacher may water the plant but it is God who gives life and
makes the plant grow. Friend, what has been sown in your heart?
