A recent civil suit between a local

. constable, a former state trooper and

a former candidate for county judge/

executive was held in Rockcastle
Circuit Court recently.

The four day trial, which was
spurred by an automobile accident in
February of 1986 ended with a local
jury awarding no money for the
plaintiff, Constable Randall Stevens.

‘The third district constable filed the
suit against former Kentucky State
Police Trooper Darrell Preslcy and
Leonard "Roge” Hammond, of
Maretburg, a former candidate for
County Judge/Executive.

Stevens sued both men for medical
expenscs, lost wages, mental and
physical suffering and permanent
impairment of his power to cam
money.

According to court records the jury
found that Presley was 95 percent at
fault for the accident and that Ham-
mond was 5.percent at fault.

Stevens, who was a passenger in
Presley's cruiser was injured as well
as Presley and Hammonds.

According to a report filed by KSP
Sgt. David BiggerstofT of London,
Hammonds apparcntly ran a stop
signwhiletumning leftoffoldKy. 461
ontoU.S. 150. Hammond's truck was
struck broadside by Presley's cruiser,
which was traveling at a high rate of
speed with no emergency lights in
use.

Both the cruiser and Hammonds
truck were totaled.

A the time of the accident Ham-
monds was charged with driving
under the influence of alcohol, fail-
ure to stop at a stop sign, and failure
10 yield the right-of-way.

He was found guilty in Rockcastle
District Court of D.U.I last Decem-
ber 1.

That case has been appealed to
Circuit Court.

The wreck involving Presley and
Hammond was Presley's third acci-
dentina trooper'scar. He is no longer
with the Kentucky State Police.

Million dollar county budget

A tentative 1988-89 county budget
totalling $1,097,800 will be pre-
sented for review and passage by the
Rockeastle Fiscal Court, probably at
its June meeting. ’

The public will have an opportu-
nity to review the budget before final
passage at a public hearing at 3 p.m.
May 24, at the courthouse, and the
public may submit written or oral
comments on the proposed usage of
county road aid and local govemn-
ment economic funds as it relates to
the county’s entire budget.

The 1988-89 budget is $312,611
less than last year primarily because
$387,085 was budgeted last year for
a loan to Mt. Vemon Plastics. The
county will receive $35,000 during
the coming fiscal year from interest
and principal from the loan.

The money loaned to the plastic
factory came from a Community
Development Block Grant to the
county and was listed in the, budget
last year and allocated officially.

The 1988-89 road fund is esti-
mated at $650,000.up from $561,400

last year, duc to increascs in the gas
tax"and other funds allocated to the
county.

The ja budget totals $152,800, up
from $119,788 budgeted last year.
The increase is due to the addition of
costs for keeping prisoncrs from
other counties that must be budgeted
for the first time this year. The basic
jail budget is about the same as the
previous year.

The local government assistance

fund (coal and minerals) totals
$64,000 down from $85,706 last

year.

The general fund allocation totals
$196,000 down from $268,432 last
year. The decrease is reflected in a
$68,000 jail grant to the county that

was budgeted last year.

To repeat, the budget figures are
tentative and await final approval by
both the state and fiscal court.

Why Teach
"Just One Church?"

Sometimes people ask, "Why does the church of Christ teach
thereisjustonechurch?'Itis well to first point out that, in the
strictest sense of the word, the church of Christ does not teach
this, or anything else! That is, the church does not ORIGI-
NATE TEACHING, or decide what shall be taught. The
church teaches by "SOUNDING OUT THE WORD OF THE
LORD" (I Thess. 1:8).

For this reason, members of the church are heard expound-
ing the doctrine of ONE CHURCH (Col. 1:18)---it is the
"WORD OF THE LORD." We are only His messengers - telling
the world what He says is His word (Matt. 28:19-20). Let us
see if this is correct:

(1) THE LORD PROMISED TO BUILD BUT ONE
CHURCH: "Upon this rock I will build my CHURCH" (singu-
lar - Matt. 16:18). If there is more than one church, He would
have said "churches.”

(2) HE BUILT BUT ONE BODY: The body is the church
(Col. 1:18); the church is the body (Eph. 1:22-23). There is one
body (Eph. 4:4). There is BUT one body (I Cor. 12:13, 20).
Therefore there is only ONE CHURCH. How can anyone read
such clear language then say there is more than one church?

(1) It says that hundreds of religious bodies bearing DIS-
TINCTIVE NAMES, DOCTRINES AND PRACTICES consti-
tute one bedy! I know it is not so, and I know that you know
that I'know it is not so! These hundreds of religious bodies no
more make ONE BODY than Israel and Arabia make ONE
NATION! . g

(2) It would mean tha t one must be a member of oné of the
denominations to be saved.
