"Pot" vs tobacco in profit ballgame

Lawenforcementofficials say there
is simply too much money involved
to keep some from being tempted to
grow marijuana.

‘The moncy, or the chance to make
money --all frec and untaxed -- is so
great that growers arc finding new
ways regularly to hide their crops.

‘The marijuana plants can be found
in national forests, along creeks, on
the tops of mountains, between rows
of "legal” crops such as corn or lo-
bacco, in gardens, cultivated indoors
in special planters, and just about
anywhere clse the inventive mind
can find:

The past two summers, stalc Lroop-
crs, Drug Enforcoment Agency per-

Linen Can Last a Long
Time

Linen is a favorilc summertime
fabric, which has enjoyed a come-
back in recent years, but take special
carc dealing with it.

‘When buyinga linen or linen look-
alike garnient, it'simportant tocheck
the label carefully for specific rec-
ommendations.

‘True linen is made from flax fiber,
which is washable. However, unless
the fabric has been pre-shrunk by the
manufacturers, shrinkage is likely o
oceur,

If there is a spill or stain on the
[abric, blotupany excossesasquickly
as possible. Be carcful not to rub the
stain. Launder or dry clcan as soon as
possible. .

Other tips when caring for lincn:

*When the, garment carc label rec-
ommends dry clean, it's best to dry
clean.

*To frcshen a lincn garment, press
or irorrwith a spray mist of- waler or
a damp press'cloth. Usc a high iem-
‘perature linen sciting on your iron.
