Thomas Wade Watkins was given

a life sentence for killing Stanford
Police officer Gary Kidwelland three
20 year sentences for kidnapping three
people as he made his escape.

But court -observers think that
regardless of the sentences, Watkins,
34, will be eligible for parole in 12
years.

*  Watkins, whose sentence on the
manslaughter conviction was com-
pounded by his prior prison record,
would be eligible for parole at about
45, since he already has been jailed
13 inonths since the shooting.

“Thie jury that decided the case in

Nicholasville last week found Wat-
kins guilty of first degree manslaugh-
ter, which normally carries a penalty.
of 1010 20 years in prison. They also
found him guilty of kidnapping three
people as he fled the scene of the
shooting, each count ofwhich carried
a possible life sentence.

During the sentencing phase of
the trial, Watkins' previous convic-
tions and prison sentences were pre-
sented asevidence that Watkins could
be considered a persistent felon,
which increases the possible prison
terms.

The jury was also told about pa-
role possibiliities and that with a life
sentence; Watkins would be paroled
after 12 years.

Final sentenciag of Watkins will
beheldnextmonth with CircuitJudge
Robert J, Jackson ordering Watkins
to prison.

Jackson said that state statutes
make it a moot issue whether to run
the sentences on manslaughter con-
secutively (one after the other ) or
concurrently.
