Shortly after the nitrate got into
thecreck, testsat the Livingston water
plant indicated that the water was
contaminated to the point that it was
notsafe to drink, according to Asher,
who called in two National Guard
units to helpinform Livingston water
users that the water was unsafe.

taught that lolcmmg discomfort or
aggravation is onthinkable, that one
must instantly find a way to feel bet-
ter. Is it a wonder then that children
accept the "feel better” attraction of a
Budweiser so readily?

An altemative to the above is.to
reassure the child that it is normal to

*feel bad sometimes and encourage

him to wait and see if a little water or
rest will solve the problem. Physical
and emotional hurts generally heal
themsglves, given time, and valuable
lessons are leamed in this natural
process. A few minutes playing a
game with the child, or even a few
cheerful words or hugs can be more
gratifying or pacifying than some-
thing popped in the mouth. Creative
solution of problems can be learned.

Caffeine is a drug. It is in' pop.
‘While it is a mild drug, it does affect
achild's ability to concentrate. Actu-
ally, in certain hyperactivity disor-
ders, caffeine is sometimes pre-
scribed. because it paradoxically
calms down some children. Never-
theless, ahealthychild will be health-
ier drinking milk, or juice, or water.
‘Whenachild seemstocrave pop, itis
a sign that he may be addicted to the
caffeine in it. Withdrawal from- this
addiction is relatively easy, usually
the only side effect is a mild head-

- ache and even this discomfort can be

avoided by a gradual weaning proc-
ess. A little pop in-a glass of juice
gives the sparkle kids like. There is
absolutely no food value but calories
in a can of pop and it also contains
sugar, other sweeteners, and food
coloring, all of whichhave been found
to affect some children's behavior
adversely. Is it possible that when
pop is perceived as a common child-
hood drink, that tion to some-
thing stronger might be"considered
"adult"? Pop should be a treat, not a
staple ina child's diet.

In the typical kmdcrpmcn 10 sec-
ond grade classroom in Rockcastle
County, between two and six little
boys claim to be regular users of
chewing tgbacco. That is maybe 15
percent of our little children who
have been introduced to an overtly
poisonous drug, and the most addic-
tive drug (equal to heroin and co-
caine in addictiveness) by their lov-
ing fathers. Besides the addictive
nicotine and hazardous tars, tobacco
smoke contains cyanide, arsenic,
carbonmonoxide and formaldehyde.
Ttishard o justify a responsible adult
giving these poisons 10 an innocent
child. Once hooked on nicotine in

.any form, progression to other addic-

tive drugs is far more likely to occur.
Death from tobacco smoking far
exceeds death by AIDS, car and air-
plane accidents, fire, murder and
suicide combined, but far more par-
ents fear these things for their child.
Just because the hazards of smokmg

slower and more subtle is no
excuse o be fooled into ignoring the
statistics.

‘The war on drugs begins at home.
Some long-standing lifestyles and
habits in our homes and schools may
need to be examined and changed,
and this is difficult. But if we expect
our children fiot to try 1o solve their
problems and achieve pleasure the
casy way, then we as parents must not
practice easy shortcuts-in raising
them, Oral gratification in the form
of effective verbal communication
with‘your child is far more valid than
feeding in 1o a lifelong quest for oral
