"Assisted living provides services 
to help people remain independent 
fora longcrtime than what they could 
on their own," she said.

"They can comc from anywhere

Fiscal Court says "No" 
to $163,000 CB&S bill

A change order totalling $163,115 
from CB&S Construction to pay a 
subcontractor for drilling at the Jus-
tice Annex at the courthouse was re-
jected by the Rockcastle Fiscal Court 
Monday. 

Koker Drilling Comapny said 
"Unforeseen" drilling at the site ex-
ceeded the unit price and asked to be 
reimbursed. 

The court agreed some restitution 
probably should be made, but not the 
amount stated by Koker. Architect 
Garland Vanhook suggested S15,000. 

The Department of Transportation 
and development have reported tour-
ism figures for 1991 through May 
1992, as reported by Glynnis Miller.

Personal development courses 
include piano, guitar, banjo, mando-
lin and songwriting lessons, as well 
as classcs in faux wall finishes, cake 
decorating, marbclizing. jewelry 
casting, canning fruits and vegetables, 
German wine tasting, planting flow-
ers, improving self-image and "Chil-
dren and Death." 

AT least one of those interests 
Sadler. 

"I think canning is a lost art/ she 
said. "I don't know how todoit myself, 
so I might take one of those classcs." 

Finance and business courses fo-
cus on grammar skills, German for 
travelers, bookkeeping, writing news 
releascsand skills for the Outstanding 

assistant, as well as how to host a 
murder. But more about that later. 

In adult fitness and sports, courses 
are offered in adult beginning swim-
ming and water exercise, adult ten-
nis, tai chi chuan, beginning goft, 
country dancing and Body recall. 

Sadler said the "College for Kids" 
workshops forpre-readersand young 
readers will help children view read-
ing and writing as an exciting tool for 
learning, and match the techniques 
and goals expressed in the Kentucky 
Education Reform Act (KERA). The 
instructor for both workshops is Dr. 
JoAnna Dickey, president of the 
Kentucky Stale Council of the Inter-
national Reading Association. 

Over 300 children learn to swim 
each summer through EKlTs sum-
mer swim program, Sadler said, at-
tributing the program's success to 
"qualified, experienced instructors 
who have years of teaching experi-
ence," including Model Laboratory 
School and Arlington coach Dan 
Lichty, Joan Hopkins, who has taught 
swimming for 18 years; and Sarah 
Biddy, a physical education teacher 
at Sayre High School in Lexington. 

Swimming classes are available at 
all times of the day and evening at 
several age and ability levels: Tiny 
Tots (ages 1-3), Polliwogs (ages 4-
5), Beginning (6-and-older), Ad-
vanced Beginning (6-and-older) and 
Intermediate (6-and-older).

In addition, 
students may establish eligibility for 
ihc Federal Government Pell Gram 
Program or for financial aid available 
through some Kentucky colleges. 

CAP funds are limited and those 
who apply early - by April 1 for the 
1993-94 acadcmic year - will have 
the best chance of receiving funds. 

This year's CAP Grant award 
"amount fora full-time siudcnt is $700 
per acadcmic year, which will fully 
pay tuition at a community college, 
and S30 per semester hour for a stu-
dent enrolled at least half time.

Parrett and 
other EKU student-tutors cared 
enough to solicit money from Mt.

EKU's Destination Graduation 
program, launched in Rockcastle 
County fouryearsago, targeft mainly 
high school freshmen and sopho-
mores identified as "at risk" of drop-
ping out of school. Besides the ongo-
ing school-year tutoring program, 
which matches high school students 
with EKU students from their own 
county, a rigorous summer program 
combines traditional academics with 
a wide variety of off-campus enrich-
ment opportunities. 

According to RCHS guidance 
counselor Dale Whitaker, Destina-
tion Graduation showed Bunch "what 
hard work could do and that he was 
able to do the work. The tutors were 
good role models." 

The money for the scholarship 
came sort of by accident. The tutors 
fanned out into the community to 

simply ask community merchants to 
provide prizes to be used in a pro-
gram under way, "but we ended up 
getting much more than #e thought 
we would. The community was very 
generous." 

But few are more excited about the 
program's possibilities than the Rock-
castle tutors themselves: Parrett. Mark 
Brumett, Bruce Blanton, Angela 
Bussell and Paulita Thomason. 

"I run into the students all the time," 
said Parrett, "and they'll run up and 
say they've improved a tot. I've tried 
to explain to them that everybody has 
strengths and weaknesses and if they 
just work on their weaknesses, they'll 
overcome them. 

" It's a wonderful feeling to see how 
happy they are. They see now that 
education is important." * 

The Destination Graduation pro-
gram expanded in 1990 to Estill 
County and will begiji in Jackson 
County this fall. It is funded through 
the Council on Higher Education to 
serve at-risk high school students in 
the area with monies provided by the 
BellSouth Foundation and the fed-
eral School, College and University 
Partnership Program. 

The majority of the summer school 
funding is provided by the school 
systems through the Kentucky Edu-
caiton Reform Act 

The program's coordinator at EKU 
is Nancy Thames.

tion approved the schematic draw-
ings for the new $7.7 million Rock-
castle County High School which is 
set to be completed by the summer of 
1994. 

Board members and Superinten-
dent Bige W. Towery had their ques-
tions answered during the special 
called meeting. 

The architect for the high school. 
Johnson Romanowiz, presented the 
plan to the board saying that it was 
not final and would be refined and 
examined further as the project pro-
gresses. 

They presented a site plan for the 
school, which is off Highway 461 on 
a sixty-plus acre site. 

The plan included sports facili-
ties, but those will not be finished 
along with the school and are called 
for after the school is built. 

The playing fields will be graded 
and prepared, then later, when the 
budget allows, they will be completed. 

There will be only one exit and 
entry to the school, which, according , 
to the architects, will make it easier to 
gel by the state highway department. 

Bus and car traffic will be sepa-
rated and there will be a number of 
entrances into

In I Pet 2:5, we read Yealso, as lively stones, arc built up a spiritual 

house, an holy priesthood, to offer up spiritual sacrifices, acceptable to 
God by Jesus Christ."

These "priests" wear 
special robes and garments, have gone to special schools and seminaries, 
wear religious titles like "Reverend;" which people must come through 
to worship and receive blessings fromGod. This whole concept is 
wrong! 

Actually all believers are priests unto God as 1 Pel. 2:5 and vs. 9 
teaches. Also Rev. 1:6, and Rev. 5:9-10 point out the same fact thai 
every converted person in the world is a priest unto God. What a sharp 
contrast with human doctrines and the irditions of men. How sad it is 
that so many in the world are deceived in these matters. 

Priests of the N.T. order are Holy and Royal as I Pet. 2:5,9 says. Holy 
because they have been sanctified or set apart in Service to God. In the 
spiritual house of God the saints offer up spiritual sacrifices unto God. 
These priests are separate from the world of sin and uncleanness as II 
Cor. 6:14-7:1 teaches. They are Royal because these priests arc fol lowing 
the Royal law, Jm. 2:8. We sit together in hcavcnly"places in Christ 
Jesus. Eph. 2:6. 

Just as the priests of the O.T. offered gifts and sacrifices (Hcbs. 9:6), 
even so N.T. priests, offer spiritual sacrifices. "By him therefore, let us 
offer the sacrifice of praise to God continually, that is, the fruit of our 
lips giving thanks to his name. But to do good aflfrto communicate 
forget not for with such sacrifices God is well pleased." Hcbs. 13:15,16.

The rainy weather has had most of 
us a little down over the past week or 
so. This includes the kids, newly re-
leased from school with visions o f 
the freedom to frolic in the summer 
sunshine. 

But instead, they are in the house. 
Some houses have several o f them in 
there. Restless, champing at the bit to 
get out, irritable with each other and 
with you, making a mess, and bored. 
Parents have several choices under 
these circumstances: 1) escape. . 
.either by finding an excuse to liter-
ally leave the house, or by pulling 
down that invisible curtain that helps 
you ignore the whole scene, and let-
ting them fend for themselves; 2) 

'yel l ing, nagging, pleading, giving 
orders, threatening, making useless 
suggestions that usually begin with, 
"Why don't y o u . . 3 ) placating the 
kids with treats (bribery!) like trips to 
the movies, pizza, new toyg, playing 
games and reading stories: or 4) 
having a pre-conceived "strategy for 
making shut-in days a pleasure. 

A little of each of theabove choices 
is healthy. Parents do need to have an 
escape plan that wi l l allow them to 
find space in each day for their re-
sponsibilities and pleasure for peace 
of mind. Parents do need to maintain 
discipline (though yelling and cajol-
ing are pretty ineffective ways to do 
it). Parents should incorporate treats 
into their dealings with the irk ids: but 
beware of basing your relationship 
on what you do for them as this wi l l • 
encourage demanding self-centered-

Of course choice (4) is the "right" 
answer: but what docs it mean? Pre-
conceived means that you have to do 
a little advance planning and think-
ing. Noone would expect a teacher to 
walk into the classroom and "wing 
it," and a parent cannot be expected 
toeither. There are so many variables 
in planning, that it is difficult to get 
too specific. Each parent must take 
into account-the age and numbers of 
children, their interests, the personal-
ity and skill of the parent, the natyfe---
o f the home, and so forth. But here 
are some ideas to get you thinking. 

The major principle and secret to 
success is to think of a project or 
activity that is reserved and kept" 
special only for rainy days. Sugges-
tions: children producea play or show 
(complete with cos' tmes, scenery, 
musical backup, or whatever) to be 
performed, say after dinner; children 
might make cards, scrapbooks, photo 

collagcs, or create their own cartoon 
story to send to a relative or fiend 
they seldom sec; older children may 
experiment with a complex cooking 
project such as bread-making, or an 
exotic dinner menu they find in a 
magazine (this may includc a trip to 
the store to buy special ingredients); 
children may have special tools or 
equipment they can only use on rainy 
days; My sister and 1 had a card table 
with such items as old pattern books 
for cutting paper dolls, scrapbooks, 
colored tissue paper and glue. They 
were covered until the raindrops 
started to fall, and I can remember 
looking up hopefully as thcafiernoon 
sky in Washington clouded over and 
lightening flashed in the distance so 
we could get to our treasures. Any 
table with a sheet draped over it can 
become an inviting rainy day cavern. 
Kids wi l l outfit this space with a safe 
light source, probably pillows and 
blankets, favorite books or dolls or 
whatever, we used to like to call Ours 
a "jail" and live out some fantasies in 
our self-imposed prison, pretending 
we couldn't escape and/or tak ing turns 
being the warden. 

The "parents'job is to develop some 
objectives with the children to get 
them enthused. For example they 
might read a story that could be acted 
out (possibly a trip to the library 
could be pari of this process), or set 
up a box or corner for the activity. 
Once they have provided some stimu-
lating ideas, materials and informa-, 
tion parents can step back and let 
children's lively imaginations carry 
them along. Parents can be around 
for support and encouragement, but 
if they lay some solid groundwork, 
thcytan count on peace. 

Younger children, ofccpurse. need 
more input from their parents; older 
children are usually happier if they 
are trusted to do their own thing, 
perhaps with a friend if there is not a 
sibling to dd it with. 

Acting, [instead of re-acting is 
always a good policy. Preventing 
boredom and irritability works better 
all the way around than to try to break 
throughihe clouds once they have
