‘Rockcastle included in plan for

regional incinerator at Corbin

With landfill space becoming
scarcer and more expensive, a Lex-
ington company want to build a re-
gional incinerator in Corbin to burn
trash,

Italso would recycle some trash on
the way to the incinerator and pro-
duce stcam and electricity from what
is burned.

The plan for what is being called a

"recycle/waste to encrgy plant” will
be presented today to the environ-
mental commitiee of the Cumber-
land Valley Arca Development Dis-
trict. Rocvkeastle is in the 8 county
arca.

‘The 230,000 people who live in the
cight counties covered by the district
produce 450 tons of trash a day. The
incinerator would burn up to 500 tons
aday.

Sam Johnson of Johnson Manage-
menf, which is proposing to build the
incinerator, said the plant would need
tocollect trash from a wide arca to be
feasible.

Johnson and a partner, Robert
Mclntyre, have-been meeting with

Young said it was improperly built
and the city is suing the French com-
pany that built it.

Despite his town's problems,
Young said he still thinks a properly
built trash incinerator is a good idea

And Johnson said the "dirty old in-
cincrator most people think about” is
notthe high-tech planthehasinmind.

The $20 million incincrator he is
proposing wouldbe designed Euthen-
ergy Systems, Inc., which has exten-

siveexperience in building and oper-
ating incincrators.

The incinerator would be built in
the Corbin/Tri-County Industrial
Park, onc mile cast of Corbin.

It would help auract other tenants
to the park, which is empty, Johnson
said. It might, for cxample, atiract a
company that would melt recycled
aluminum cans into ingots for ship-
ping or a food-processing plant that
needs steam.

Electricity not used by other ten-
ants of the industrial park would be
sold to East Kentucky Power Col.,
Johnson said.

The ash from burning would goto
a regular landfill, he said.

Cleland Thorpe, a member of the
Corbin City Commission and the
Whitley County Solid Waste Advi-
sory Board, said he has questions
about whether pollutants would be in
that ash (Cont. to B9)

She and other cnvironmentalists
were to meet with company officials
in Corbin last night.

Similar proposals have run into
stiff opposition across the country.

Opponcents say thateven when they
mect air quality standards, incincra-
tors put out cancer-causing pollut-
ants that accumulate in the environ-
ment. Proponents say it is better o
burn trash than bury it in a landfills
that may cventully leak, causing
worse environmental problesm.

The New York Times, in survey-
ing thésituation, noted that "Because
incincrators have become so unpopu-
lar, few politicians will propose
them.”

The unwillingness to approve in-
cincrators has cven spawned a new
acronym --NIMTOO -- Not in MY
term Of Office.

There are 176 municipal trash in-
cineratorsoperating in the U.S., Can-
adaand PuertoRico, according to the
Solid Waste- Information Clearing
Housc in Washington, D.C. Few new
ones are being approved.

There were two trash inginerators
inKentucky, butboth ha utdown,

An incinerator in Louisville oper-
ated from 1957 until last year, when
air pollution standards got stricter.

A much smaller one in Franklin in
Western Kentucky operated for only
six months in the mid-1980s before
shutting down.
