Todays bridges, with their high
solid concrete side walls, are a trag-
edy for the sight seer for they have
become a barrier to the beauty of the
natural scenery beneath them. No
longer can one sce the swiftly flow-
ing or fippling water, the cliffs or
flower covered shore line as the traf-
fic swifily cmsnng these birdges,
each vehicle vying rnrcverymchof

We are told these walls are for the
protection of the travelers. Yet we
invite many of these travelers as
tourists to see the beauty of our states.
(Me thinks the highway department
enginecrs need to another look at this
problem)

When someone is invited 1o enjoy
the beauties of a place like Cumber-
land Falls or Natural Bridge you can
be sure concrete barriers are not put
up so they cannot be seen. The old
iron bridges with their intricate and
beautiful frame work allowed one to
see upand down the river or stream of
water beneath and was an asset to the
surroundings, why can't we preserve
these as a part of our heritage and use
our natural beauty asacalling card to
the tourists who are scarching for a
bit of the past as well as the beauty of
a state like Kentucky where Blue-
grass Country subtly disappears into
the foothills and the Appalachian
Mountains begin their reign.

The shoreline is in full view and

‘The Buyers Guide will state: 1)
Wheéther the vehicle comes with a
warranty and, if so, what fic
warranty protection the dealer will
provide; and 2) Whether the vehicle
comes wuhnowuml:?'( as is").

Dealers are required to post the

Buyers Guide on all used vehicles,
including used automobiles, light-
duly vans, and light-duty trucks. A
“used vehicle® is one that has been
driven more than the distance
necessary to deliver.a new car to
the dealership or to test drive it.
Therefore, "demonstrator* cars are
covered by the Used Car Rule.

If you have a written contract, the
seller must live up to the promises
stated in the contract. Depending
on its age, the car may be covered
by a manufacturei’s warranty or
service contract.

Ask the seller to let you examine
any unexpired warranty or service
contract on the vehicle. Also, ask
the seller whether you may have
the vehicle inspected by your own
mechanic before you purchm

are excluded.

‘When shopping for a used car,
beware of odometer rollbacks.
Kentucky Law states that the

odometer on a vehicle cannot be
disconnected or moved in order to
register lower mileage.

If the seller knows the registered
mileage to be incorrect because the
odometer  has replaced,
repaired or previously tampered
with, a statement to that effect must

Your Clover

Is it cost effective to seed better
varieties of red clover? Research
from the Agronomy Department of
the University of Kentucky has
compared the performance of
common or unimproved red clovers
to certified varieties at research
farms throughout Kentucky. Their
results found that the certified
improved varicties yielded an
average of 1,000 pounds more
fo eperacrcmlhefrsl rear of

uction for a spring ing.

In the second year, seeding a
better variey was worth 2,
pounds more forage per acre.

Even if the improved seed cost
$0.75 more per pound and you
seeded 10 pounds of seed per acre,
that extra $7.50 was worth over

pounds of forage over the
first two years.

Stands of the improved varieties
were thick and vigorous going into
their second winter, while the
commons were clearly thinning. A
comparison of the lowest yielding
common clover vs. the best
certified clover over a 3-year
period showed a 11,000 pound
advantage to the certified clover.

Getting an extra 220 square bales
over three years can casily pay the
additional $7.50.

Don't settle for anything less
than an improved, certified variety
of red clover. You can tell if the
variety is certified bg the presence
of a blue tag on the bag. The blue
tag is the only guarantee that the
genetics in the bag match the name
on the tag. Contact your farm
supply dealer 6 to 10 days before
you need the seed so they can be
sure to have a certified variety on
hand.

The bottom line is that seeding
an improved, certified variety of
red clover pays, period.

Future problem solving team first in region; to
compete at state level

dangerous problems of the future, and solved ubenenhanmpmxpsﬁnn
other high schools in surrounding counties.

‘The problem: high school violence in the year 2010, a time when high-tech
weapons will be common. There will be new ways for gangs to fight each
other, and with new weapons, the fights will become more frequent and very
dangerous. If the violence is allowed to continued, drastic results such as
fatalities and student riots may occur.

The solution suggested by the RCHS team: CD's of popular music filled with
subliminal messages telling students to be peaceful and non-violent will be
broadcasted over the school's intercom systems daily. The messages will also
be radiated through the interactive video games the students play during their
free time. (Subliminal messages are those given to the students without their
knowledge.)

The seven Future Problem Solving teams each solved the same problem in
twenty ways, then selected their best solution and wrote an essay about it. The
solution must be the most realistic, the least time consuming, the most
economical and effective, and the easiest solution to implement.

The RCHS team, with its solution of subliminal messages, placed first in the

Liasion grant for UK Medical
Center and Hospice programs

The Kentucky Association of
Hospices (KAH) received a three-

. year grant to developa Hospice Nurse

Liaison Program at the University of
Kentucky Medical Center (UKMC)
from the Retirement Research Foun-
dation based in Chicago, Ill. UKMC
also awarded a grant 1o KAH for
initial project costs. When patients
are admitted from community hos-
pice programs, the nurse liaison will
provide casc management scrvices at
UKMC, The nurse liaison will evalu-
ate and refer hospice-appropriate
patients L community hospice pro

grams.

The nurse liaison project was de-
veloped by a coalition of 17 Ken
tucky hospices. The project began
with the need to faciliatate discus
sion, problem solution and proacuve
planning around common 1SSucs re
lated 1o serving patient who are rc
ferred from UKMC physicians and
who return to UKMC care provider/
institution for treatment. The focus
of the project is; 1) 10 provide 1m-
proved access o hospice ¢ for
terminally ill patients at the UKMC

hospice programs through continuity
of care; and: 3) to reduce the cost of
health care through more aggresive
discharge planning for patients ad-
mitted o the hospices and for those
referred.

Ladybird Beetles invading
Kentucky homes, buildings

Hoards of pale orange bectics are
congregating in and around many
Kentucky homes. While these lady
bird beetles are beneficial insccts
outside, they become anuisance when
large numbers gather in people’s
homes.

The beetles have up to 19 black
spots on their wing covers and arc
about one-third inch long.

“"Ladybird beetles were introduced

0 other states (o naturally control
aphids and scale insects i agricul
tural crops,” said Mike Potter, Exten
sion entomologist at the University
of Kentucky College of Agriculture
No ladybird beetles have been intro-
duced in Kentucky. Their movement
here is a natural migration.”
These bectles do not njure hu-
mans, according 1o Potter.
“They typically don't bite, sting, or

A
vacuum cleaner is more sanitary and
effective.

As iemperatures become warmer,
ladybird beetles emerge from over-
wintering sitcs and attempt Lo escape
to their natural habitat outdoors. They
emerge from cracks around door o
window casings, beneath baseboards
and around fight fixtures and ventila-
tors. Some beetles stray into living
arcas. Beetles unable to. find their
way outside survive for only a brief
period indoors.

Ladybird beetles become a nui-
sance when large numbers crawl on
windows, walls, light fixtures and
other surfaces in homes. Since they
are attracted 1o light, beetles often
gather around windows and lighting
fixtures.

It's burndown time for
corn weed control

Sometime between now and plant-
ing time, many farmers will be using
pre-plant, burndown weed control to
climinate all vegetation before plant-
ng their comn.

Butif the farmer faces the particu-
larly nasty annual ryegrass -- some-
umes called lalian ryegrass -- he'd
better plan on two applications, onc
pre-plant and the other at time of
planting

Bumdown means (o spray a non-
selective postemergence herbicide to
get nd of any vegetation present at
ume of application, said James Mar-
un. Extension weeds specialist with
the University of Kentucky College
griculture.

Sometimes, using pre-plant
burndown can be a cost savings 1ol

time.

“This weed plays havoc with Ken-
tucky com growers,” Martin said.
“It's tough o kill and carly on it can
choke the young com plants if there's
a particularly heavy infestation.”

He added, "If it's allowed to go to
seed, it can be an even bigger prob-
lem in the fall wheat crop. Its very
expensive (o control in wheat.”

How did this particular weed be
come so vexing for many Kentucky
farmers?

1t's not known for sure, but it may
be introduced through waterways on
the farm which have been sceded
with fescue and rye grass mixtures

because later are not
needed,” Martin said. “Butin thecase
of annual rye grass, the farmer should
plan on two applications.”

‘The first application for the weed
should be Roundup or Gramoxone
Extra about two weeks before plant-
ing, he said. The next application
should be gramoxone Extra with
whatever residual herbicide is to be
used and applied right at planting

for 1 purposes. Because
the rye grass provides a quick cover
for the waterway, 1t's uscful for that
purpose -- but not useful in the
farmer's com and wheat fields.

How widespread is the problem?

"Well,if you're asking is it in every
county or in every ficld, the answer is
no,” Martin said. "But if it is in your
field,it is a problem that needs 1 be
addressed.

Subsoiling burley tobacco
often not worth the trouble

Tobacco farmers who routinely
subsoil their tobacco fields every year
may be going Lo alot of trouble with-
out any benefit.

“Unless there is acompaction prob-
lem in the field, subsoiling doesn‘tdo
much for burley tobacco yields. And

"The results suggest litde likeli-
hood that general use of a subsoiler
without a defined compaction
lem will improve cured leaf yields of
burley tobacco,” Wells said.

Farmers who have fields with a
defined soil compaction problem can

tobacco farmers, UK
conducted a rescarch study to meas-
ure the ffect of subsoiling on yields.

The rescarchers measured soil
compaction and then subsoiled in the
spring, fall and at transplanting. At
harvest, they measured tobacco yields
from cach of the methods and from
onge arca in which no subsoiling was
done.

They found that none of the subsoil
treatments was better than conven-
tional plowing and disking in the
spring without the use of a subsoiler.

"Only Carbamate and Dithane are
labeled for such systems; Ridomil 2E
is not currently labeled for use on
cither system of production. In addi-
tion, streptomycin is not labeled for
use in such systems,” Nesith said.

Nesmith advises producers to fol-
low label directions explicitly when
using any of the pesticides.

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Tax refunds will be mailed
to federal retirees

State Representative Danny Ford
of 80th Districtis pleased toannounce
that the federal retiree pension case
was finalized Wednesday and income
tax refund checks should be mailed
out by the end of April.

"I know many federal retirees are
pleased to“leam of this final deci-
sion," said Rep. Ford. "Itis my under-
standing that the Kentucky Revenue
Cabinet will beissuing refund checks
within 30 days, and interest paid will
‘be accrued 60 days from the due date

or when the tax was paid.”

The final decision was made on
March 22 by the Kentucky Supreme
Court. Last year, the court ruled that
federal pensioners were entitled to
state income tax refunds paid on
benefits for taxable years prior to
1990. Retirees asked the court for
payment of back taxes for four rather
than two years, but the court de-
clined. Federal retirces had until
Wednesday to appeal this decision
and request a review by the U.S.

Supreme Court.

Federal retirees who will receive
refunds are those who filed claims
within two years from paying taxes.
The Kentucky Supreme Court ruled
Wednesday that retirees who filed
requests after the expiration of the
two-year period are not eligible for a
refund.

"Now that the court has made its
final decision, it is important that
federal pensioners have. correct mail-
ing addresses on file," said Rep. Ford.
“Toensure delivery, make any change
of address in writing to the Kentucky
Revenue Cabinet, P.O. Box 1231,
Frankfort KY 40602. Your request
must include your name, Social Se-
curity number, new addresss, a day-
time phone number, and signature.”

Information regarding individal
pensions will be available after March
31 by calling (502) 564-4392. For an
update or to inquire about claim, call
(502)564-1600, which is the Cabi-
net's automated tax refund informa-
tion line.

The Record Straight

This news release is necessary to
correct and clarify information con-
tained in previous releases regarding
boating and 1995-96 deer hunting
season regulations.

Emergency regulations arc now in
effect which reduce the volume of
Kentucky boating regulations and
establish an idle speed zone from

sunset to sunrisc on the Ohio River at
Cincinnati between the Brent Spence
and Daniel Carter Beard bridges. The
change docsn't apply to commercial
tows. A previous release incorrectly
listed the enforceable time frame as
sunrisc 10 sunsct beginning next
March.

Beginning this fall, during the
modem gun deer season, muzzle-
loader seasons or the youth hunt, all
hunters and persons accompanying
hunters shall display solid, unbroken
hunter orange visible from all sides
on the head, back and chest. This
requircment does not apply to per-
sons hunting migratory birds or per-
sons hunting at night. Previous infor-
mation specified the requirement
applied to an adult accompanying a
Juvenile deer hunter.

Additionally, Youth Hunt Day,
October 28, 1995, is for lcgal deer
hunters who are under age 16 on the
day of the hunt,
