How much time do 5-year-olds have to
spend with older children to meet the
guidelines for the primary program?

Schools and school districts may determine
that entr-level primary students need to remain
together in a single-age-setting during all or
part of the first semester as they become used to
the school environment. These decisions should
be made on an individual student basis to ensure
that student needs ae being met. In the second
semester, all entry-level students should have
anopportunity forleaming experiences in multi-
agescttings, withteachersdetermining the time,
activity and multi-age group that is appropriate
for each student. The integation into multi-age
settings during the second semestershould occur
at least two times per week.

The flexibility that exists with entry-level
students is a tool that can be util-
ized to accomplish a comprehen-
sive and meaningful primary pro-
gram foreach student.

Shane Burke, 24, of NegroCreek,
is being held under a $25,000 cash
bond, after two people died ina wreck
at Lake Linville Friday night.

According to Mt. Vemon police
officer Eddie Delaney, Burke was
the driver of a car that plunged into
the lake around 12:45 a.m. Saturday
moming.

Soft Bedding Is
NOT

Unsafe use of soft bedding may
contribute to the deaths of as many
as 1,800 infants each year,
according to a study by the U.S.
Consumer Product Safety
Commission.

‘The two-year study found that up
t0 30% of the 6,000 babies who die
of Sudden Infant Death Syndrome
(SIDS) each year may have
suffocated to death when placed on
top of pillows, comforters,
sheepskins, and other soft products,

The findings emphasize the need
for ts to careful when
putting their infants down to sleep
in their cribs. Parents should never
put their babies to sleep on top of
soft, fluffy products such as
pillows, comforters, or sheepskins.

Many les are buying soft,
fluffy infant products far.eribs.
Such products are beautiful, but

arents must remember: never put
uffy products under a baby.

It is important to note that a
cause has not been found for SIDS.
But - this study does show an
association between infants placed
on top of soft bedding and. many
deaths attributed to SIDS.

The study found that about 30%
of infants who died of SIDS
between 1992 and 1993 were found
with their noses and mouths
covered by soft bedding. Most of
those infants had been placed on
their stomachs to sleep and were
lying either on top of sheepskin
bedding, on top of pillows, or on
top of comforters.

By using mechanical models to
recreate the crib scenes, scientists
tested the bedding for carbon
dioxide accumulation. Thgir tests
found that high levels of carbon
dioxide lm&ucully accumulated in
some of the bedding products.
Rebreathing  their  own carbon
dioxide may have contributed to the

infants’ death, the researchers
concluded.

These ufel'y guidelines are
recommended for infants less than

cight (8) months old:
* Place infants to sleep in a crib on

also fit between the slats.

Superintendent's Message

Much attention is being focused upon guthentic learning for students. Simply defined,
authentic learning assures that students are actively engaged and are the primary workers in
the classroom. Students are far advanced from merely collecting and sharing factorial
information to the level of applying knowledge in real life situations in a problem solving
manner. Authentic leaning is closely aligned with life and work skills where students must
be able to demonstrate that their knowledge base can be put to use.

The traditional standardized testing programs used in schools for years do not appropriately
measure authentic learning and the concept of performance based assessment is being applied
more and more in today's schools. Performance based assessment, also known as authentic
assessment, is a form of testing that requires students to perform a task rather than select an
answer from a ready-made list.

The Kentucky Education Reform Act mandated a different form of measuring student per- ;

formance. A performance based assessment program has been adopted and now used in
Kentucky schools to measure the academic progress of students. The Kentucky Instructional
Results Information System (KIRIS) is the assessment program administered in our schools.

The primary methods used by KIRIS to assess student pcrformance are open-ended
response questions that require a student to explorc a topic in writing and portfolios, which
are a selected collection of performance based work. Another component of the KIRIS
Assessment,. performance events, requires students to work together as a group to solve
problems. .

Research suggests that learning how and where information can be applied should be a
central part of the curriculum and can provide impetus for improving instruction and increase
students' understanding of what they need to know and be able to do.

Individual Student Reports

The Individual Student Report (ISR) is an important
communication tool between families and schools. Dis-
trict Assessment Coordinators send the ISRs to their
schools each fall. Schools, meanwhile, have individual
policies for distributing the reports to parents. Some mail
the reports home, while others ask parents to set up a
parent-teacher conference.

The ISR provides parents with a concise picture of their

‘student’s performance levels in reading, mathematics,
science, social studies and writing. It also enables parents
to compare their student's KIRIS scores with the scores
of other students in the same grade level.

ISRs can helpboth parents and teachers take the first step

_ in building home-school partnerships. Denney says that
with the report in his hands, he feels comfortable contact-
ing his son's teachers to discuss the KIRIS tests, to learn
more about what his son's scores mean, and to exploré
ways he can help his son continue his progress.

Results Information System (KIRIS) tests?

Over 200 Kentucky teachers served on Slx'
content advisory committees who score all test|
items, approve all scoring guides and set the|
standards of what is novice, apprentice, proﬁ-
cient and distinguished work.

What is tested?

The basics and their applications in reading,
writing, mathematics, science and social stud- |
ies are tested, along with the degree to which
students can use the basics o solve real-life|
problems._For example, in-mathematics,-stu-|
dents are asked to demonstrate their knowledge
of addition, subtraction, multiplication and|
division and to apply those skills in evcryday‘
situations. Arts and humanities and pracncal
living were added in 1994.

What methods do the tests use?

The assessment has three parts: Performance
tasks call for students to solve simulated, real-
life problems. Writing and mathematics portfo-
lios are collected over a long period of time and
represént€ach student's best work: Transitional
or open-ended questions call for students to
write brief answers or essays._

What scale is used to determine a school's
success in the new system?

Student performance is rated in one of four
categories according to standards set by Ken-
tucky teachers: novice, apprentice, proficient|
or distinguished.

Yes. KIRIS meets accepted, professional stan-
dards for reliability and validity.

What steps are taken to ensure that testing | '

and scoring are done properly?

For each school, a "Principal's Certification
of Proper Test Administration" is completed to
confirm enroliment and testing figures. The
principal also certifies that testing was con-

ducted in accordance with instructions, and that

all test materials were properly secured before,
during and after testing. Irregularities and

complaints are investigated by the Department

of Education.

« Transitional Tests - Scoring of transitional
tests is monitored in three ways. Team leaders
move from scorer to scorer, reviewing samples
of each scorer’s work to verify its accuracy. In
addition, the work of all scorers - including the
team leaders - is reviewed. A third vertification
procedure is a comparison.of these first and
second reviews.

in decline.

They also will be
eligible for funding from the Commonwealth
School Improvement Fund to support their
impmvement activities.
