What matters most was that during a 
time when I needed help, Alex and 
Dcbby simply and graciously gave 
mean opportunity to better my situ-
ation by offering to let their home 
become mine. 

There is nothing more personal to 
someone than their home. Nowhere 
else can someone feel the privacy to 

act and think and talk as they wish. A 
family's home reflects their person-
ality. their culture, their ideals and 

. thcirphilosophyoflife. Nowhere else 
is someone uniquely individual as 
when they arc in their home. To open 
up the confines of home*to strangers 
can sometimes feel like opening up 
your treasure chest and laying it out 
for all to grab. The Carricks unscl-
fishly-sclfishly share their home and 
respect the privacy, needs and char-
acter of each person living within. 

• Alex and Dcbby Carrick have six 
children living in their Rome, and 
only three of them arc their own chil-
dren, My sister and I moved in. in 
June 1995; and_ their nicce Naomi 

-Carrick came forthe Beginning of the 
>1 year. Our meals arc huge, and 

Inhered around the table arc many 
different personalities, characters, 
backgrounds, and stories. It is not 
unusual for guests to arrive spontane-
ously. The table is spread; chairs arc 
added. There is always enough food. 

We have learned to live together 
under the Carrick's principles of 
peace and democracy. Although 
mornings arc rarely peaceful, with 
cightpcople needing showers, break-
fast, and packed lunches, Dcbby's 
practicality handles all situations and 
people are fed and off to work and 
school without too much mishap. 

The Carricks believe tliat no one 
should be denied the ability to bring 
out the best in themselves simply 
because they arc lacking in funds, 
shelter, food or guidance. All six of 
the children living at the Carricks arc 
students, two at Bcrca College and 
three at Madison Southern High 
School. Dcbby and Alex have taught 
their children at home at different 
times during their lives, and their 
youngest, Bethany, is twelve years 
old and is .still taught at home. The 
Carricks enable each individual un-
der their care to succeed in their 
education by providing unwavering 
support, guidance anifttftoring. 

Alex amlDcbby also provide spiri-
tual and emotional guidance when 

the tempers run high and the tears 
sum flowing . Dcbby isa strong Chris-
tian and the influence of Jesus Christ 
in her I ifc and in her home is a blanket 
of reassurance to those of us who feci 
discouraged at times. During Christ-

,mas time, the celebration of Jesus' 
birth begins and daily devotions arc 
shared, carols arc sung, and peace 
fills the busy home 

There is never a quiet moment at 
the Carricks. Their two pianos, three 
guitars, two banjoes, three fiddles, 
and various recorders and other in-
struments make the house a literal 
music box. Everyone who lives at the 
Carricks is musically gifted, and the 
clear, swcckvoices of Dcbby and her 
oldest daughter. Sharon,arc often 
heard singing' in praise throughout 
the day. It is not unusual for many 
voices to'gather in the' living room 
and sing together from the Baptist 
and Methodist hymnals that arc ac-
companied from the dark walnut 
piano. 

Alex and Dcbby provide a service 
that is rare in this country in these 
rcccnt times. They have into deliber-
ately set out to help people. They do 

not aggressively search out people in 
need. They simply keep their doors 
open, and the people in need arc led 
to ihcm. They share what they have 
with people who do not have those 
things. They guide and love and care 
for children that arc not their own. 
with the same caring aspcct'thcy have 
towards their own children. They arc 
an inspiration to many. You will of-
ten hear children and teenagers say, 
"1 want to be like Dcbby Carrick 
when I grow up." or "I wish that • 
someday I could be as smart .as Alex 
Carrick." 

Dcbby knd Alex do not expect 
thanks for what they give. In many 
ways, they probably do not realize 
that they arc providing an invaluable 
service to so many young people. 
Those of us who have been touched 
by them, in one way or another, never 
forget the lessons they have taught 
us. and never forget the freedom and 
joy and acceptance we feel when we 
sit with them in their home, never 
feeling as if we are strangers.

W h y Do We Need T o Reduce 
The Fat I n O u r Diets? Bccausc 
the biggest ki l lers today are 
significantly due to diet -Some 
dietary related chronic diseases 
i n c l u d e a t h e r o s c l e r o s i s , 
arteriosclerotic hean disease, 
diabetes mellitus. hypertension, 
obesity, osteoporosis and cancers o f 
the colon, mouth, stomach, lung, 
breast, prostate, bladder and 
cervix. 

•V 6 0 S o f Americans have changed 
their eating habits to reduce the risk 
o f heart disease, hypertension, 
cholesterol or obesity. 40% believe 
that foods can be used to reduce 
their use o f medication. New food 
products are coming on the market 
containing antioxidant vitamins, 
f iber, ca lc ium, fol ic acid, 
f l a v o n o i d s a n d o t h e r 
phytochemicals. 

Approximately 1/3 o f al l cancer 
and about 20% o f heart disease 
could be prevented by reducing fat 
intake and increasing whole grain, 
fruit and vegetable consumption. 
These same dietary changes also 
could reduce the occurrences of 
hypertension, obesity and diabetes, 
among other things. 

Heart attacks claim the lives o f 

more than 236,000 women 
annually, and more than 87,000 
women die o f stroke. Death from 
coronary heart disease and stroke 
rank first and third as the causes o f 
death for- middle-ages and older 
women. The three most important 
and controllable behaviors for 
women are to avoid smokirig, to eat 
a balanced, low saturated fat diet to 
control blood l ip id levels, and to 
maintain a moderate level o f 
physical activity to hep weight 
control. 

Often we can substitute low fat 
and low calorie versions o f 
ingredients in a recipe, without a 
noticeable difference in the taste o f 
the finished product. Here is one 
recipe that has low fat, low calorie 
substitutions wi th all the taste o f the 
original dessert.

I 1/4 cups cold 2% lowfat mi lk 
1/2 teaspoon almond extract,

Musk thistle, also known as 
nodding thistle, can-be a serious 
weed problem in pastures, hay field 
and also roadsides. This plant 
interferes wi th grazing and l i m i t ; 
the amount o f available forage to 
livestock. 

Seed is the only method by 
which musk thistle reproduce. 
Therefore, l im i t ing seed production 
is the key to successful control o f 
this plant pest. Mature thistle 
plants are capable o f producing an 
abundant amount of seed. I f 
uncontrolled, one mature p l an t . i s . 
capable o f producing over 40,000 
new seed. These seed can then be 
transported or spread to other areas 
by wind, contaminated hay, or farm 
equipment. 

As previously indicated, the 
primary step in an effective thistle 
control program is to prevent or 
reduce seed production. This can 
be accomplished by using chemical, 
mechanical or biological control 
methods. 
. Chemical control o f musk thistle 
can be uti l ized in permanent grass 
pastures and non-cropland areas. 
An impohant aspect when using a 
herbicide for control is choosing 
the proper t ime for the application. 
Best results are obtained when 
thistle plants are in the rosette stage 
o f growth, generally in early 
spring. The rosette stage is when 
the plant is growing close to the 
ground in a circular pattern. 

Best chemical" control occurs 
when herbicides are applied dur ing 
March and Apr i l . Herbicides 
which can be used on permanent 

grass pastures and non-cropland 
areas include: 2.4D. Baiivel and 
Crossbow. • For early spring 
applications, wa i l unt i l thistle plants 
are actively growing and air 
temperatures are above 55 degrees 

Fahrenheit for 2 to 3 days. 
Complete spray, coverage o f the 
plant's rosette is also important. 
When herbicides are applied, after 
f lower stalks elongate, control w i l l 
be inconsistent and less effective. 

When using a herbicide for 
control , read and understand the 
label directions for proper use and 
any precautionary statements. 
Avo id spraying on windy days or 
days w i th high temperature and 
humidi ty. Also, avoid spraying 
when sensitive crops' such as 
tobacco and home gardens are 
growing nearby. 

Mechanical controls, such as 
mowing or hand-hoeing, should be 
done before flowers begin to open 
in the early, spring. Some regrowth 
and production o f flowers may 
occur after mowing; however, seed 
production w i l l be noticeably less 
than i f plants had not be mowed or 
hand-hoed. Thistle plants mowed 
or removed after flowers bloom 
contain enough stored energy 
reserves in the stalk to produce 
viable seed that w i l l germinate into 
new plants. 

Chemicals such as 2.4D, Banvel 
and Crossbow w i l l k i l l broadleaf 
plants l ike red and white clover. 
For this reason, fanners w i l l need 
to plan on work ing thistle control 
into their rotation when replacing 
clover.

We conducted our audit in accordance with generally accepted government auditing 
standards and the Audit Guide for Sheriff's Tax Settlements issued by the Auditor o f Public 
Accounts, Commonwealth o f Kentucky. These standards require that we plan and perform the 
audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statement is free o f material 
misstatement. An audit includes examining on a test basis, evidence supponing the amounts and 
disclosures in the financial statement. An audit also includes assessing the accounting principles 
used and significant estimates made by management as well as evaluating the overall financial 
statement presentation. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion. 

The Sheriff prepares his financial statemenfon a prescribed basis o f accounting that 
demonstrates compliance wi th the cash basis and laws o f Kentucky, which is a comprehensive 
basis o f accounting other than generally accepted accounting principles. 

In our opinion, the accompanying financial statement referred to above presents fairly, in 
all material respects, the Rockcastle County Sher i f f s taxes charged, credited, and paid as o f 
September 13.1995. in conformity with the basis o f accounting described in the preceding 
paragraph. 

Our audit was made/or the purpose o f forming an opinion on the statement o f the 
Sher i f fs Settlement - 1994 Taxes taken as a whole. The accompanying schedule o f excess o f 
liabilities over assets is presented for purposes o f additional analysis and is not a required pan 
o f the financial statement. Such information has been subjected to auditing procedures and. in 
our opinion, is fairly presented in all material respects in relation to the financial statement 
taken as a whole. 

In accordance wi th government auditing standards, we have also issued a report dated 
November 27,1995. on our consideration o f Rockcastle County Sheri f fs internal control 
structure and a report dated November 27. 1995, on its compliance with laws and regulations. ^ J 

Based on the results o f our audit, we make the fol lowing comment and recommendation. 
The Sher i f fs Deposits Should Be Properly Protected From Potential Loss By Bank 
Pledges O f Securities 
The Sher i f fs deposits, tar ing the month o f December 1994. were under collateral-

i z e d by as much as $862,149. Under the provisions o f KRS 66.489(1 Xd) and 
KRS 41.240(4), banks are required to provide pledges o f securities for interest-
bearing deposits when they exceed the $100,000 amount o f insurance coverage 
provided by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation. We recommend that the 
Sheriff obtain adequate pledges o f securities.

Grain producers need to keep good 
farm records to establish Actual 
Production History (APH). This raises 
your production yield and allows you 
to get more of your crop insured for 
the same fee. Copies of sale bills and 
weigh bills may be used for this. Bins 
measurements and grain storage rec-
ords may also be used. These records 
should be turned in no later than 
Apri l 30. 

FCIC coverage is no longer a 
requirement for USDA benefits. 
Producers who elect not to take out 
the CAT coverage may waive their 
disaster benefits and still receive price 
support benefits. A waiver request 

form must be signed in the county 
office i f a producer decides not to 
take the insurance. It is also not 
necessary to come in by the previous 

May 2 deadline to cancel coverage. 
Policies wi l l automatically be termi-
nated i f payment is not received in 
the county office by July 15. Produc-

ers may sign the waiver request upon 
crop certification, signing AD1026 
Sodbuster, or anytime earlier. 

Conservation Reserve Program 
(CRP) participants have the option to 
extend theircontracts. or apply for an 
early release. To apply for an exten-
sion or early release, application must 
be filed by May 31. For more details 
contact the office.
