A Berea man, known to family 
and friends as Odie Crowe, missing 
since April 28, was found buried in a 
deserted field in Madison County 
Tuesday. 

Lloyd Dale Holt, 36, was found 
buried by Madison County authori-
ties oft U.S. 25 near Berea. Emblry 
Curry, Madison Co. Coroner, said he 
was killed by a single bullet wound 
through his head and neck. 

Police have charged Cecil 
McHone of Berea with murder. Holt 
was reportedly a "casual" friend of 
McHone who is known as "Whitey." 

Holt, or Crowe, was known in 
Rockcastle. He was in jail in Ml. Ver-
non on December 28,1995, charged 
with burglary in the first degree. Bond 
was set at $25,000 property and Holt 
posted it on February 1, 1996 and 
"stayed around Conway," afterwards 

establishing a retirement plan for city 
employees-was approved by the Mt. 
Vernon City Council at its June 
meeting Monday night. 

But all was not clear and precise. 
The Council heard it would cost the 
city about $33,000 to set up the retire-
ment plan the first year. 
- Where would the money come 
from in the city that is pressed by 
finances. 

The Council was told something 
they already knew, that city employ-
ees usually get a 5 percent increase 
annually. 

That may or may not be a solution, 
but the 5 percent could be used the 
first year to get things started. Em-
ployees would get the 5 percent raise 
the following year. 

The Council was told over half the 
employees approved of the retire-
ment plan. 

Mayor Gary R. Cromer told the 
council he did not attend the meeting 
with Kentucky Retirement System 
personnel when they came to Ml. 
Vernon. So he passed questions along 
10 city clerk. Kay Radcr. 

The' Council voted unanimously 
to approve the first reading of the 
retirement ordinance. The Council 
also had a first reading of the city's 
1996-97 budget, but produced no 
figures. 

Mayor Cromer told those present 
the budget is "about the same as last 
year with few minor changes, some 
up', some down." 

The Council approved unani-
mously the first reading of the budget 
ordinance. Mayor Cromer said the 
budget is based on "projections on 
this year's revenue." He said "if no 
major changes are made it will be 
adopted at the July meeting."

County budget to 
exceed $2.3 million

A $2364,017 County budget for 

1996-7 had a first reading by the 
Rockcastle Fiscal Court at a spccial 
meeting May 31." 

The new budget compares to last 
year's budget of $2,024,165 or about 

$349,902 more. 
Several changes in the budget for 

the coming year were noted, causing 
the increase. The Court last year 
estimated the real property tax at 
$150,000. This year the amount was 
increased to $160,000. 

Last year's general fund was esti-
mated at $551,000. This year it is 
estimated at $617,000. 

Last year's Road Fund was esti-
mated at S967.950. This year the 
estimate is $875,802 or $92,148 less. 

Last year's jail bond was esti-
mated at $339,000. This year it is 
estimated at $333,000. 

The local government economic 
assistance fund was estimated last 
year at $86,665. This year it's esti-
mated at $58,661. 

The Economic Development fund 
is up this year at $42,875 compared to 
last year's estimate at $36,225. 

Forestry Fund last year was 
$6,400. The estimate this year is 
$6,200. 

There was no Disaster and Emer-

gency Fund last year. The estimate 
this year is $104,000. 

There is a Community Develop-
ment Fund of $325,000 for B and H 
Tool Works. 

Another reading of the County 
budget will be held at a later date. 

All figures in the new budget arc 
estimates.

Educational cooperative at 
EKU addresses local needs 

Working alone, the Rockcastle 
County School District would be 
hard-pressed to offer its teachers all 
the professional development pro-
grams they need, especially given the 
rapid pace of school reform in Ken-
tucky. 

The District would also find it 
difficult to efficiently purchase vari-
ous types of school supplies, equip-
ment and services. 

Thanks, however, to the District's 
membership in the SouthEast/ 
SouthCcniral Educational Coopera-
tive headquartered at Eastern Ken-
tucky University, its teachers and 
administrators can choosc this sum-
mer from among 50 different work-
shops at various sites around the area, 
and the school system can save pre-
cious tax dollars by buying in greater 
bulk. 

Eighteen Kentucky school districts 
participate in the regional Coopera-
tive, which uses University facilities 
and resources to provide not only 
innovative professional development 
activities for teachers and adminis-
trators but also an expanded array of 
cost-effective bidding and purchas-
ing services. The 18 participating 
superintendents comprise the 
Cooperative's Board of Directors, 
along with an EKU representative. 

The Kentucky Education Reform 
Act (KERA) identified professional 
development as a primary need in 
improving the Commonwealth's 
public schools. And if KERA is the 
engine behind the Cooperative's 
professional development activities, 
the teachers and administrators arc 
the drivers. 

"Our schedule is driven by needs 
assessment surveys," said Dr. Billy 
Thames, Cooperative director and 
director of field services and profes-
sional development for EKU's Col-
lege of Education. "We're trying to 
respond to individual school's needs 

as they foe us on the elements of school 
reform." 

The presenters at the 70-plus 
workshops this summer arc EKU 
faculty and teachcrs from schools 
throughout the region. Some of the 
workshop topics are:' Computers in 
the Classroom, Assessment. Team 
Building, Classroom Management, 
Use of Community Resources, Mak-
ing Rcai Connections with Parents, 
Grant Writing, Tech-Prep: Applied 
Biology/Chemistry, Developing 
Policies to Handle Crisis Situation in 
Schools, Effective School Manage-
ment, Principle-Centered Leadership, 
grid Curriculum Integration. 

In addition to the summer work-
shops, the Cooperative will sponsor a 
Principals' Academy Summer Re-
treat in Lexington. 

The bidding and purchasing serv-
ices offered through the Cooperative 
were expanded this year to include 
fleet and property insurance, and the 
savings were remarkable—an aver-
age of about S 14,000 for each of the 

. 10 participating districts. Other bid-
ding/purchasing areas arc: student 
accidcnt insurance, fleet fuel, bus 
repair parts, lunchroom supplies, 
copier maintenance/repair, library 
books, computer maintenance/repair, 
drug/alcohol testing,custodial/main-
tenance supplies, duplicating/copier 
paper, athletic supplies and instruc-
tional/office supplies. 

On average, the 18 Cooperative 
member districts arc saving 20-25 
percent annually, according to Bill 
Alexander, bid administrator. 

The 'Cooperative is just one of 
many KERA-related activities coor-
dinated by EKU's College of Educa-
tion, which prepares more classroom 
tcachcrs and school administrators 
than any other institution in the com-
monwealth.

Warner weather during spring, 
and summer tnonths is the pcrfect 
condition for the growth of 
foodbDrne toxins and bacteria. 
Sympioros of some foodborne 
illnesses are similar to the 
symptoms of the flu. •• Here arc 
some tips to help guard your family-

. against foodborne illness this 
summer. 

During. Don't buy any food in 
a container that is outdated, broken, 
bent, leaky or bulging. Many 
foods now carry freshness dates. 
Check these dates and purchase the 
freshest product for good quality 
and safety. 

Avoid dented cans, especially if 
the scams are dented. Report 
broken, leaky or bulging cans to 
the store manager so that the 
product can be taken off the shelf. 

When buying prepared foods, 
such as in a delicatessen or 
cafeteria, select carefully. Avoid 
"problem" foods if they appear to 
be' lmproperlv held. Hot foods 

should be held above 140 degrees F 
and cold foods below 40 degrees F. 
Food may not be safe to cat if held 
for more than two hours at 
temperatures between 60 and 125 
degrees F -- the zone where 
bacteria grow rapidly. 

Buy eggs from refrigerated 
cases. Avoid cracked or dirty eggs 
as they may be contaminated with 
Salmonella. Also avoid milk that is 
not pasteurized., 

Home Gardening. Animai and 
human wastes harbor illness-
causing bacteria. Untreated animal 
wastes used as fertilizer on gardens 
are hazardous. Likewise, overflow 
from sepric systems can contam-
inate home-grown produce. 

Storing and Holding. Store 
perishable foods in the refrigerator, 
or in the freezer for longer storage. 
When food is cooked the day 
before or early in the. day it is to be 
eaten, cool tt rapidly ana place it in 
the refrigerator so that the food 
reaches 40 degrees F within 2 

hours. 
When ready to use, reheat the 

foods thoroughly so that the 
internal temperature reaches 165 
degrees F or higher for at least 15 
minutes. Bring broths and gravies 
to a rolling boil for several 
minutes. 

Thaw frozen foods in the 
refrigerator, not out on the counter 
at room temperature. 

Preparation. To prevent con 
lamination of food with harmful 
bacteria during preparation, follow 
these sanitation rules: " l:sc hot 
soapy water to clean culling board, 
knives and equipment after they 
have been used to prepare raw 
foods. * Always work with clean 
hands, washing thcin with soap 
after going to the toilet. * Don't 
use cooking utensils to taste food 

while cooking or serving. Don't 
lick your fingers or eat while 
preparing food. " Keep hands 
away from mouth, nose and hair. 
Cover your-coughs and sneezes 
with tissue. * Keep pets away 
from food, utensils and work 
surfaces. Thcv arc carriers .ol 
harmful bacteria. 
• Cooking. Inadequately cooked 

meats poultry and cges can harbor 
illness-causing bacteria. Do not cat 
any raw foods .of animal or marine 
origin People who already have 
an underlying health problem are at 
much greater risk from raw food 
consumption. This ihcludcs milk, 
meat. eggs, fish and seafood.

Tobacco producers facing trans-
plant shortages in . 1996 should 
consider lower plant populations as 
a way to stretch limited transplant 
supplies and increascinct returns in 
the bargain. Using 6500 plants per 
acre .instead of 8-9000 will allow 
more acres to be transplanted with 
the same ni/mber 'of transplants. 

Ten years of university research 
and several years of farmer 
experience have also shown that 
lower populations will reduce 
production costs dramatically ...as 
much as twelve cents per pound. 

Wider spaced plants yield more 
per plant, offsetting almost all of 
the yield reduction associated with 
fewer plants. Research results 
suggest that a 25% reduction in 
plant population will result in less 
than a 10% decline in yield per 
acre. Farmers who have moved to 
wider plant spacings report that the. 
yield reduction is hardly noticeable. 
This is probably due to the fact that 
yields vary more than 10% from 
year to year or even from field to 
field within the same year. 

The economic benefits result 
from producing the same amount of 
quota using fewer plants. This 
results in cos^ savings in plant

In this example, nearly 12,000 
fewer plants can be used to produce 
the same quota on 0.15 ac more 
land. Labor requirements are 
reduced by more than 200 hours,. 
or about 50 hours per acre. Barn 
spacc, which may bo limited if we 
produce our quota increase and 
carryover quota, is also lowered... 
by more than 125 rails. 

There may also be ,some disease 
management advantages to opening 
up the plant spacings and allowing 
better air circulation through the 
crop. 

Our current plant shortages may 
be an excellent opportunity to 
capture the proven benefits of 
lower plMt populations for burley 
tobacco.

Inspection Period For the 
Property Tax Assessment Roil 

The Rockcastle County real property tax roll will be opened for 
inspection from 6-1096 through 6-24-96. Under the supervision of 
the property valuation administrator or one of the deputies, any 
peson may inspect the tax roll. 
This Is the January 1,1996 assesment on which state, county and 
school taxes for 1996 will be due about September 15,1996. 

The tax roll Is In the office of the property valuation administrator 
in the county courthouse and may be inspected between the hours 
of 8:30 a.m. and 4 p.m. 

Any taxpayer desiring to appeal an assessment on real property 
made by the PVA must first request a conference with the PVA or 
a designated deputy. The conference may be held prior to or during 
the Inspection period. 

Any taxpayer still aggrieved by an assessment on real property, 
after the conference with the PVA or designated deputy, may appeal 
to the county board of assessment appeals. 

The taxpayer can appeal his assessment by filing in person or 
sending a letter or other written petition stating the reasons for 
appeal. Identifyingthe property and stating the taxpayer's opinion of 
the fair cash value of the property. 

The appeal must be filed with the county clerk's office no later 
than one work day following the conclusion of the inspection 
period. 

Any taxpayer falling to appeal to the county board of assess-
ment appeals, or failing to appear before the board, eitherln person 
or by designated representative, will not be eligible to appeal 
directly tot he Kentucky Boar dof Tax Appeals.
