Four indic ted for a rmed

Jury has handed down four indict-
ments in connection with the armed 
robbery of Dairy-Mart in Brodhead 
last year. 

Phillip Falin, 22, of Orlando, 
Michael Wayne Bullock, 27, of Mt. 
Vemon, Raymond L. Miracle, 28, of 
ML Vernon and Charles D. Brock, 
30, of Brodhead were all indicted in 
connection with the December 26 
robbery of the store. 

Falin and Bullock were indicted 
for first degree robbery and Brock 
and Miracle were indicted for com-
plicity. 

More than S100 in cash was taken 
when a masked man, carrying a hand-
gun, entered the store around 10:30 
pjn. on the 26th. 

The man demanded all of the 
money from both registers and fled to 
a waiting car. Three employees and a 
customer were in the store when the 
robber entered. 

S lore owner Bobby Cummins said 
Tuesday that he was certainly glad 
that an arrest had been made in the 
case. "When something like this oc-
curs it makes your employees some-
what edgy for a while and with an 
arrest at least they feel better about 
someone possibly paying for what 
they did," Cummins said. 

"There were some very nervous 
people around here for a while after 
the robbery," Cummins said. 

"We appreciate whoever helped

All four men are facing other 
felony charges in Rockcastle Circuit 
Court and are being held in thccounty 
jail until arraignment April 11.

After second reading 

Court passes 
insurance tax 

Attendance was sparse at last 
Wednesday night's fiscal court for 
the second reading of the proposed 
4% insurance tax. 

County Judge/Executive Buzz 
Carloftis welcomed those present and 
started the meeting out on a lighter 
tone by asking the court to approve 
an order recognizing the girl's bas-
ketball team at RCHS. for their 
achievement in gaining a berth in the 
State Tournament. The magistrates 
readily approved the order 

Judge Carloftis then took up the 
main reason for the meeting, the sec-
ond reading of the insurance tax. 

Carloftis spoke briefly of the need 
for the tax in orderfor the county to 
keep in operation and provide man-
dated (by the state) and needed ser-
vices for the citizens. 

He gave Tom Armstrong, chief 
finance officer for the state Depart-
ment of Local Government in Frank-
fort, a copy of the county's budget 
and, in effect, challenged Armstrong 
to look over the budget and see if 
enough areas, not mandated by the 
state, could be cut to keep the county 
from having to approve the tax in 
order to reduce the $100,000 deficit 
the general fund now faces. 

Armstrong went over the budget 
aloud, practically line by line, and 
only came up with about $10,000 
total in the budget that was not man-
dated — i.e., fire dept., ambulance 
sevice, senior citizens center utility 
bills and fairground utilities for little 
league ball etc. 

Armstrong pointed out that the 
$10,000 would make liule difference 
in a deficit the size of Rockcastle's 

and said thecourt needed actually "to 
be helping out more people than you 
are helping with this general fund." 

Armstrong then played a little hard 
ball with the court, giving them their 
options tonot approving the tax. "You 
can dismiss and go home tonight and 
come July 1st, the courthouse will 
shut down," Armstrong said. And 
then pointed out that their creditors 
would probably file suit for the mon-
ies the county owed them. Or, 
Armstrong told the court, they could 
merge with Laurel County but 
Carloftis quickly pointed out that 
Laurel had much higher taxes. 

Armstrong reminded the magis-
trates, "if you are going to take a 
check, you must make sure you have 
enough money in the budget to pay it 
and other mandated items." 
Armstrong also told the magistrates 
that "the guy in a black robe" can put 
you in jail (for refusing to balance the 
county's budget as mandated by law). 

"You (the court) ought to handle it 
here, together, and let it be a county 
problem and not let everyone in the 
state know about it," Armstrong re-
marked. As a final note, Armstrong 
said that Judge Carloftis has been 
leading the charge tocorrect the prob-
lem because he really didn' t have any 
choice. 

Before asking for a vote on the 
second reading, Carloftis tgkKthe 
magistrates that 330 local-'govern-
ments in the state have some form of 
insurance tax and Jackson Co. re-
cently passed a 10% insurance tax to 
help avert bankruptcy for the county. 
He also pointed out that in Pulaski

I've just spent the better part of sue 
days in the Dallas and Fort Worth, 
Texas neck of the woods.

Co., citizens pay a fire district tax, a 
2% payroll tax and an insurance tax. 

Carloftis also accused past courts 
of "not attending to business" and 
playing "pure politics" by not at least 
taking the allowed increase in prop-
erty tax each year. And, he (Carloftis) 
told the Magistrates and those as-
sembled that he felt this was the fair-
est tax because everyone who had 
insurance would help pay. This 
brought on the only protest of the 
meeting from the audience when one 
man present said he would rather see 
a vehicle tax because of the'ft umber 
of people who drive without insur-
ance. However, Armstrong pointed 
out that this was not feasible since a 
vehicle tax could only be used in the 
road fund and would not help out in 
the general fund. Monies from the 
general fund can be used to support 
other funds, unlike road money, jail 
funds, etc. which are restricted to use 
by those funds. 

The tax will not apply to life insur-
ance, health insurance or worker's 
compensation premiums. 

On a request by Judge Carloftis 
for a motion to approve the second 
reading which, in effect, implemented 
the tax, Magistrate John Holbrook 
complied with a motion and it was 
seconded by Amos Burdette. On the 
roll call vote. Jack Bradley voted 
with Holbrook and Burdette and Bill 
McKinney and Donald Bullock both 
voted no. Although it wasn't neces-
sary, Judge Carloftis also voted yes 
on the proposal. 

The tax will begin being collected 
July 1st and the county will see rev-
enue from the tax beginning October 
1st. However, Anna Rose Mullins, 
the judge's secretary, said after the 
meeting the county can borrow money 
immediately against the anticipated 
revenue in order to begin clearing up 
the general fund deficit.

Ord. No. 018 
AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO LOCAL GOVERNMENT IMPLEMENTATION OF A 

LICENSE FEE UPON INSURANCE COMPANIES 
Be it ordained by the Fiscal Court of the County of Rockcastle, the Commonwealth of Kentucky: 
WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky has imposed upon the County of Rockcastle mandates of 

governance; and 
WHEREAS, the Kentucky Constitution and State Legislature impose compelling obligations upon all 

counties of the Commonwealth; and 
WHEREAS, the Administrative Regulations of the various Cabinets and Departments obligate the 

County to perform to rigid standards without the provision of full or partial funding for those 
standards; and 

WHEREAS, the County of Rockcastle, in order to fulfill those obligations mandated and imposed upon 
the local government by the Commonwealth; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE FISCAL COURT OF THE COUNTY OF ROCKCASTLE, that; 
SECTION I: There is hereby imposed on each insurance company a license fee for the privilege of 
engaging the business of insurance within the Jurisdiction of Rockcastle County for the calendar year 
1997,1998, and 1999. 
SECTION II: The fee imposed upon each insurance company which issues life insurance and/or health 
insurance policies on the lives of persons residing within the County of Rockcastle shall hereby be 
waived by the Fiscal Court of Rockcastle for the first calendar year and thereafter. 
SECTION III: The fee imposed upon each insurance company which issues any insurance policy which 
is not a life or health insurance policy shall be 4% of the premiums actually collected within each 
calendar quarter by reason of the issuance of such policies on risks located within the County of 
Rockcastle on those classes of business which such company is authorized to transact, less all 
premiums returned to policyholders: however, any license fee or tax imposed upon premium receipts 
shall not include premiums received for insuring employers against liability for personal injuries to their 
employees, or the death of the employees, caused thereby, under the provisions of the Worker's 
Compensation Act and shall not include premiums received on policies of group health insurance 
provided for state employees under KRS 18A.225(2) and 18A.228. 
SECTION IV: All license fees imposed by this ordinance shall be due no later than thirty (30) days after 
the end of each calendar quarter. License fees which are not paid on or before the due date shall bear 
interest at the tax interest rate as defined in KRS 131.010 (6). 
SECTION V: Every insurnace company subject to the fees imposed by this ordinance shall annually, 
by March 31. furnish the County of Rockcastle with a written breakdown of all collections in the 
precedng calendar yearforthe following categories of insurance: (a) casualty; (b) automobile; (c) inland 
marine: (d) fire and allied perils. 
SECTION VI: The Fiscal Clerk of the County of Rockcastle is hereby directed to transmit a copy of this 
ordinance, and any amendment thereto, to the Commissioner of Insurance, the Commonwealth of 
Kentucky. 
SECTION VII: This ordinance shall become effective on the first day of July. 1997.

can be fertilized in February and 
late March. When fertilizer is 
applied now, tree roots are able to 
pick up the nitrogen in preparation 
for spring growth. If nitrogen is 
applied mid- to late-summer, this 
may promote winter injury because 
hardiness development may be 
delayed. 

In most cases, nitrogen in the 
form of ammonium nitrate is the 
only, fertilizer needed for apple 
trees. The amount of nitrogen that 
should be applied depends on a 
tree's age and the amount of 
growth it made the previous season. 

Evaluate tree vigor by examining 
the terminal shoots of the apple tree 
to determine how much growth was 
made the previous season. The 
point from which the shoot grew 
the previous season is marked by 
bud scale scars (hat form a small 
ring in the bark around the shoot. 
These bud scale scars are left by 
the bud scales that covered the 
terminal bud during the previous 
winter. 

On apples, it is best to have an 
average of 12 to 15 inches of 
terminal growth. If-a tree has 
more than this, use a little less 
fertilizer and if there is less than 
this, use a little more. 

For apples, apply a quarter 
pound of nitrogen per year of age 
of the tree. For example, a 4-year-
old tree would get about 3 pounds 
of ammonium nitrate. The 
fertilizer should be sprinkled on the 
ground beneath the drip line of the 
tree, not at the base of the trunk, 
so rainfall will push the fertilizer 
down into the root zone. 

But remember, if a lawn is 
fertilized, this may supply all the 
nitrogen fertilizer needed for an 
apple tree. 

Fruit trees should be pruned 
eveiy year to promote annual 
fruiting. The goal is to ppen up the 
tree to allow sunlight to' get into its 
interior. Pruning is best done 
between mid-February and the 
tree's full bloom when the worst of 
winter is over because pruning 
dehardens trees and makes them 
more susceptible to winter injury. 

Young trees should be pruned 
last because they are most 
susceptible to winter injury. On 
older trees, first remove any dead 
or diseased branches and then start 
at the top of the tree and cut 
branches to the desired height. Be 
sure to make these cuts to an 
outwardly-growing limb and don't 
leave branch stubs because it is 
difficult for the tree to seal off or 
grow over stubs. 

If more than two very large 
limbs need to be removed, plan to 
remove them over a two- or three-
year period. Next, remove any 
limbs that cross over each other 
and eliminate limbs that have 
narrow or weak crotch angles. Try 
to avoid having more than one 
branch arising from the same area 
of the trunk and remove or cut 
back limbs that crowd other limbs. 
Also remove water sprouts and try 
to divert side branches to grow and 
fill vacant areas of trees. 

Since apples grow more on 
horizontal than vertical branches, 
pruners should encourage the 
development of branches that grow 
at 45 to 60 degree angles from the 
trunk, which also promotes 
development of strong branches. 
Try to remove branches that arise 
at sharp angles from the trunk. 
These are often weaker because 
bark accumulates between the 
branch and the trunk and they often 
break off under heavy fruit load. 

The only 'spray required for 
apple trees at this time of year is a 
dormant oil treatment. Full 
coverage with a dormant oil spray 
will smother scale and mites. Be 
sure treatment is made when 
temperatures will not drop below 
32 degrees for 24 hours. If 
freezing occurs, the layer of oil 
will be broken, allowing air 
beneath the layer and preventing 
scale and mites from being 
smothered.

According to the American Di-
etetics Association, eating a variety 
of foods in moderation is the key to 
eating healthy. During March, Na-
tional Month, the association is pro-
moling its theme of "All foods can 
fit." 

In a survey conducted through the 
association's consumer nutrition 
hotline, 200 callers were asked to 
describe their opinions of eating in 
moderation. While explanations var-
ied widely, more than 90 percent of 
the callers agree that 'eating in mod-
eration' included monitoring portion 
sizes and limiting the frequency of 
meals. 

"Moderation is the key to making 
all fofds a part of healthful eating," 
said Jill Stevens, a registered dieti-
tian at Rockcastle Hospital and Res-
piratory Care Center. "If your favor-
ite foods are high in fat, salt or sugar, 
the key is not to eliminate them en-
tirely from your diet, but to keep the 
portions reasonable and to be aware 
of how often you eat them." 

Stevens added that healthful eat-
ing is not created or destroyed by one 
meal or one food. Rather, it is the 
overall pattern of eating that is im-
portant.

'Know Your Competition' is a 
goal of U.S. Burley Growers

These farmers wear flip-flops, not 

work boots. They plow with oxen, 
not tractors. They cultivate hillsides 
that were jungles a decade ago. And 
many are Europeans who now home-
stead South American acreage in 
hopes of one day owning, debt-free, 
the land they work. 

These are Brazilian farmers, the 
world's leading exporters of leaf to-
baccos.and theircompetition recently 
motivated 11 American burley lead-
ers to tour farms there and in neigh-
boring Argentina. 

"Brazil has narrowed the gap in 
ten years," said Dan Morgan, a Mis-
souri burley farmer and a director of 
the Burley Tobacco Growers Coop-
erative Association. "I hate to see 
what they do in the next ten years." 

According to the USDA, exports 
ofBrazilian burley rose 12percentin 
1995, up to 80.6 m illion pounds, with 
a similar level for 1996. 

Danny McKinney, the Burley Co-
op's .CEO, explained the trip pur-
pose: "The way to deal with compe-
tition is to learn about them, and then 
out compete them." And Brazilians 
are keen competitors. 

The quality of their burley is "good, 
though not quite up to ours yet," said 
Henry West, who raises burley in 
Garrard County. 

"But they take more pride in rais-
ing tobacco than we do, and that 
concerns me," added West, who's 
also president of the Council for 
Burley Tobacco and the Burley To-
bacco and the Burley Co-op' vice 

Brazilians set tobacco by hand, 
cultivate small acreage, sort cured 
leaves in five (o 12 grades, then hand-
tie and bale it, said Scott Althauser, 
the Burley Co-op's leaf supervisor. 

Veteran ag broadcaster Jack 
Crowner described Brazilians as ha v-
ing good basic skills as tobacco grow-
ers, and added: "We saw what the 
Brazilian competition is now, and 
what it will be." 

But the Americans didn't like ev-
erything about farm operations in 
Brazil. 

"Their farmers have to do it the 
tobaccocompanies" way or no way." 
said Billy Karsner, a Co-op director 
who raises burley near Owen ton. 

This dependency result? from the 
companies recruiting Brazillian 
growers, providing them with farm 
expertise, plus with financing to build 
bams, as well as with contracts and 
guidelines for leaf production. West 
explained. 

"This trip made me appreciate the

• ^ Using Urea Nitrogen 
as a Fertilizer 

Solid granular or prilled Urea 
(45-46% N) has become widely 
available in Kentucky, as has 28%. 
nitrogen solution (UAN solution), 
which is »half Urea and half 
ammonium nitrate, \yhen applied 
to a field. Urea is transformed to 
ammonium N soon after 
application. The rate of trans-
formation is greatly increased by 
urease, the enzyme found to 
varying degrees in soil and on-
plants and plant residues. Due to 
the chemical reactions involved as 
urea nitrogen undergoes trans-
formation. there is some degree of 
likelihood for volatilization loss of 
some N. Whether such a loss will 
occur, and how much N will be 
lost if it does occur, relates to 
temperature, moisture, degree of 
contact with soil and pH of the soil. 
Effect of Temperature - Enzymes 
which convert Urea to ammonium 
are not very active until the 
weather warms. Research in 
Kentucky indicates that it will 
usually be early April before this 
rate of transformation will be great 
enough that risk of volatilization is 
economically important. 
Effect of Moisture - There are two 
thoughts to keep in mind about 
moisture. (1) If soil, plants or 
residue onto which Urea is applied 
are moist, enzymatic activity will 
be increased and Urea will rapidly 
convert to ammonium, assuming

ammonia resulting from urea break-
down can be toxic to germinating 
seeds. Solid Urea (46% N) 
contains 920 pounds of actual N 
per ton of material; UAN (28%) 
contains 560 pounds of actual N 
per ton of material (approximately 
3 pounds actual N per gallon); 
ammonium nitrate(33-5%) contains 
667 pounds actual N per ton of 
material. Carefully consider the 
price per pound of actual N 

together with convenience in 
application and the relative risk of 
N loss for the particular crop when 
deciding Which source of N is best 
for you. 

Keep in mind that Urea is the 
best buy at this time. Also keep in 
mind that most fertilizer like 19-19-
19 is mixed with Urea as nitrogen 
source.

the temperature is warm enough 
and (2) If applied onto soil, plants 
or residues and enough rain occurs 
within 1-2 days to soak the Urea 
into the soil, volatilization loss will 
be minimal. 
Degree of Contact With The Soil 
- As Urea converts to ammonium, 
the ammonium will react strongly 
enough with soil to minimize 
volatilization. The less soil contact 
with Urea or UAN solutions when 
the N is applied, the greater the 
risk for volatilization loss of N. 

When surface-applied to bare soil 
and Worked in, there is little risk 
unless soil pH is above 6.5. When 
surface-applied to no-till com, the 
risk can vary from great where 
there are enough residues to 
prevent much soil contact, to slight 
where residues are thin enough that 
most of the N contacts the soil. 
When top-dressed onto grass sod 
where there is little initial contact 
with soil, risk is great after mid-
spring. 
Effect of Soil pH - This has little 
effect on N loss except where Urea 
is spread onto bare soil and not 
worked in. Under such conditions, 
risk of volatilization can be great if 
surface pH of soil is above 6.5. 

If using starter fertilizers which 
have been blended using Urea, do 
not place the fertilizer in contact 
with seed since concentration of

The following are some dates that 
producers should be aware of: April 
29 is the deadline to report produc-
tion from 96 com (for insured pro-
ducers); May 31 is the final plant date 
for com (for insured producers), but 
a late planting period with reduction 
in coverage is in effect for an addi-
tional 25 days; June 30 is the final 
plant date for burley tobacco (for 
insured producers), but requests for 
late planting agreement may be signed 
by this date also if the crop will be 
planted late. 

The sign-up period for the Con-
servation Reserve Program (CRP) is 
scheduled for March 3 through March 
28,1997, to accept offers of environ-
mentally sensitive acreage for new 
10 to 15 year contracts to enroll acre-
age for program years 1998 and 1999. 
CRP is a voluntary program that of-
fers annual rental payments, incen-
tive payments for certain activities, 
and cost-share assistance to establish 
approved cover on eligible cropland. 
Eligible acreage devoted to certain 
special conservation practices such 
as riparian buffers, filter strips, 
grassed waterways, shelter belts, liv-
ing snow fences, contour grass strips, 
salt tolerant vegetation, and shallow 
water areas for wildlife may be en-
rolled at any time under the continu-
ous sign-up, and are not subject to 
competitive bidding. All other eli-
gible acreage must be enrolled dur-
ing the CRP sign-up period of March 
3 through March 28. 

Producers who were insured last 
year with FSA, have until crop re-

porting deadline, July 15, to pay the 
administrative fee for 1997 insur-
ance if they wish to keep their cover-
age. If you arc insured through a 
company other than FS A, please sub-
mit a copy of your policy for our 
records. Producers who do not wish 
to insure their crops should have an 
FS-570, waiver of insurance, on file 
in order to be eligible for USDA 
benefits. 

Producers who own farms which 
have a burley tobacco base should be 
aware that the quota must be leased 
or raised on the farm at least two out 
of every three years. Farms that do 
not lease or raise their quota in 2 of 3 
years will have the base dropped to 
zero. 

Producers who raise tobacco on 
their farm should be aware that to-
bacco undermarkctings (pounds that 
you were short) can only be carried 

over for ONE year. If you do not sell 
the amount of your undermarketings 
the next preceding year, they will be 
lost the next crop year. 

Youth who are involved in 4-H, 
FFA or other similar activities may 
be eligible to receive needed funding 
to develop income producing projects 
through FSA's Ag Credit Loans of 
up to S5000 are available to assist 
youth in financing the items which 
are necessary to establish theirprojecL 
Loan repayments will be scheduled 
to coincide with the project's income 
schedule.

that is nothing short of amazing- One 
might argue, as some have done, that 
anybody could win coaching a team 
with Michael Jordan on iL The Bulls 
were winning before Jackson came 
aboard as coach, but not as much and 
not as consistently. Before Jackson 
the Bulls were a one-man team. With 
Jackson the Bulls have become a 
TEAM. Last year they posted the 
best season record in NBA history. 

Jackson begins each day in medi-
tation, a practice he first learned from 
his older brother. "My way of prepar-
ing for the day is to sit still and 
meditate," he says. When the pres-
sure of the season gets intense, "I 
have to go right back to the most 
basic things—watch the breath, feel 
my heartbeat, watch my breath, feel 
my body, center myself." 

Jackson uses imagery to motivate 
his players, particularly images taken 
from North American Indian culture. 
He was reluctant to talk about these at 
first, fearing the players would make 
fun of his ideas. Now he displays 
Indian symbols at various places in 
the locker room, and refers to them 
often. "You see that tortoise shell on 
the wall?" he may ask the team. "The 
Lakota (Indians) painted the image 
of a triangle on that shell, and that 
symbol represents our offense—the 

triangle that holds things together." 
Or Jackson may also tell the team that 
Crazy Horse believed that if he tied a 
pebble behind his ear he was invin-
cible, and that the Bulls must get to 

the point where they feel that same 
way. 

Jackson tries never to have any 
practice be the same as another. He 
doesn't want any part of the team's 
life together to become dull routine. 
Once he brought an Indiana drum to 
practice, handed it to one of the play-
ers and told him, "You beat out the 
rhythm for us today." He added, "It 
woke everybody up from their dream-
like state." 

When the Bulls huddle during a 
timeouL Jackson may tell his players 
to go to their "safe place." He has 
asked them to remember a place from 
childhood when they felt safe and 
secure, perhaps in someone's lap or 
in a special room. Going to this place 
in the midst of a close game calms the 
players' minds and helps them to 
focus on the game. 

Phil Jackson's approach to bas-
ketball works well for him and the 
Bulls. His emphasis on meditation, 
imagery and focus can also work for 
those of us who don't happen to play 
in the NBA.
