Going dove hunting this season? 
Look for places where doves find 
food and shelter. The beauty of hunt-
ing do.vcs.is their habitat is all over 
Kentucky. 

At this time of year you'll 'sec 
doves perched on telephone wires, 
fences, in dead trees—just about any 
placc near a food source; Doves will 
eat seeds such as sunflowers, wheat, 
millet and com. As a result, if you can 
find a wheat field, sunflower patch, 
com or millet field, you can probably 
find doves—especially if the normal 
agricultural practice of mowing and 
harvesting has recently taken placc. 

State wildlife management areas 
generally have great sections of dove 
habitat. These areas are scattered 
across the state and arc listed in the 
Guide to Public Wildlife Areas.avail-
ablc from the Kentucky Department 
of Fish and Wildlife Resources. If 

you are interested in hunting these 
areas, get there in the opening days of 
the season. Some wildlife manage-
ment areas arc-heavily hunted and 
can even be closed if they achieve 
maximum hunting capacity. Any spe-
cial restrictions arc listed inthe yearly 
hunting guide for migratory game 
birds. Check directly with federal or 
special restriction areas such as 
Wcstvaco, Pcabody. Fort Knox, Fort 
Campbell and Land Between the 
Lakes. 

If you plan to hunt doves on pri-
vate property, make surc-you have 
the owner's permission every time 
you go there. Hunt only where al-
lowed and conduct yourself in a way 
that will get you and other hunters 
invited back. Also, think of the land-
owner when you clean your birds. 
Sharing the harvest is an excellent 
way to say thank-you.

Welfare Reform Affects 
Rockcastle Countians 

According to reports, the food 
stamp cuts in the welfare bill from 
1997-2002 will amount to S27 bil-
lion. This is equivalent to withdraw-
ing nearly 24 billion pounds of food 
from the poor, an average of 4 billion 
pounds of food per year. This is just 
a small example of what we can cx-
pcct in the next five years. 

The poor have already been ex-
ploited, abused, used and flushed 
down the toilet of society. The needs 
of the poor arc brought to the fore-
front of the political agenda when 
they need to institute more spending 
but the largest pan of the money goes 
to administration and only a small 
portion goes to the ones who need it 
most. 

Here is an article from USA To-
day. . .Tuesday, July 1, 1997 Food 
Fright: 27% going to waste.. .Ameri-
cans waste 27% of their food-throw-
ing out 365 pounds a year for every 
man . woman, and child, says a report 
released today. Even 5% of the 96 
billion pounds of edible food tossed 
out annually in this county could feed 
4 million people a day for a year, the 
U.S. Department of Agriculture said 
in releasing this report. 

On average, a person consumes 
about three pounds of food per day. 
The 365 pounds each person wastes 
each year could be the equivalent of 
1.000 hamburgers, 300 bananas and 
60 stick&of butter. 

Last week, a woman walked into 
the food bank and .said she.would like 
to make a donation. She pulled a tiny 
square from the corner of her wallet 

and began unfolding it, to eventually 
reveal a long-saved one hundred dol-
lar bill. When she was asked for her 
name and address, so that a thank you 

could be scnt.'big tears began to roll 
down her cheeks. "No, don't thank 
me," she responded. "I'm thinking 
you. When I was hungry, you led 

me." And with that, she was'gone. 
It is sometimes easy to get caught 

up in the daily work of feeding the 
hungry and- forget what happens to 
the people wc serve after they leave 
us. It would be easy to de-humanize 
our work and forget the faces of hun-
ger, if it weren't lor the frequent 
reminders that the food we collect 
and distribute is for real people, with 
real lives, real worries, and usually a 
real sense of gratitude. These re-
minders come just often enough to 
make sure wc keep a heart for our 
work. 

The people wc sec everyday at 
R.E.A.P. arc not the people that you 
will hear about on the news. The 
people wc help arc the ones affccted 
by ihcreccntdiscontinuationofGED 
programs and cuts in the food stamp 

program. They are the people who 
are quietly trying to make ends meet, 
by working at minimum wage jobs, 
often part time, or budgeting their 
minimal social security checks. When 
they don' I succeed, and ha ve no where 
to turn, then they come to us.

Some people read maps, others 
ask directions. Please tell me how to 
yet to Livingston, Ky. There have 
been many road changes, so when 
you ask directions. I will try to tell 
you how to get to Livingston. Ky.* 
From Renfro Valley, lake US 25 south 
about three quarters of a mile. Turn 
left onto 1-75, proceed on 1-75 about 
three miles to Exit 59. then turn left 
onto US 25. about seven and one-half 
miles to Livingsion. 

The beautiful.hills of Rockcastje 
County" borders the lown o f 
Livingsion, Kentucky. Here the dark 
green waters of Roundstone Creek 
flows into Rockca'stle River just be-
low the town. The Rockcastle River 
is listed asone of the wild riversof the 
LiniiedStales. Several hundred acres 
of Rockcastle County is in the Daniel 
Boone National Forest including 
Livingston. A trail for hikers is posted 
near the bridge that crosses the rail-
road and Roundstone Creek. If you 
step quietly along the trail, the crow 
will be the first to announce your 
arrival,along with blue jays, then sev-
eral other birds will join in the cho-
rus. The rocks, fern and wild flowers 
will soon get your attention and you 
will think of Indian scouts, Wildcats 
and many others' who have passed 
this way. 

I love to dri ve down the tree shaded 
pavement of old US 2,5, admire the 

wild magnolias and the yellow leaves 
of the beech, the dark red of the elm 
tree, poplars, walnuts, willows, 
sumac, and the purple leaves of the 
dogwood. During the fall of the year, 
the stately sycamore- with its white 
bark and outstretched limbs reflect-
ing in the watersof RockcasUc River, 
not many places can cojppare to its 
beauty. Along this route, youwill see 
perched high on a hill to your right, 
the Castle Rock from which 
Rockcastle Rivqr and Rockcastle 
County got their names. 

Livingston, Ky. was a very indus- • 
trious town in the early part of the 

century. Huge trees were floated 
down the river and sawed into lum-
ber. Coal was mined from the hills 
and hauled out by wagons and mules. 
Sand was dug by hand and sold. Rail-
road crosstics were hewed by hand 
and sold to the railroad company. 
The railroad played a major part in 
getting these products to market, and 
furnished employment for many resi-
dents. 

After Highway 25:came through 
Livingston,- many small businesses 
operated'along this highway? souve-
nir shops, basket makers, handmade 
chairs, gas station and repair shops. 
After World War II, many residents 
left the-area to find employment. On 
Labor Day weekend of each year, 
Livingsion has a Homecoming cel-
ebration to welcome its people home. 

The mayor of Livingston is Ed 
Lyle. The former mayor was Bill 
Medley. Livingston has a Volunteer 
Fire Department. Police protection, 
telephone service, water department, 
garbage pickup, grocery store, res-
taurant, mechanics.carpenters,paint-
ers, Lion's Club, Masonic Hall. Mu-
sic Hall, Livingston Manor Apart-
ments and many fine citizens. 

In a small park set aside are mark-
ers of special interest of when the 
Livingston High School was built in 
1927. closed in 1994 and one in 
memory of their native sonPFC David 
M. Smith who received the Congres-
sional Medal of Honor for his sacri-
fice to our country. He was born 
November 10,1926 and died in Korea 
September 1,1950. Highway 461 by-
pass is named the' David M. Smith 
Memorial Highway. 

Another native son is John Lair. 
Mr. Lair was bom in Livingston, Ky. 
July 1,1894. Mr. Lair taughtschool in 
Livingston and became the famous 
"John Lair" ol" radioand nationally 
known Renfro Valley Barn Dance, 
and author of several books of his-
torical interest.

John piaqpdas third-
high individual, while Jeremy placed 
seventh in livestock judging. This 
competition has a wider variety of

Warden Alexander, FSA Director 
The RockcastleCounty Farm Ser-

vice Agency is beginning the process 
to elect a County Committee in all 
our offices. County Committees ad-
minister federal farm programs at the 
local level and are responsible for 
establishing policy and the overall 
management of each FSA office. In 
an effort to reach all eligible voters in 
the county, we urge any and all pro-
ducers who have not received a vot-. 
ing petition in the pastelection (Dec. 
96) to contact our office immedi-
ately. Eligible voters are: farm own-
ers , operators, tenants and sharecrop-
pers, of legal voting age i f the pro-
ducer is eligible to take part in any 
FSA program. This includes reserva-
tion land owners for Native Ameri-
cans, spouses of eligible producers in 
community property states and 
spouses who are an owner, operator, 
tenant or sharecropper. Remember: 
If you want to vote in the upcoming 
election—your name must be on the 
voting list as an eligible voter. Now is 
the time to contact your local FSA 
office for voting eligibility. 

FSA makes and guarantees farm 
loans and provides technical man-
agement assistance to family farm-
ers. A "family farm" is defined as one 
that a family can operate and manage 
itself with a reasonable amount of 
hired labor. FS A loans are tailored to 

a borrower's needs. The FSA Agri-
culture Credit Manager helps the 
borrower analyze problems, deter-
mine available resources and plan 
how resources may best be used. The 
FSA loan programs are: Operating 
Loans, Farm Ownership Loans, 
Emergency Loans, and Youth Project 
Loans. 

Recent warehouse examinations 
have revealed evidence of substitu-
tion by producers using warehouse 
receipts that were issued for a better 
quality of grain than was delivered 
by the producer for obtaining CCC 
loans. The quality of the commodity 
was upgraded to make the commod-
ity eligible for nonrecourse loan. To 
be eligible for a CCC commodity 
loan,the quaffti ty and quality of grain 
represented by a warehouse receipt 
must reflect the commodity deliv-
ered by the producer. Warehouse re-
ceipcs that have been upgraded to 
reflect a better grade and quality than 
the quality that was delivered by the 
producer to the warehouse are ineli-
gible forCCC loan whether or not the 
warehouse operator received mon-
etary compensation. To be eligible to 
receive loans or loan deficiency pay-
ments, a producer must have the ben-
eficial interest in the commodity that 
is tendered to CCC for a loan or loan 
deficiency payment. Commodities 
obtained by gift or purchase shall not 
be eligible to be tendered to CCC for 
loans or loan deficiency payments.
