Chnngc is here to.stay. We can’t
Charige constantly
mﬂumccs cach of us; and every
one of us also plays a part in creat-
ing and guiding change. Change
can be uncomfortable. Often we
resist_it, even when it’s full of
promise and opportunity. Change
demands that we let go of the past
and reach out to what is new and
uncertain. It shatters our illusions
of control.

In the time it takes you to read
this paragraph, your body will have
changed. It won't be the same one
you started with. Not only are you
a few seconds older, but all kinds
of internal changes have taken
place.

Life is a series of changes. Most
changes are small and pass by

almost unnoticed. Some we
welcome; others are inconvenient
or catas ic. While the words
“"change” and "transition” are used
interchangeably, we usually think
of a transition as™ major change.

Transitions range from changes
that affect everyone (technological
advances and natural disasters) to
more personal transitions that affect
one's career and relationships.
Transitions may be voluntary, like
moving to a larger home, or invol-
untary, like an accident or illness.
They may be predictable or
unpredlctabla Almost without fail,
transitions challenge us to grow and
force us to concentrate on today
and the present moment.

Drawing from the expertise of a
wide range of specialists and

researchers who focus on individual
and family well-being, here are
some tips for responding to
transitions:

© Cultivate the traits of a hanhy
family. In families that cope wel
with transitions, members shm
l.h.-.ir feelings.

By: Tom Mills
County Extension Agent
for Ageiculture
Preventing Manganese
Toxicity Problems
In Tobacco

Producers are reminded to report
wheat acreage which is for gain by
the deadline of May 31st. This as-
sures the producer history for these
acreages.

It is estimated that manganese
toxicity costs burley tobacco
producers $30 to $40 million per
year in lower yields and quality.
But these losses could luced.

Manganese is an essential
nutrient to burley tobacco. But in
excess amounts it causes a disorder
commonly referred to as manganese
toxicity. This usually occurs early
in the growing season just after
transplanting.

Visual symptoms of manganese
toxicity are characterized by a light
green or yellowish color between
the vein and stunted gro
However, growth may be reduced
by manganese toxicity even when
other symptoms are not visible.

The key to reducing losses due to
manganese toxicity is prevention.
Once symptoms become visible in
the field, damage has al
occurred. s

The use of large amounts of
nitrogen fertilizers causes soil pH
to decrease one-half to one unit
below the initial pH level. When
soil pH drops below about 5.5,
manganese toxicity may occur.

Prevention may be as simple as
annual soil testing and lime addition
to bring soil to a pH of 6.4 to 6.6.
Ideally, lime should be applied at
least one year prior to transplanting
to allow time for lime to react.
For this season, if a field has a

borderline pH ‘of 5.8 to 6.4 and
lime has not already been added to
correct this problem, then consider
the following practices to reduce
manganese toXicity.

Band 80 to 90 percent of the
nitrogen fertilizer, at least 10 to 12
inches from the tobacco row ten
days after transplanting.  This
separates the bulk of acid-forming
fertilizer from young plant roots.
Use ammonium nitrate instead of
UREA.

Apply molybdenum in setter
water at transplant. Use one-fourth
to one-half pound sodium
molybdate per acre divided equally
among the number of barrels of
water used per acre.

Finally, soil test early for next
year's tobacco ground and apply
lime in fall as needed to bring soil
pH to 6.6. By following these
management  strategies, growers
should be able to avoid tobacco
