Judge Venters does not 
release Lovell on bond

Accused murderer David Lovell 

remains in jail this week, after a hear-
ing in the case last Thursday. 

Rockcastle Circuit Judge Dan 
Venters issued an order on Wednes-
day ruling that Lovell should not be 
released from bond, although he and 
his parents brought $50,000 cash to 
the Rockcastle Circuit Clerk's office 
on April 12. 

Lovell, 33, and his wife Barbara, 
25, were indicted on March 12, for 
the murder of Charles "Toddy" Baker, 
32, of ML Vemon, who was shot to 
death. Baker had been missing since 
May of 1997. 

The day that David Lovell and 
his parents attempted to post the 
$50,000cash bond, an agent with the 
Federal Drug Enforcement Agency, 
seized the money. The agent told the 
Lovell's the government had reason 
to believe the money was generated 
through the sale of illegal drugs. 

Venters ruled that because the 
bond was never completed and be-
cause Clerk Teresa Vanzant did not 
actually accept the moneyrthe bond 
was not posted and Lovell cannot be 

from jail. 
JudgeVenters did agree to change 

the requirements of both the Lovell's 
bond from a cash bond to a property 
bond. 

Venters ruled that they could post 
another $50,000 cash bond or a 

$50,000 property bond each and be 
released while proceedings in the case 
continue. 

As part of the bond agreement the 
Lovells cannot travel outside 
Rockcastle County and can have no

Towery said he wasn't sure when 
the company would be in operation, 
but officials had reached agreement 
for Integrity Mold and Die to locate 
in the current industrial park. 

Third district magistrate Bill 
McKinney said that he had talked to 
some <Jf the employees that currently 
work at Integrity in Berca and they 
told him they hoped to be in the park 
by the first of the year.

Over the last couple of years 
there's been much moaning and 
groaning in northern Garrard and 
Southern Jessamine County about 
their horrible isolation from the rest 

-of the world. 
1 You see, these horribly deprived 
^individuals live on a four lane or 

improved two lane road where the 
speed limit is only 55 miles per hour. 
It's a virtually curvcless road, but 
between Nicholasville and Lexing-
ton somebody had had the audacity 
to install half a dozen traffic lights at 
various intersections. 

Once you get to the outskirts of 
Lexington you have to take another 
fourlane.againwithspeedlimitsand 
traffic lights to get over to 1-75.' 
Depending on where you live in 
Garrard County it's a trip than can 
sometimes take over thirty minutes. 
But" if you listen to tKe griping and 
moaning of a few well-heeled politi-
cal supporters and the puppets they 
send to Frankfort, you'd think they 
lived at the bottom of a deep dark 
canyon and theonlywayoutisapath 
up the side of a cliff. 

The only solution, they maintain, 
is a more direct route to 1-75 so they've 
been putting pressure on Patton and 
Pals to do just that. Fortunately, 
however, up until just recently, 
common sense has prevailed. Com-
mon sense being held by land-own-

ers and rural citizens who love their 
way of lifeand whoalso have enough 
money to hire some lawyers. 

But a politician never saw a road 
project he didn't like and as a result, 
the desperately not needed 1-75 con-
nector has moved to Southern Gar-
rard County and suddenly we've got 
a handful of folks in Lancaster and 
LexfogKtn̂ WfiocaiV't live without it. 
And. of course we've got a few poli-
ticians \who see all that bacon and 
ihey can't wait to get it in the frying 
pan. \ 

Granted Highway 52 has a few 
miles that nftcd straightening out for 
safely, but we've already got that 
funded and approved and construc-
tion scheduled ib commence and so 
forth. There are a>so a few places on 
1295 between Lancaster and 
Richmond that coiild use a little 
widening and straightening, also for 
safety reasons. 

Unfortunately there arc also some 
absentee land owners who recognize 
that their farm land might be worth 
considerably more if a new 50 mil-
lion dollar road were built instead of 
taking the common sense approach. 

To make a long story short, the 
peaches and cream crowd from the 
Kentucky Department of Transpor-
lation and their hired bull-manure 

' spreaders called a public meeting at 

the Paint Lick Elementary 
where th$y could with great excite-
ment and enthusiasm explain how 
wonderful things were going to be 
whea they finished wrecking a few 
dozen homes and run the fast lane 
through the rest of our lawns. 

Highway 52. as it now exists," is 
itself a community. Our little town of 
Paint Lick is the center of that com-
munity complete with a bank, post 
office, garage, grocery store, fire 
department, half a dozen churches 
and so forth. WeJike it just the way it 
is and that's the reason we love living 
here. 

However, we don't have the 
money that the more northern folks 
have. We can't afford the lawyers 
and we don't have the political clout 
so we are easy pickings for the road 
crew. Or so ihey think right now. 

There are any number of ways to 
builda road that would leave us alone 
and be a straight line from Highway 
27 to 1-75 that wouldn't require 

ni ving more than a few homes. It 
might split up some of that farm land 
that is currently dancing around as 
visions of subdivisions in the heads 
ofafew landowners who are the only 
ones who want the road in the first 
place. 

I suggest to the politicians and the 
road freaks that they rem a plane and 
fly about a while if they want to sec 
where a road could go that wouldn't 
destroy our way "of 1 ife and our peace 
of mind. Then build the darn thing 
even though it's needed less than we 
need English saddles for every head 
of beef cattle hereabouts. But leave 
us alone. 

, In the meantime, I just hope they 
get that bull manure stench cleaned 
up at Paint Lick Elementary School 
before classes resume this fall. Teach-
ers and little children shouldn't have 
to put with the odor. And the next 
time the same crowd comes to town, 
I suggest we have the meeting at the 
stockyards. At least somebody is hired 
to shovel it out once in a while.

alcd with the work m the kitchen that 
I could crowd in. These two cup-
boards filled the space on each side of 
the chimney built between the living 
room and kitchen and at that time the 
only built in storage area in the house. 

In desperation for a place for my 
treasured glass d ishes, many of which 
were fancy wedding gifts. I used one 
of the two big antique book cases. 
The glass doors, which could be 
locked but seldom was, protected the 
dishes from dirt or careless hands. It 
was used as a 'divider between the 
dining area and storage area. An oak 
kitchen cabinet took up a little more 
valuable space but was sorely needed 
for the purpose of which it was built, 
it held (lour, sugar, meal, bread board 
and rolling pen, plus the two shelves 
for every day dishes. This had to be 
placed in the dining room since the 
kitchen was too small for it. 

Beneath the kitchen window a 
mental topped table was placed to 
hold the water bucket and wash pan. 
A full white skirt with trimming that 
matched the curtains was fastened 
around the table. This was my hiding 
place when I would be scared by 
strange noises late at night before 
Mat would get home from town. I 
would put a lighted lamp, the rifle, 
and Judy beneath the table and crawl 
under the curtain so the lightcouldn't 
be seen from outside and wait for the 
sound of his truck nearing the house 
before I'd draw a sigh of relief, un-
fold my legs, set the lamp and rifle 
out side the curtained cubby-hole. • 

arouse the baby and crawl back out in 
time to meet him when he came in. 

For several years I was desper 
ately afraid of strange noises when I 
. was alone. I had healQ so much about 
the violence in the area, and knew 
some of it was still going on my life 
became a torture when Mat was gone 
till after dark. Then, I took control of 
my fears and with the protection of 
my dog and rifle put them away till 
some future time when they may be 
needed. 

The taking care of fresh milk each 
morning and night was chore I had 
not been accustomed to so room had 
to be found for milk bucket, gallon 
jars to store it in, and a handy place to 
do the straining took any stray bits of 
hairor foreign material that may have 
fallen into it. And oh yes, it was 
clean. Then it was taken to the spring 
tq be cooled. There is nothing better 

than fresh milk cooled in a spring. Or 
buttermilk made from it whCT it was 
a few days old. More about churning 
later. 

Beside the cook stove wasa wood 
box. which held coal as often as it did 
wood, and a bucket for ashes. Oh y es. 
this little room was crowded but I 
managed to do a lot of cooking in it. 
The living room was just as crowded-
withjny antique piano and Mat's 
other book case taking up most of the 
space and the heating stove taking up 
the center of the floor. Yet we found 
room for a couple of chairs and at 
various limes a couch or half bed, a 
table to'set the radio on and room for 
visitors for the welcome mat was al-
ways out. 

I always thought our bedroom 
was the nicest of all. It was the big-
gest and I tried to arrange our five 
piece bedroom set and Judy's baby 
b(d so each piece showed up to it's 
best advantage. 

All the floors in the house as well 
as the ceiling were made of pine. The 
floors would later be covered with 
hard wood and (he ceiling varnished. 
But for now sweeping the wide pine 
boards was all that was needed to 
freshen it up. Of course the kitchen 
had to be cleaned with soap and water 
and occasionally the living room 
when I could catch Mat away long 
enough to do it He never appro ved of 
getting a wood floor wet. But what 
else could I do with all the dirt carried 
in from the bam and fields? I sur-
vived! 

When we moved into the house 
in the fall of 37 Judy was crawling 
and exploring everything she could 
find. One day when she had been 
quite for awhile I found her in the 

bedroom kissing and patting the face 
of the baby that grinned back at her 
from the full length mirror of the 
vanity. On the bottom shelf of the 
vanity I kept my scant makeup sup-
ply and she had found the powder and 
her curious baby fingers had quickly 
learned how to open it and experi-
ment with the soft white stuff inside. 
There wasn'tmuch wasted but it was 
time for lesson number one in train-
ing a child what it can and cannot do. 
I scolded enough till she knew I was 

unhappy then explained it was not to 
happen again.. She was a dear baby 
and seemed to understand what I was 
telling her. 11 was not put up out <Sf her 
reach and she never bothered it again. 
even though that became her favorite 
place to play with "the other baby." 

One of Mat's workhands stopped 
by occasionally and while there would 
play with Judy till she became at-
tached to him enough so when he 
came in she would crawl up to him 
and reach up. knowing he would pick 
her up. Then he would stand her on 
the floor close to his legs and say in 
his funny voice, "Come on now lets 
walk a little bit." We had also been 
doing the same thing but I think he 
had more influence than we did for 
one day after one of these visits I 
heard a hesitant tap tap on the floor 
close to where I was working in the 
kitchen and looked up to see my baby 
tottering there. 

Then she plumped down but-got 
back up immediately and never again 
did 1 find her crawling. Now she had 
a real world to explore. One that 
could be reached by tiptoeing and 
tugging at pretty things beyond her 
reach before. And shequickly learned 
where her diapers were and would go 
to the bottom shelf where they were 
stored, get one and bring it to me 
when she needed a change. In the 
evenings she and I would sit on the 
front step and watch the stars and 
moon light up the sky. Even though 
she was only a baby it was at this time 
in her life Mat began telling her about 
the constellation. He was an avid 
believer in it was never to early to 
begin filling the mind of a child with 
worthwhile things.

FLOOD COMPENSATION 
PROGRAM ENDS JULY 2ND 

On September 10.1997, the Sec-
retary of Agriculture declared a ma-
jor disaster in the State or Kentucky, 
based on damages and losses to crops 
due to heavy rains and flash flooding, 
that occurred on June 16 and 17, 
1997. Rockcastle County was one of 
the four counties that was declared 
eligible for Federal disaster assis-
tance including FSA (Farm Service 
Agency) emergency (EM) loans. 

There was42 million dollars made 
available for eligible producers who 
have incurred multi-year crop and 
grazing losses because of flooding. 
Twelve million will be used to com-
pensate livestock and nonlivestock 
producers with eligible flooded land 
that was inaccessible or incapable of 
crop production, grazing or haying 
during FY 1998, and 30 million dol-
lars for all eligible producers who 
have insured multi-year crop and 
grazing losses because of flooding. 
Eligibility criteria is if a farm was 
inaccessible or incapable of produc-
tion at all times during FY 1998 
because of flooding and has been 
subject to continuous flooding since 
October 1.1992. 

Signup for FCP is scheduled to 
begin on May 17. 1999 and end on 
July 2. 1999. Producers may file an 
application for benefits anytime dur-
ing this signup period in the county 
where the loss occurred. If there arc 
any questions please call 606-256-
2525 or stop by the Farm Service 
Agency during normal working 
hours. 

NONINSURED CROP DISAS-
TER ASSISTANCE PROGRAM 

The Noninsured Crop Disaster 
Assistance Program (NAP) provides 
crop loss protection for growers of 
many crops for which FCIC insur-
ance is not available.

Eligible crops are commercial 

crops grown for food and fiber. Also 
included are floriculture, ornamental 
"nursery, Christmas tree crops, 
turf grass sod, seed crops, aquacoi-
ture (including ornamental fisfc)«iid 
industrial crops. Also, losses resttft-
ing from natural disaster not covered 
by the crop insurance policy may be 
eligible for NAP assistance. NAP 
does not include trees grown for 
wood, paper or pulp products.

Pensol said Tuesday that the li-
brary board was certainly in favor of 
the Centernet project and that if the 
county so desired to build on to the 
library that was their decision.

My son spent some time with us 
this summer and then returned to 
Northern Kentucky University where 
he is a student.

Few parents want a thirty-seven 

year old around the house perma-
nently. 

The teenage years arc an impor-

tant time of preparation for leaving 
for both parents and children. The 
struggle between parents who want 
to help (and control) and young people 
who want to be independent are often 
a part of these years. Adolescence 
can become a power struggle which 
both sides sometimes take to the 
extreme. 

I remember the "Cereal Bowl 
War" at our house. It began over 
whether tho boys would put their 
cereal bowls in the dishwasher. It 
ended as a power struggle as I laid 
down the law, "Oh yes, you will take 
that bowl to the sink, because I told 
you to!" This battle had little to do 
with cleanliness and responsibility 
and a lot to do with who was in 
control. 

The father in the Parable of the 
Prodigal Son (Luke 15) knew how 
and when to let go. When his younger 
son asked for his inheritance and 
wanted to leave, the father allowed 
him to do so. Even though he knew 
his son was making a mistake and 
even though it broke his heart, he did 
not turn this into a power struggle. 

The father could have berated his 
son, "You're not going anywhere! 
You're going to stay here and work 
on this farm like your brother does. 
I*ve worked and slaved to provide for 
you, and I'm not going to let you 
throw away half of what I have built. 
Now get out there on that tractor and 
get to work!'

Ulackshank is a fungal disease 
which affccts the roots and lower 
stein of tobacco plants. Uy 
damaging the roots abiliuto absorb 
water and the stems abiln to move 
water up into (he plant,ffs disease 
can lower production or even kill 
plants. 

The first signs of blackshank arc 
very similar to drowning. A wilted 
plant scalds and dies. Ulackshank 
affcctcd plants will wilt during hot 
afternoons but return to normal 
overnight. After 2 to 4 days 
willing, many plants will scald and 
die. Upon further investigation, 
the roots and lower stem may show 
dark brown to black diseased areas. 
The key to positive identification is 

splitting the stem and finding pith 
separated in disk. You could 
describe this as if dimes were 
stacked one upon the oilier Willi a 
small spacc between. A lab test is 
available (o confirm visual 
identification. Only one other tiling 
normally causes disking of the 
stents pith. When lightning strikes 
tobacco, disking occurs. However, 
the mid-vein of leaves will turn 
black, distinguishing it from 
blackshank. 

The fungus which caused black-
shank is moved from one infcctcd 
field to another by several methods. 
Anything that can move dirt or 
plant trash can move the black-

shank fungus. Most typically, we 
see blackshank moved to a farm by 
borrowing infcctcd transplants from 
a farm with blackshank. However, 
this is not the only means. Sharing 
plows, disk harrows and setters can 
allow soil from one field U> lie 
uloved to another. Mud andliirf 
clinging to tires can move soil frqm 
infcctcd fields, liven cattlc can 
possibly move soil from fields. 
Fields located in (lood prone areas' 
allow soil to be moved in to 
streams as well as downstream 
fields in die flood plane. Fanners, 
themselves can be die biggest 
mover as dicy spread stalks and 
stripping room trash on fields. 

Ulackshank has the ability to 
survive in soil for many years. 
Farmers consider this Utc worst of 
tobacco diseases bccausc it slays 
around and causes such high losses. 

The best method for control is to 
return infcctcd fields to sod. Move 
to fields that have not been in 
tobacco and use resistant varieties. 
If you arc limited in land for 
rotations, use resistant varieties 
plus Kidomil. 

Since blackshank can cause large 
losses, require lower yielding 
resistant varieties and expensive 
amounts of chemicals, the best 
control method is one of 
prevention. Do not borrow plains 
and clean all cquipmcut used in 
other tobacco fields. 
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Knowing how and when to.Ict the 

child go isone of the difficult parts of 
parenting. Letting go too soon is not 
good. I have seen thirteen-year-old 
children who have no parental guid-
ance, and this is not fair to the child. 
On the other hand I have seen thirty-
five-year-old adults still looking to 
Mom and Dad to make their deci-
sions. And 1 have seen parents who 
continually interfere in the lives of 
their adult children, making it diffi-
cult for these young adults to grow up 
and causing misery for everyone 
involved. 

As the parents of two fledgling 
adults, I know the difficulty of keep-
ing the proper balance. I pray for the 
wisdom of the father in the parable, 
so that I can discern when it is time to 

— let them go.

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One Nation Under God 
America's Christian Heritage

The heritage of this nation is one 

that historically, has been undenia-
bly intertwined with religion. Begin-
ning with accounts of the Spanish 
Explorers and going on to the Pil-
grims, the Colonists,' the Civil War 
and after, religion has had a strong 
positive effect both on our history 
and on the successful development of 
our nation.

It was taken from a letter 
from Thomas Jefferson, and the 
meaning was twisted to fit the wants 
of a certain group of people, human-
ists.

It was at 
this point that the elder statesman, 
Ben Franklin, rose to speak and qui-
etly said. "In the beginning of this 
contest with Britain, when we were 
sensible of danger, we had daily 
prayers in this room for Divine pro-

tection. Our prayers. Sir, were heard, 
and they were •graciously answered. 
All of us who were engaged in the 
struggle must have observed frequent 
instances of a super-intending Provi-
dence in our favor.. .And have we not 
forgotten this powerful Friend? Or 
do we imagine we no longer need his 
help? I have lived. Sir, a long time 
and the longer I live, the more con-
vincing proofs I see of this truth: that 
God governs in the affairs of man, 
and if a sparrow cannot fall to the 
ground without His notice, is it prob-
able that an empire can rise without 
His aid? We have been assi 
in the Sacred Writings that exi$puhe 
Lord build the house, they labor in 
vain that build iL I firmly believejhis. 
I also believe that without His Con-
curring aid, we shall succeed in the 
political building no better than tfke 

resilience, balance and timelessness 
of the Constitution and most of the 
framers knew iL 

Furthermore our brilliant 
Constitution and its Bill of Rights, 
the basisofouron-goingUnion, could 
not have come out of the selfish, 
dissent-filled atmosphere that first 
pervaded the Convention. It would 
not have been successful had not 
Franklin stood and called for prayer. 
The success of both the Convention 
and the Constitution wasadirect result 
of the delegates turning to prayer 
"every morning before proceeding to 
business." 

Moreover. George Washington 
also avidly believed in the impor-
tance of prayer. Numerous paintings 
show him in prayer; even the stained 

itfe4 Sir. -̂ -gl̂ ss window in the U.S. Congres-
:«ipt the sional Chapel portrays him kneeling 

in prayer. In his inaugural Address, 
after his selection as the first Presi-
dent of the United States, he told 
Congress; "It would be peculiarly 
improper to omit, in this first official 

builders of the tower of Babel; we\ act, my fervent supplication to that 
shall be divided by our little, partial \ 
local interests; our project will be 
confounded; and we ourselves shall 
become a reproach and be worn down 
to future ages. And what is worse, 
mankind may hereafter from this 
unfortunate instance, despair of es-

tablishing government by human 
wisdom and leave it to chance, war or 
conquest I therefore beg leave to 
move that, henceforth, prayers im-
ploring the assistance of Heaven and 
its blessings on Our deliberation be 
held in this assembly every morning 
before we proceed to business." 

That brief discourse marked the 
turning point for the future of the 
nation. Franklin's rebuff rearranged 
the priorities of the delegates, they 
indeed did stop to pray: They ad-
journed and for almost three days 
they prayed, attended church and 
listened to preachers challenge and 
inspire them. Afterwards, they got on 
with the business of creating the new 
Constitution. How successful were 
they? "We the people of the United 
States. . Thus begins what has 
become the oldest written constitution 
still in effect today. The greatest legal 
minds of two centuries have contin-
ued to marvel at it as being almost 
beyond the scope and dimension of 
human wisdom. When one stops to 
consider the enormous problems the 
Constitution somehow anticipated 
and the challenges and testings it 
foresaw, that state ment appears more 
understand than exaggerated. For not 
even the collec live genius of the fledg-
ling .United States of America could 
claim credit for the fantastic strength.

Almighty Being, who rules over the 
^universe. who presides in the coun-
t s of nations, and whose providen-
tial aids can supply every human 
defact, that His benediction may 
consecrate to the liberties and happi-
ness of the peopleof the United States. 
Every step by which they have ad-
vanced to the character of an inde-
pendent nation seems to have distin-
guished by some token of providen-
tial agency.. .We ought to be no less 
persuaded that the propitious smiles 
of Heaven can never be expected on 
a nation that disregards the eternal 
rules of order and right which Heaven 
itself has ordained." 

For eight years Washington with 
the help of God wisely and skillfully ' 
guided this nation to a position from 
which its continued strength and 
development would be assured. In 
his farewell Address, Washington 
warned; "Of all the dispositions and 
habits which lead to political pros-
perity, religion and morality arc in-
dispensable supports. . .And let us 
with caution indulge the supposition 
that morality can be maintained with-
out religion.. .reason and experience 
both forbid us to expect that national 
morality can prevail in exclusion of 
religious principle. This simply is not 
the case. In fact the phrase "wall of 
separation" is not found in the 
Constitution, nor is the term "separa-
tion of church and state." Thomas 
Jefferson used the phrase "wall of 
separation between church and state." 
in a letter written in 1802. There is 
ample historical evidence to prove 
that the original intent of our found-
ing fathers is exactly what they wrote 
in the First Amendment to the 
Constitution and not what our courts 
and legislatures have interpreted it to 
mean in recent years. 

Our forefathers were very ada-
mant that government (the "state) not 
be permitted to: (1) establish a fed-
eral, "state" religion, or (2) prohibit 
the free exercise of religion (accord-
ing to the.dictates of the individual 
conscience.) Today there arc those 
with their liberal ideology that have 
becr>4uccejsful in twisting the cop-
ccpt oftKe separation of church and 
state to mean separation of God from 
government They have convinced 
us that church should not expose 
corruption and immoral legislation, 
and that Christians should not be 
active in "politics."'They insist that 
the moral standards of God's law 
have no bearing on the laws of our 
land. Yet the government has as-
serted its control over the churches! 
Actually, the Supreme Court and our 
Congress have violated the guaran-
teesoftheFirstAmendment! Though 
forbidden from establishing a "state" 
religion, the federal government is 
subsidizing the public schools of our 
nation with millions of dollars to teach 

"humanism," which is defined as a 
religion in a 1961 Supreme Court 
ruling! Humanism is defined by 
Websters Dictionary as a,'non theis-
tic, rationalists movement that holds 
that man is capable of self-fulfill-
ment, ethical conduct, etc. wTthout 
recourse tosupematural ism. Human-
ism can also be described as the intel-
lectual and cultural secular move-
ment that stemmed from the study of 
classical literature and culture during 
the Middle Ages and was one of the 
key factors giving rise to the Renais-
sance. 

. Also, though forbidden to pro-
hibit the fre^exercise of religion, our 
Supreme Court and Congress,have 
outlawed prayer and Bible reading 
from our schools, which used the 
Bible as the primary textbook from 
their inception. The First Amend-* 
ment was required by the slates in 
order to limit the power of the federal 
government, and to prevent it from 
establishing a national denomina-
tional church, such as existed in 
England. It was designed to protect 
state-established churches or state-
preferred Christian denominations, 
since at the time of the First Amend-
ment in 1791 over one third of the 
thirteen colonies had established 
churches. In his 1805 inaugural ad-
dress, Jeffersonclarified that hissiate-
ment separation of church and state 
referred to the separation between 

church and the Federal government. 
He was simply saying that the Fed-
eral government should not impose a 
church upon its people as England 
had done. 

Thomas Jefferson's "wall of sepa-
ration" phrase has not only been 
grossly misinterpreted in its original 
content, but it has now been tragi-* 
cally misapplied to mean separation 
of God from government God has 
never been apart of government 
explain to my why the phrase, "In 
God WeTrust" appears opposite the 
President of the Senate, who is the 
Vice President of the United Stales. 
The same phrase, in large words is 
inscribed in the marble, backdrops in 
the House of Representatives. Above 
the head of the Chief Justice of the 
Supreme Court are the Ten Com-
mandments, with the gregtAmerican 
eagle protecting them. Moses is in-
cluded among the great law givers in 
Herman A. MacNeil's marble sculp-
ture group on the cast front. The crier 
who opens each session closes with 
the words, "God save the United 
States and the Honorable Court."En-
graved on the metal cap on the top of 
the Washington Monument arc the 
words: "Praise by to God." Lining 
the walls of the stairwell arc such 
biblical phrases as "Search the Scrip-
tures", "Holiness to the Lord", 'Train 
up a child in the way he should go, 
and when he is old he will not depart 
from it" In the Library of Congress 
numerous quotations from Scripture 
can be found within its walls. One 
reminds each American of his re-
sponsibility to his Maker "Whatdoth 
the Lord require of thee, but to do 
justly and love mercy and walk 
humbly with they God" (Micah 6:8). 
Another is, "The light shincth in the 
darkness, and the darkness comprc-
hendeth it not" (John 1:5). 

At the Lincoln Memorial millions 
have stood and gazed up at the statue 

tof the great Abraham Lincoln. The 
sculptor who chiseled the features of 
Lincoln in granite all but seems to 
make Lincoln speak his own words 
inscribed in to the walls,".. .That this 
Nation, under God, shall have a new 
birth of freedom, and that govern-
ment of the people, by the people, 
shall not perish from the earth." At 
the opposite end, on the north wall, 
his Second Inaugural Address alludes 
to "God," the "Bible," "providence," 
"the Almighty" and "divine attrib-
utes." It then continues: "As was said 
3,000 years ago, so it still must be 
said, "The judgements of the Lord 

arc true and righteous altogether." At 
the Jefferson Memorial on the south 
banks of Washington's Tidal Basin, 
Thomas Jefferson still speaks: "God 
who gave us life liberty. Can the 
liberties of a nation be secure when 
wc have removed a conviction that 
these liberties are the gift of God? 
Indeed I tremble for my country when 
I reflect that God is just that his 
justice will not sleep forever." Sena-
tor Byrd cited these words of Jeffer-
son as "a forceful and explicit warn-
ing that to remove God from this 
country will destroy it" 

Ben Franklin clearly expressed the 
need to include Christian principles 

in public aspects of our nation when 
he stated: "He who shall introduce 
into public affairs the principles of 
primitive Christianity will change the 
face of the world. Wc must return to 
the place where wc belie ve this whole-
heartedly. We had Christian prin-
ciples in govemmcntand experienced 
its results. Tochoose the better way is 
as easy as having no choice: Chris-
tian principles in government bene-
fited everyone. Wcmustreturnto our 
roots.
