What is a Concussion?
Presented by Dr. Callie Shaffer

After an accident an individual may ask, "Was there a con-
cussion?" Sometimes it is not clear whether or not there has been
a concussion.

A concussion is when there is a sudden change in brain func-
tion due to trauma.  Usually the doctor asks, "Were you knocked
out?" If so, there has been a concussion.

But the change in brain function does not
need to be a complete loss of consciousness.
A concussion has occurred if there has been
a disturbance of vision (such as double vi-
sion), loss of balance, or similar symptoms
related to impaired brain function.

With a concussion, there normally has
been no structural damage to the brain, such as bleeding. Never-
the-less, there may be long-term problems related to the injury,
such as chronic headaches or dizziness.

In checking for a concussion, the doctor or coach asks ques-
tions to check one's orientation (what day is it?, where are you?)
and memory (what did you eat for breakfast?).

There is a temporary loss of memory which lasts for minutes
in mild concussions and for over a day in more severe concus-
sions.

In the hospital, the doctor will check for any abnormalities in
sensation, muscle strength, balance and coordination.

If a person has severe or repeated concussions, he may de-
velop a post-concussion syndrome consisting of headaches, diz-
ziness, irritability and fatigue.  This may last for several months
or longer.

There is also the risk of serious harm from concussions if
there are two or more concussions within a 1-2 month period.

My recent reminiscing about
my grandfather and the local
hardware store in my hometown
prompted me to take a literal
“walk down memory lane.”
Last week, I decided to spend
an afternoon visiting the 100-
year-old business, which is now
a piece of Mt. Vernon history.

While she was busy,
I walked around the room look-
ing at all of the gadgets and
equipment lining the shelves
and walls. I found a wooden
record player with a 78 rpm
record on the turntable. Marty
noticed me looking at it and
said, “David Joe, it still works!”

In another counter I found a
large collection of Case knives.
(I had to restrain myself from
reaching for my wallet to make
a purchase.) Next time, I may
have to buy one for my collec-
tion – especially since my first
knife came from this same store
54 years ago. I also found a
spade that I need because I re-
cently broke the one that I have.
The price was $7.95. That is not
a misprint.

When the customer had fin-
ished shopping and Marty had
returned to sit and chat, another
great friend of mine appeared.
Her name is Shirley. It was al-
most like returning to high
school. As we talked about our
days together growing up,
memories of my youth came
rushing back.

About that time, a lady
walked into the store and
Shirley started to introduce the
two of us. Before she could do
so, I greeted the newcomer,
“Hello Nancy.” Marty com-
mented that Nancy was from
Broadhead, so how would I
know her? Nancy said, “David
Joe and I used to ride around in
his ‘58 Chevy.” The Mt. Vernon
girls were more than surprised
to learn that my cruising days

Dear Journal,
It was complete, except for

the pillow fight. Six girlfriends
from my church and myself had
stayed a long weekend at the
Marriott in Columbus, Ohio.
Four of us had traveled together
and the other three met us there.
We all arrived Friday in the mid-
afternoon and stayed until Mon-
day morning.

We
went to a couple of nice
steakhouses, the Olive Garden,
a couple of burger joints, the
café at the hotel, and the Waffle
House for breakfast.

The conference was a suc-
cess. We enjoyed several nice
and inspirational sermons. The
special music was so wonder-
ful. One song in particular even
brought tears to the eyes of
grown men. The local brethren
managed to get better ac-
quainted, and we even met sev-
eral new brethren from the five
states that had been invited. We
all look forward to the next op-

The Uncle’s theme has been
so popular over the last couple
of weeks that it seems only pru-
dent to dwell thereon.  I’ve had
more email and/or phone calls
as a result of my recollection of
Uncle Jim and Uncle Willie that
it seems a shame to stop now.

I’ve written about Uncle
Stevie Craft many times over
the years.  He was more like a
Grandfather than an Uncle to
me.  He married my Mom’s
older sister, Nan, and their kids
pretty much grew up with Mom.
They were my cousins but they
always treated me more like
aunts and uncles.

Vada Craft Caudill, widow
of Bufford Caudill  as in the fall
beans that I named for him 20
years or so ago, . is Uncle
Stevie’s and Aunt Nan’s daugh-
ter.  Vada, who is still very much
alive,  still lives on Blair Branch
and we won’t talk about age
here.  Suffice to say her oldest
daughter is one year younger
than me.

My three brothers and I grew
up with Buford and Vada’s three
sons and two daughters on an
almost parallel  age scale and
we were mostly in the same
grades throughout elementary
and high school.

Uncle Stevie was their
grandfather and they called him
Papaw or Pop but he was always
Stevie  to me.

He had a disability from the
Spanish American War that he
would never talk about.

I’m not sure what the war did
to him---just that it was not a
subject of discussion and that he
never kept much Army memo-
rabilia hanging around.

Uncle Stevie was a man of
the woods.  Not only that but
he was the consummate veg-
etable gardener.  He kept chick-
ens and hogs and for many years
into my early teens, a milk cow.
During my youth I would plow
his  acre+ garden with a bull
tongue plow pulled behind old
Dock, our big Percheron work
horse.  It was supposed to be a
family-helping-family deal but
Uncle Stevie would slip me five
bucks which would be like hav-
ing 50 now.

I bought my first shotgun
from Albert Dean Blair when I

was in like seventh grade---a
model 37, 16 gauge Winches-
ter single shot after pooling my
Grit Newspaper profits with a
generous contribution from
Uncle Stevie.  It was such a
pretty thing and, as I recall he
charged me 20 dollars for it.
Uncle Stevie told me that if I ‘d
offered Albert Dean fifteen dol-
lars and waited a day or two and
walked by his house counting
my money every once in awhile,
I could have saved five dollars
on that gun.

“Them Blairs’ eyes will light
up if you wave some money in
front of them”, he’d say.

But it was in the woods that
Uncle Stevie taught me so
much.  How to recognize gin-
seng and yellow root (Gold-
enseal) May Apple,  wild gin-
ger, yarrow, shawnee lettuce,
snakeroot and on and on.  How
to recognize every tree in the
forest and what they were good
for.

How to tell if the hickory
hulls had been chewed by squir-
rels this morning or last night.
How to thump gently on your
chest and make a grouse fly into
shooting range.

How to squint your left
cheek to sauack and talk like a
squirrel or suck the back of your
wrist just right and imitate a
wood duck.  .

How to go on the steep
mountainside and grow a new
ground planting of cornfield
beans under the timber and pack
out 50 pound sacks of  perfect
string beans in July.

How to place a Prince Albert
tobacco can more than a hun-
dred yards from a ground hog’s
hole, and sight your gun in un-
til you could hit the Prince in
the head and then lie still as
death back in the poplars .   How
to hit that whistle pig between
the eyes at ten times the normal
range for a ;22  and think noth-
ing of the accomplishment.

He was much much more
than that, was my Uncle Stevie
Craft and I should be working
on a book.

In the meantime, I still call
owls the way Uncle Stevie
taught me.

They even answer in Wind
Gap from time to time.

Taking the Kids: Good News for Area
Foster Placements

VIEW FROM THE BENCH

I recently heard a former
South Carolina judge compar-
ing the displacement of Ameri-
can children from their own
homes into foster placements
with the mass exodus of New

O r l e a n s ’
residents in
the wake of
Hurr icane
Katrina.  At
first glance,
this didn’t
seem much
of an anal-
ogy.  But on
closer ex-

amination, the comparison in-
vokes some startling and dis-
turbing similarities.

Approximately 500,000
people were forced out of their
homes by Katrina.  About the
same number-one-half a mil-
lion-children are removed annu-
ally from their parents’ care.
Most of these children are
placed in foster care.  To a child,
the prospect of being ripped
from a parent’s arms and placed
in an unfamiliar setting with
complete strangers may be even
more traumatic than the experi-
ence of a complete family unit
being forced to reside in an
emergency shelter or temporary
housing.  At the very least, a dis-
placed family has each other for
emotional support.

Not so for a small child sud-
denly thrust into a stranger’s
home.

The tragic consequences of
Katrina have been well docu-
mented and are easily under-
stood.  The effects of foster
placement on American youth
and the economic impact on so-
ciety are not so easily recog-
nized.

The direct non-economic
impact on foster children relates
to the stress of being placed

into unfamiliar surround-
ings, sometimes in a culturally

different environment, and the
continuing uncertainty of know-
ing the future.  The economic
costs of foster placement on tax-
payers related to the forced re-
moval of children alleged to be
dependent, neglected or abused
are tremendous.  A recent study
indicates that the costs of a
single foster placement in Ken-
tucky for a thirty day period ex-
ceeds $50,000.00.  Of course,

for many children, foster place-
ment is short-term, perhaps only
a few days, but for many unfor-
tunate children, temporary fos-
ter placement may involve
months or even years in differ-
ent foster homes.

There is, however, positive
news for Kentucky children-
particularly in our community.
We are fortunate to live in a so-
ciety which has the ability to
remove children from danger-
ous environments and to pro-
vide corrective services to alle-
viate the circumstance which
engendered the removal.  Not
surprisingly these days, many--
if not most--forced removals of
children are related to the seri-
ous abuse of drugs by parents.
In most instances, trained pro-
fessionals are available to help
any family alleviate the condi-
tion which prompted the re-
moval of children.  Once that
problem has been corrected, the
children can be safely returned.
Few societies are able to pro-
vide such protection for their
citizens.

Statewide, the counties of
this judicial Circuit fared quite
well when compared against
other areas in dealing with fos-
ter children.  Pulaski and
Rockcastle Counties fall within
the Lake Cumberland foster
care area while Lincoln County
is within the rural Bluegrass re-
gion.  Looking at recent statis-
tics, it is readily apparent that
our communities are doing
something right.

In the Lake Cumberland
area, foster children spend ap-
proximately 10.6 months in fos-
ter placement before reunifica-
tion with their parents or some
permanent placement occurs,
such as adoptions.  To any child,
ten months seems like an eter-
nity and the justice system
needs to move much faster to

resolve these cases in a timely
fashion.  But, it is too much to
expect that parents who are ad-
dicted to oxycontin or metham-
phetamine can receive effective
substance abuse treatment in a
much shorter period.  Since the
first goal of the state must al-
ways be to try to reunify a child
with his or her parents, ten
months is pretty impressive.
Moreover, in most other regions
of Kentucky, children stay in
foster placements for much
longer periods.

In both the Lake
Cumberland and rural Blue-
grass areas, social service agen-
cies and the courts are very suc-
cessful in reunifying families.
Nearly 50% of all children are
able to be reunited with their
families following appropriate
intervention.  In some areas of
Kentucky, reunification occurs
in less than 40% of all cases.

And while the average costs
of foster placements statewide
exceed $50,000 for every child
who stays in foster care for
more than thirty days, that fig-
ure barely exceeds $30,000 in
the Lake Cumberland area.

At a Circuit Court judge, I
have little or no involvement in
the majority of these cases.  I
wish I could claim some respon-
sibility because these recent
studies indicate that great strides
are being made on behalf of our
children.  This news reflects
positively on those judges who
are primarily responsible for
dealing with children who are
abused, abandoned, neglected,
or who--through no fault of their
parents--are not adequately fed,
cared for, or sheltered.

The courts, the underpaid
and overworked social workers
who deal with these frightened
and fragile children, and the fos-
ter parents who provide safe,
stable and nurturing temporary
homes, deserve credit for mak-
ing some progress in reducing
the impact of forced removal
upon our most valuable citizens.
Much work, however, remains
to be done.  In the coming years,
continued efforts need to be
made to ensure that children are
not unjustly removed from their
parents, that removal occurs for
the shortest possible duration,
and that in those instances
where parents refuse to address
those behaviors which pose an
actual risk of substantial harm
to their children, that another
permanent placement is quickly
obtained.

Family Room

“After an abusive marriage,
I promised myself that would
never happen again, but it is!”
Diane said in amazement.  (All
characters are fictitious.) “The
last two men I’ve dated have
both been abusive. They all
seem so nice at first.  How can
I tell which ones are abusers?”

Over the last twelve years as
a counselor at Bethany House
Abuse Shelter in Somerset, I
have been asked that question
many times.  Victims some-
times find themselves getting
out of one abusive relationship
and into another.

Even some very intelligent
people do not know or do not
see the warning signs that could
alert them to the presence of an
abuser.

Warning Sign #1 is jealousy.
It may seem like love when he
is very possessive and wants to
know everything you did dur-
ing the day.  He may threaten
another male who has talked to
you or he may act hurt when
you talk to your boss on the
phone.  That is not love; it is
jealousy and it can lead to mis-
ery in an abusive relationship.
What seems so “sweet” at first
becomes all-encompassing as
he monitors your every move
and threatens to kill you if you
leave.

Warning Sign #2 is his want-
ing to spend every moment with
you.  As the relationship
progresses, you realize that he
is so insecure that he cannot
stand to be separated from you.
He is afraid you will leave him
if he lets you out of his sight.
As with jealousy, this quickly
becomes old, as you have no
privacy and no life of your own.

Warning Sign #3 is his rush-
ing the relationship along.  He
wants you to move in together
after a month of dating or he
wants to marry you after two
months.  Part of you is flattered
by this kind of intensity and
mistakes it for love.  Another
part of you realizes you need
more time to get to know each
other.  Abusers seem to worry
that they cannot maintain the
“nice guy” facade for long so
they must move quickly.  Mar-
rying him or moving in with
him increases his control over
you.

Warning Sign #4 is his tem-
per.  One victim told me that he
never was angry at her (until
they were married), but she had
seen him beat the dashboard in
anger at other drivers and chal-
lenge someone to a fight over a
trivial incident.  His temper may
turn on you once you reside in-
side his house.

Warning Sign #5 is his at-
tempt to control you.  “I like you
better with short hair,” he says,
and you get your hair cut.
“Don’t wear any makeup,” he
says, “you look pretty without
it.”  Or he may say, “Don’t you
think that dress is a little too
short?”  What begins as a subtle
suggestion escalates into full-
fledged control, as he tells you
what to wear, how to cut your
hair, where to go and whether
or not you can get a job.

Warning Sign #6 is his iso-
lating you from other people.  “I
want it to be just us,” he says,
“so let’s don’t take your kids.”
He may discourage you from
having friends or visiting your
family.  As the relationship in-
tensifies, he will throw a fit or
a lamp if you visit your mother,

or he will cuss you for having
lunch with a girlfriend.  The
control comes slowly, but it
comes.

Warning Sign #7 is that,
while you are madly in love,
everybody else thinks he is bad
for you.  Other people can of-
ten see the abuse/control before
you can.  Listen carefully to
what family and friends tell you.
Do not accept their advice
uncritically, but, if they are
nearly unanimous in their dis-
approval, they probably see
something that you do not.  If
they are not telling you any-
thing, ask them for an opinion.
Friends and family will some-
times say nothing because they
do not want to say something
negative about him.  It is better
to hear the negative before the
wedding than six months after
when the abuse has already be-
gun.

tion, an attorney will be as-
signed to the project for the pur-
pose of providing the Depart-
ment a title abstract of each
property's title.

They were also told that
businesses or farm operations
are entitled to receive payments
for actual reasonable moving
expenses plus qualified reestab-
lishing expenses up to $10,000.
They were were also told that,
under certain circumstances, the
businesses and  farm operators
may be eligible to receive a pay-
ment of not less than $1,000 nor
more than $20,000 in lieu of
moving expenses.

They also told heads of non-
profit organizations that they are
entitled to $10,000 for actual
moving expenses and may also
be eligible for a lump sum pay-
ments.

Owners of homes, who have
been owners for at least six
months, are eligible for as much
as $22,500 for moving expenses
and renters of rental property
are eligible for $5,250 in mov-
ing expenses.

However all transportation
employees at the meeting,
which was held at Maretburg
Baptist Church, pointed out that
there were no guarantees of the
amount of money that an indi-
vidual land owner would re-
ceive.

Officials said that after right-
of-way acquisition, 90 days
would be given to landowners
to move or re-locate and, before
they are required to move, the
state will give them a 30 day
notice as to the exact date they
must be gone.

Project manager Joe Cox
said the buying of the right-of-
ways would probably begin this
winter and construction on the
approximately six  miles of new
Hwy. 150 would likely begin in
the summer of 2008.

The cost of the right-of-way
purchases is estimated at $7.1
million and the cost of construc-
tion is estimated at nearly $25
million.

A detailed map of the new
road was on display Tuesday
and all affected property own-
ers were listed on the map.

There will be at least two
new access roads as part of the
project but the orginal Hwy. 150
will not be used.
