Monticello man
dies Thursday

A Monticello man was the
second person to lose his life
on a Rockcastle roadway in a
span of four days, when he died
as a result of an auto accident
on Hwy. 461 last Thursday
morning, in the southern part of
the county, near the School
House Hill Road.

According to Kentucky
State Police, John M. Crank,
47, was killed when his 2000
GMC Sonoma pickup crossed
the center line and hit a tractor-
trailer driven by a Morrison,
TN., man.

Crank’s truck then hit a 2006

being driver by Scott D. Lynch,
38, of Richmond.

Lynch, his three passengers
and the truck driver were not
injured.

Rockcastle County Coroner
Bill Dowell pronounced Crank
dead at the Rockcastle Hospi-
tal about an hour after the acci-
dent.

My UK Trunk

As a junior at Mt. Vernon
High School, I was already an-
ticipating going to college.
Some of my friends had already
enrolled at UK and were living
on campus in Lexington. Penny
Nunnelley and Patsy Cummins,
who had been close friends of
mine, were among those who
were already gone.

The three of us had devel-
oped a close friendship ever
since I started driving in 1960.
Patsy is actually my first
cousin, and we spent lots of
time riding around Rockcastle
County just killing time. I
missed them and looked for-
ward to the time when I too
would be living the campus
life.

The idea of living in a dorm
room caused me some concern.
I have always been a collector
of lots of “stuff.” My anxiety
about how to protect my col-
lections became a real sense of
apprehension in a 17-year-old
boy. The thought of how to se-
cure my 33 rpm albums, pho-
tos, coin collection, tools, and
other personal items began
worrying me. I would never
have considered leaving them
at home.

When I told my mother
(Bee) about my unease, she
simply replied, “David Joe, we
will have to drive over to Lex-
ington and get you a trunk.” It
was the perfect solution. My
mother was brilliant. I loved the
idea!

A few days later, she asked
me to drive her to Lexington
Luggage to see about address-
ing my problem. She was think-
ing about me leaving home, and
I am sure she wanted my col-
lege experience to be as posi-
tive as it could be. When we
arrived at the store, she ex-
plained to the gentleman that
she was interested in purchas-
ing a large trunk for her son to
take to college.

He knew exactly what we
needed and showed us a large
trunk with a sturdy lock. It was
even blue — to match UK’s col-
ors. Bee made the purchase,
and I proceeded to carry it to
my car which was parked on
the street. It was a great relief
to me that I would be able to
protect my valuables.

When we got back to Mt.
Vernon, I carried the blue trunk
to my room and began trying
to fit all of my stuff inside it.
The trunk was quite large, with
a tray that sat on top just under
the lid. At the bottom I placed
my 33 rpm album collection

and a small box filled with 45
rpm records. There was plenty
of room for my coin collection,
some necessary tools, my
Bible, my favorite photo al-
bums, and my high school year-
books. In the top tray I placed
a small box containing my
knife collection and my cam-
era.

My grandfather (Pop) pro-
vided me with a padlock to
keep my personal items under
lock and key. As soon as I
packed the trunk, I snapped the
lock on the lid and felt secure
that my special items would be
safe.

’58 Chevy. It was the first thing
that I carried into my room
when I arrived on campus. |
carefully positioned it at the
foot of my bed in my dorm
room.

For the next four years it was
used nearly every day, holding
my most valuable possessions.

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Kentucky lakes a clear choice
for learning how to
scuba dive

As a youngster, Herb Booth
dreamed of the day he could
trade his fish bowl for an
aquarium.

There aren’t a lot of oceans
in or near his hometown of
Carlisle, Kentucky, but since
1992, the route to becoming a
deep sea diver has passed
through this tiny town in the
hills of Nicholas County.

As the resident scuba diving
instructor here, Booth’s
interest in the sport began with
watching Seahunton TV in the
1960’s.

Now, as the owner and sole
employee of Reefline Scuba,
he travels near and far,
exploring underwater worlds
and teaching others how to
share his passion.

Recently, the 57-year-old
conservation officer with
Kentucky Fish and Wildlife
was at Cave Run Lake near
Morehead introducing two
members of Rowan County
Fire & Rescue to skills that
could one day help them save
a life.

“This is my biggest thrill,
taking people into the water for
the first time,” said the
ruggedly handsome out-
doorsman, watching over his
rubber-suited students like a
mother duck protecting her
ducklings.

After growing up on a
tobacco farm and graduating
from Nicholas County High in
1969, Booth decided to pursue
a career as a game warden in
1974. He started diving in 1980
and qualified to be an
instructor in the sport 13 years
later.

He received his certification
through Lexington Dive

Shop, a service he now
provides through the business
he operates out of his home in
Carlisle.

Reefline Scuba offers
recreational scuba training in
levels from scuba diver
through dive master and also
technical diving in nitrox
through full cave diver.

A trip to Carlisle isn’t
necessary as Booth takes his
classes on the road to such
locations as the YMCAs at
Maysville and Paris, to
Morehead State University and
Georgetown Pavilion. “I am
one of very few instructors
who travel to conduct classes,”

he said.
National Association of
Underwater Instructors

(NAUI) class size is limited to
10 students receiving pool and
classroom time.

Training normally consists
of six sessions, once per week
for six weeks.

Following  successful
completion of classroom and
pool training, students must do
five dives in an open-water
location. These can be
completed in locations such as
Cave Run Lake, Joe’s Quarry
near LaGrange in Oldham
County, or at locations in
Florida.

Typical cost of classroom
and confined water sessions is
in the range of $160 to $200,
depending on the facility used.
Open water dives are around
$200 if done locally, or $265
if done in Florida.

space for new cars in their show
rooms as this place devotes to
strollers. And I bet you didn’t
know that Jeep makes two
models of strollers. Actually the
Jeeps are pretty cheap com-
pared to some of the really high
priced stuff.

Almost any stroller com-
pany makes a model for twins,
at least two can accommodate
triplets and one even has a
model for quadruplets! You can
get a plain old single baby
stroller for as little as $39.00
but if you really want to
splurge, you can spend over
$700.00 on something to cart
junior around in.

Jennifer has settled on a
stroller called a Jovey Tandem
Stand On.

and I started noticing strange
lights in the western sky just
above the horizon. We liked to
watch the sun set together, and
one evening we noticed a group
of about three to five strange
lights. They were stationary,
but soon they would regroup
and make another little design,
or group. They would maintain
these various formations for a
period of two or three minutes
each. In the days ahead, we
could see these lights at least
one or two times a week on
various nights. They were con-
stant in hovering in the west-
ern sky above the horizon for
about an hour, anywhere from
six to nine o’clock. This lasted
for about a month or longer,
until they finally stopped com-
ing. We have never seen these
bright round white lights before
or since.

In most cases, UFOs can be
explained very easily, and turn
out to be nothing more than a
hoax. In other cases, there is
room for debate. I don’t sup-
pose we’ll ever know for sure
just what these mysterious
lights are which may be a good
thing. Life needs a little mys-
tery. Just think how dull life
would be if we knew all the
answers. It’s good to experi-
ence things that make you go,
“Hm-m-m.”

open-water training. Students
must furnish mask, fins, and
snorkel by the second night of
class. These items are for sale
or rent at Reefline.

Besides an ability to swim,
students should be free of
certain medical conditions
such as diabetes, asthma and
seizure disorders.

“We can’t stress enough
that divers must be in good
condition.” said Booth.
“Having a healthy circulatory
and respiratory system is
vital.”

Although a lot can go
wrong in diving, safety is
stressed, and the sport is best
practiced in teams or as a
family.

According to Booth, his
wife, along with his son and
daughter-in-law who now live
in Shelbyville, have become
certified divers. Giving gives
you a good reason to go places
with your family,” he said.

Among the best Kentucky
locations for diving are Dale
Hollow Lake, Laurel Lake,
and the aforementioned Joe’s
Quarry.

“We do a lot of our open
dives at Dale Hollow due to the
clarity of the water there.
Sometimes we see bass come
right up to our face masks and
stare at us,” he said.

Three or four trips per year
are made to Florida for cave
diving, and excursions to the
Caribbean are frequent.

“The ocean waters are so
clear for observing all types of
fish, turtles, and eels. They’re
all really friendly, too, because
they’re so used to seeing
divers,” said Booth.

Sometimes it feels like
you’re swimming inside an
aquarium.”

On April 14, 2008,
booster seat legislation was
signed into law by Kentucky
Governor Steve Beshear.

Approved by the state
legislature on April 2nd,
Kentucky’s booster set leg-
islation requireds that chil-
dren, under age seven and
between 40-50 inches in
height, use an appropriate
child safety set.

According to the national
Highway Traffic Safety Ad-
ministration, a properly in-
stalled, belt-positioning
booster seat lowers the risk
of injury to children by
nearly 60 percent, compared
with seat belts alone.

The bill requires law en-
forcement officers to issue
“courtesy warnings” for vio-
lations until 2009, after
which there will be a $30
fine with no court costs. In
addition, violators will have
the option to purchase a
booster seat instead of pay-
ing the fine.

Booster seats will be
available for children who
need them at the Longest
Day of Play at MVES on
June 18th from 4 to 8 p.m.

Holly Brown of Brodhead
has been awarded a Robert C.
Byrd Honors Scholarship to
help pay for her college educa-
tion. This scholarship award is
$1,500 a year for four years of
college.

Brown, a 2008 graduate of
Rockcastle County High
School, will attend
Transylvania University.

The Byrd Scholarship is
named for longtime U.S. Sen.
Robert C. Byrd of West Vir-
ginia, who authored the legis-
lation establishing the program
in 1985. Kentucky receives
enough funding to award schol-
arships to 84 high school se-
niors each year, with 14 cho-
sen from each of the state’s six
congressional districts. Recipi-
ents are chosen by an indepen-
dent panel, based on academic
achievement, community ser-
vice, school involvement and
counselor recommendation.

KHEAA and its sister
agency, The Student Loan
People, administer student fi-
nancial aid programs to help
Kentuckians pay for college.

Chris is the president of the
Rockcastle County Quilt Trail
project and will now help with
implementing the tourism
project statewide. Chris is a
Rockcastle County broom
maker who has a Log Cabin
quilt block at his broom mak-
ing business at Ottawa. Chris
will be assisting the UK Coop-
erative Extension Service and
the Kentucky Arts Council in
setting state guidelines for the
project.

The Kentucky Quilt Barn
Project attempts to get tourists
and local residents out into the
rural communities to see the
barn quilts and shop at small
home-based businesses. Over
30 counties in Kentucky are
participating in the project. 15
states in the Eastern part of the
U.S. are cooperating for a re-
gional effort.

The Rockcastle County
Quilt Trail now has 19 blocks
displayed on local barns and in
Mount Vernon. Jackson
County Rural Electric Coop-
erative, along with Barbara and
Ed Congleton, have hung most
of the blocks within the county.

President Jessie Mahaffey
said the board planned to dis-
cuss renovations and improve-
ments to the facility and hope-
fully take a vote on the antici-
pated repairs, renovations and
expense involved in required
work on the pool.

“They told us the pool had
been in noncompliance for sev-
eral years and that plans for
work to bring the pool into
compliance would have to be
completed and then approved
by them before we could do
anything,” he said.

“Those plans have been ap-
proved, but it is going to cost
much more than $68,000 to fix
the pool,” he added.

Mabhaffey said one local
company had estimated it
would cost $150,000 to
$175,000 to do the repair work
on the pool, which has some
major leaks and another local
contractor had said he would
work with the board to com-
plete the dozer and backhoe
work, although he did not give
a price.

The board has already spent
approximately $200,000 on the
new irrigation system with
blacktopping and work on the
pool still to do.

“We are going to lay out
everything to the membership
next Tuesday and go from
there,” the President said.

Chamber of Commerce
President Jerry Pensol was be-
fore the council to ask them if
they could possibly “tweak”
their ordinance dealing with
transient businesses selling
good in Mt. Vernon.

Pensol said a furniture
truck recently parked on Main
Street in Mt. Vernon, bought a
privilege license, which is the
only requirement of the city,
but used a fictitious name and
false federal ID number.

“We are not trying to pre-
vent others from coming into
our town to sell their goods but
they should have to follow the
same rules as our local busi-
nesses,” Pensol said in a letter
he presented to council mem-
bers at the meeting.

Pensol told the council that
a business wishing to operate
in this manner are required to
procure a Transient License
through each local County
Court Clerk’s office and, in or-
der to get this license, must
have filed an application with
the state attorney general’s of-
fice 10 days beforehand. The
penalty for not following this
procedure is a $500 fine and up
to 30 days in jail.

Pensol said that County At-
torney Billy Reynolds made
the furniture truck leave but
they just went to another loca-
tion in the city and began sell-
ing again.

“Transient businesses do
not help the city whatsoever,
they only take out,” Pensol told
the council.

The council then went into
executive session with mem-
bers of the fire department but
no action followed that meet-
ing.
