If he makes bond he is to
have no contact with
Alexander, members of her
family and he must remain
500 feet away from her.

2010 election

Rockcastle County Clerk
Norma Houk said this week
that she had had several inquir-
ies as to how property owners
affected by the city of Mt.
Vernon’s plans to annex them
into the city could be stopped.

Houk said the calls started
last Thursday morning, after
the Signal came out with a story
about the passage of a first
reading of an ordinance, that
would annex property south-
west of the city.

The ordinance calls for the

city to take in an additional
1,525 acres and approximately
350 people into the city lim-
its.

Mt. Vernon Mayor Clarice
Kirby said this week that she
had hoped to notify all of the
property owners, affected by
the annexation within a couple
of weeks, but that the state was
currently making new maps of
the county for the local PVA
office and that could delay the
letters being sent out.

Neighborhood Watch in
Brodhead being formed

Efforts are underway in the
city of Brodhead to form a
Neighborhood Watch.

Resident Sue Reed, who
participated in a Neighborhood
Watch when her family lived in
Hamilton Ohio, is spearheading
the effort.

On Monday, Reed,
Brodhead Mayor Walter Cash,
councilman Ronnie Cash and
Rockcastle Sheriff Mike Peters,
met with members of the
Keavy Neighborhood Watch
from neighboring Laurel
County, to gather information
on how to get things started.

Reed said her main concerns
were for the safety of the eld-
erly and the youth in the com-
munity.

“We all like to feel safe but
especially our kids and elderly
people need to feel safe in their
own communities and I think a
good neighborhood watch pro-
gram can benefit everyone,”
Reed said.

“We don’t want people to
think we are heading up a “tell
on your neighbor” organiza-
tion, because that could not be
further from the truth,” she
said.

“Unless you are a child
molestor, thief or someone who
hurts elderly people or children
you will have nothing to fear
from the neighborhood watch
- we will just be people look-
ing our for one another,” Reed
said.

“We don’t need the police to
help us look out for each other,
but to know they are backing
our efforts is great,” she said.

“The police have enough to
do, such as investigating
crimes like shootings, stab-
bings, illegal drugs, DUIs, and
other serious crimes and we
could help them out by just
watching out for each other,”
Reed said.

“I think it would help a lot
by just putting up Neighbor-
hood Watch signs, letting those
bad apples know someone is
watching. It might cause them
to think twice about a crime, if
they know someone is watch-
ing” she said.

“We don’t all have to agree
or like each other to have a bet-
ter and safer community,” she
said.

Reed said she and others
had collected 86 signatures on
a petition supporting the
Neighborhood Watch in
Brodhead, in a two and half
hour period last week.

The 51-year-old, who
moved back to Brodhead in
2005, said she had 130 signa-
tures in hand and a total of 370
on other petitions being circu-
lated by volunteers. “We got all
those signatures in a week,” she
added.

Sheriff Peters, Mayor Cash
and Councilman Cash said they
were all in favor of a Neigh-
borhood Watch, if it was orga-
nized and ran properly.

“If it is handled right, it can
be a great asset to the Brodhead
area,” the Sheriff said.

“I think in many cases,
neighbors already look out for
neighbors, but a more orga-
nized, intensive effort could be
a good asset for the area, again

if it is done properly,” the Sher-
iff said.

The Mayor and councilman
said they would do what they
could to help the effort.

They both said they were in
favor of anything that would
make their town safer for ev-
eryone.

Reed said that she intends to
try and take the Neighborhood
Watch countywide, after get-
ting it started in Brodhead. Cur-
rently, Brodhead does not have
apolice officer and has not had
a police officer for quite some
time. The city of Livingston
also does not have a police of-
ficer.

Reed said that another orga-
nizational meeting for the
Neighborhood Watch would be
held in the very near future.

“I hope everyone will join
together and help Neighbor-
hood Watch happen,” she said.

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Dear Journal:

Over the years, I’ve seen a
lot of changes and things
you’ve always thought as a tra-
dition set in stone change so
much you don’t even recognize
them anymore. Case in point:

I have forgotten the exact
year but it was not that long ago
that good friend, Julie Miller,
suggested I read a book writ-
ten by Elizabeth George who,
at the time, was Julie’s most
recent new discovery of fine
writers.

Up until that point in my
life, I had never been a fan of
whodunits . Back in late fifties
when members of my peer
group were so taken by Nancy
Drew and The Hardy Boys, I
was reading Zane Grey west-
erns. As we aged and they
turned to Agatha Christie and
Sherlock Holmes, I became in-
fatuated with Herman Melville,
Mark Twain and Ernest
Hemingway.

But Julie and I have long
shared similar interests in writ-
ers and I decided to give
George a shot.

That was something like 16,
700-page titles ago and the last
few I’ve actually paid the full
jacket price because I haven’t
had the patience for them to hit
the half.com discount list.

I visit Elizabeth George’s
website every month or so to
see if she has anything new in
the works.

Of course I've done the
same thing with other writers
as well, but none of them write
mysteries.

Back around the first of the

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year, I finally broke down, at
the insistence of Layne Hawley
and Linda Caldwell who are
among the best read people I've
ever known, and tried a P.D.
James20title. Like Elizabeth
George, P. D. James tales are
set around Scotland Yard. But
until the last 12 months I had
cared so little about finding our
more that I had assumed she
was a man. I’ve lost count but
I believe she has written 24
books and I’ve either read ev-
ery one of them or have them
securely in my possession.
And in the process, I’ve got-
ten myself completely hooked
on the genre. Loretta has
fussed at me on a month to
month basis for running up the
credit card statement on book
purchases that I have made
through half.com. Incidentally,
as far as I’'m concerned there is
no better way and certainly
none more economical to pur-
chase books or music in the
world today. I defy you to

In 1969, I was
visiting a Pontiac dealership
and noticed a baby blue Pontiac
LeMans convertible sitting in
the showroom. A salesman saw
me walking around the car and
made me an offer I could not
refuse. By late that afternoon I
was driving home in my new
convertible — top down of
course.

I have determined my five
most favorite “Classic Cars”
that I have owned in my life. I
only wish that I had each one
of them restored and in my pos-
session at this time. I would
only drive them to church on
Sunday and to Cruise-Ins
around this area. They are listed
in the order in which I owned
them.

’54 Chevy Bel Air — Cream
body with a dark green top. It
was powered by a 235 cubic
inch Blue Flame straight six
which produced 115 hp. It had
a 3-speed manual transmission
with overdrive. The only option
was an AM radio.

’58 Chevy Biscayne —Black
body. The engine was a 296
cubic inch L-6 cylinder. I had
the manifold split and added
two 2-barrel carbs and duel ex-
haust. Most of the engine was
adorned with chrome accesso-
ries. The body was customized
with chrome removed and re-
painted. The coil springs were
cut in half to make the body sit
close to the ground. “Flipper”
hub caps were installed, along
with “roll and tuck” seat cov-
ers.

’63 Chevy Impala SS — This
was my first brand-new car. It

Country music mega star

giving back to state he loves

For Eddie Montgomery, be-
ing a member of the hottest duo
in country music is a dream
come true.

But this self-described Ken-
tucky country boy isn’t bask-
ing in the glory of success; he’s
following through on plans to
give back to his homeland.

After growing up in far less
than ideal conditions, fame and
fortune came quickly when he
teamed up with Lexington na-
tive Troy Gentry.

Since gaining their first
record deal in 1999, the pair has
soared to the top of the indus-
try and currently has the num-
ber one song on the country
charts with “Back When I
Knew It All.”

One country music maga-
zine has reported that Mont-
gomery-Gentry is “slowly re-
placing Brooks & Dunn as
country music’s super duo.”

“The Good Man above has
blessed me beyond my wildest
dreams,” says the Perryville
native while standing amid sev-
eral pieces of earth-moving
equipment in a field just south
of Harrodsburg.

The mega star says he is cur-
rently performing with Toby
Keith and is grateful for a short
break in the schedule of their
tour, dubbed “The Biggest and
Baddest.”

With dust covering his boots
and sans his trademark long
black coat, Montgomery looks
more like a construction worker
than an entertainer of world-
wide acclaim as he wipes away
perspiration caused by the Au-
gust heat.

On or before New Year’s
Day, plans call for the now bar-
ren land on which he is stand-

ing to contain the first phase of
a commercial development
called Skylar’s Landing, named
after his granddaughter.

The centerpiece for the de-
velopment will be Eddie
Montgomery’s Steakhouse, a
unique, log restaurant resem-
bling a lodge. Seating is
planned to accommodate 300
guests in the 16,000 square foot
building.

A main feature of the eatery
will be a stage with profes-
sional sound and lighting sys-
tems.

“We’ll be bringing in older
performers like Mel Tillis and
Hank Jr., plus lots of new tal-
ent and even local up and com-
ing entertainers,” says Mont-
gomery, also noting Montgom-
ery-Gentry will host events
from time to time.

“Who knows, we might
even be able to help somebody
from around here get a deal
with a record company.”

So why does a person who
appears to have his plate full
with a successful music career
want to get involved in running
a restaurant some 20 minutes
from his farm?

“It’s all about giving back to
the community,” he says. “Plus,
I just like staying busy because
that’s how I grew up.

“Our family (which includes
country star brother John
Michael of Jessamine County
and a sister who resides in
Burgin) was raised in houses
that didn’t have living room
furniture....we just had musi-
cal equipment. We were always
on the move. Mom was the
drummer in a family band, Dad
played guitar, and the bartend-
ers were our babysitters.”

Dear Editor,

Some very important issues
are facing the more than 600
members of the Eastern
Rockcastle Water Association
(ERWA) and their family mem-
bers. What the ERWA board
does in the future will seriously
affect the welfare and health of
nearly 2,500 meter owners and
their family members who are
served by this water associa-
tion.

We don’t know if we will
have a fair and legal election at
the scheduled September 3rd
ERWA annual meeting. How-
ever, we do know that we will
continue to pay some of the
highest water rates in the state.
If we don’t have an honest and
efficient board, we will have
even higher rates, and there is
not any reason to think that the
quality of water will improve.

Right now, hundreds of
people who use ERWA water
won’t drink it because they say
it stinks, tastes bad, and is un-
healthy. People with compro-
mised immune systems or se-
rious health conditions won’t
drink this water unless it is
boiled and filtered. If things
come to their worst, the ERWA
will fail, as many similar asso-
ciations have. This could result
in our meters and usage com-
ing under the direction of an-
other water association and
rates being raised even higher.

Right now, two-person
families who only use ERWA
water for simple household op-
eration report water bills of
$50.00 or more per month.
Families with children and se-

nior citizens struggle to pay
their monthly bills.

The public needs to be
aware that soon after the inci-
dent with the puppies being put
into the freezer, Mr. Kidwell
called the Vet out to the shelter
because he again was unsure if
two puppies were dead or alive
and stated that he didn’t want
to get into anymore trouble.

These two puppies were
found to be very sick with
parvo (and euthanized) but
were very much alive, no ques-
tion about it.

What qualifications does
this position require? It would
appear that this is not a person
suitable to run this shelter (at
least without training). A mini-
mal amount of animal educa-
tion would be needed to deter-
mine if an animal were alive or

dead.

I would also like to address
a question asked by one of the
magistrates at the August 12th
Fiscal Court meeting. He
asked, “What about the stray
animals on the side of the
roads? What happens to them”?
from my time working at the
Vet clinic, I would have to say
that they have a better chance
finding a home than the animal
at the shelter. I personally saw
more people bring in animals
they had rescued from the sides
of the roads than from our shel-
ter.

We need to change the ba-
sic structure of how this so-
called shelter is operated and
make it a pleasant place for citi-
zens to look for a lifelong com-
panion. As it stands, we have
only created a place for negli-
gent people to dump unwanted
pets who are there “to be killed
anyway’. Please do not let this
be the legacy of our shelter.

Our understanding is, that
the way the shelter is currently
operated, the animals are
placed into pens and never
taken out, not even when the
pens are being sprayed down.
They only time they come out
is when they are being led to
their death.

When you realize that the
shelter mandates these animals
be killed after only five days it
is almost too depressing to cope
with. Look into the eyes of a
shelter animals and you will see
the hope, and the fear, that is
within, yet these animals have
virtually NO possibility of be-
ing rescued.

Countless beautiful animals,
longing for human companion-
ship, never even have a chance
to be seen. They are killed 30,
40, 50 at a time for no other
reason than being born. The
public also needs to be aware
that the shelter has no way of
checking any of these animals
for microchips. How many lost
pets have been euthanized with
no way of knowing that some-
one could be looking for them?
I know for a fact that the com-
panies that provide these mi-
crochips donate microchip
readers to shelters free of
charge.

We have a fairly new build-
ing the citizens of Rockcastle
County were excited to finally
have. But it is merely a build-
ing where the animals wait to
die. The shelter doesn’t do any
advertising to find homes for

“Most grant re-
cipients are building on
projectsthat were started with
previous PRIDE grants.

Stalking is now a crime in
all fifty states. It is an unusual
law in that it is designed to pre-
vent a crime rather than pun-
ish a crime as most laws do. To
stalk someone is to follow her
repeatedly and make her afraid.

Stalking is defined by law

as “an intentional course of
conduct” that is “directed at a
specific person or persons.”
There must be a “pattern” of
behavior, essentially being two
or more acts, evidencing a con-
tinuity of purpose.” This pat-
tern of behavior “seriously
alarms, annoys, intimidates, or
harasses” the victims and
“would cause a reasonable per-
son to suffer substantial men-
tal anguish.” (U.S. Dept. of
Justice, 1993)

Abusers will stalk their vic-
tims in order to make the vic-
tims afraid. Abusers may fol-
low them, call them, knock on
their doors, drive by their
houses and come to their work-
places. Stalking can lead to
anxiety, depression, sleepless-

ness, anger, intense stress and
symptoms of trauma. Though
stalking may lead to physical
violence, it is the fear of vio-
lence and the continuing and
unpredictable nature of the in-
vasion of privacy that so up-
sets the victim. The victim
lives in fear all the time, never
knowing when he might ap-
pear. (This information comes
from two studies by Mechanic
and Mullen, 2000 and 2001.)

In Kentucky stalking is ei-
ther a Class A misdemeanor or
a Class D felony. The crime
of stalking becomes a felony
under various scenarios, in-
cluding the possession of a
weapon by the stalker, the is-
suance of a protective order
against the stalker or the pre-
vious conviction of the stalker
for a felony or Class A misde-
meanor.

Stalking happens more of-
ten than previously thought.
One study reported that 8% of
all women reporting having
been stalked at some point in
their lives. Eighty-one per cent
of women stalked by a current
or former partner were also
physically assaulted. Most
stalking victims are female
(78%) and most stalkers are
male (87%). Most victims
were stalked by a person
known to them, and the most
likely group of stalkers to be
violent is made up of those
who have had a prior sexual re-
lationship with the victim
(Tjaden & Thoennes, 1998,
Zona 1993).

Some states are going to
great lengths to track and con-
trol stalkers. In Michigan a
judge can order a suspected
stalker to wear a GPS device
that transmits his location to a
central computer. Technologi-
cal advances have made it pos-
sible for the systems to issue
warnings by cell phone if the
stalker gets too close to a spe-
cific victim. These systems al-
low police to confirm that a
stalker has violated a protec-
tive order. Similar legislation
in Illinois is awaiting the
governor’s signature. Ken-
tucky has no such system.

Ask yourself how you
would feel if someone who had
threatened your life was fol-
lowing you every day. Itis a
frightening experience that can
change your life. Victims de-
serve the best help the law can
give in order that they do not
have to live their lives in fear.

Four firefighters were respond-
ing, when one minute after the
time of the original call, hospi-
tal personnel advised mainte-
nance workers accidentally set
off alarm. There was never an
actual fire.
Monday August 25
15 firefighters attended a pre-
sentation and walk through of
Rockcastle Hospital, given by
Materials Management Direc-
tor Gary Asher. The purpose of
the two hour class was to fa-
miliarize firefighters with the
layout of the entire Hospital
complex and the location of fire
alarm and sprinkler controls,
should an emergency ever oc-
cur at the facility.
NOTE: Mount Vernon Fire De-
partment currently has 23
firefighters, 20 of which are
state certified. Of those 20,
four are state certified training
instructors. The three that are
not yet certified are each within
10 hours of this goal. Also, the
department has responded to
118 incidents to date in 2008.

Creating Your Outdoor Living
Area One Step at a Time

There are a lot of benefits to
be gained by enhancing your
piece of paradise that is your
home and yard.

We all like to travel and see a
bit of the world I think. But, if
you’re a homeowner, there are
many economic advantages, not
to mention relaxation and
beauty, to transforming your
place with investment dollars
and with monies you Kkiss
goodbye when you gas up, load
up, drive like a deamon who just
escaped hell, only to arrive at a
crowded destination where you
spend and spend. High priced
fast food, tickets, trinkets, mo-
tels, and all for a little fun for a
day or two. You come home
exhausted, need to get back to
the grind so you can rest, and it’s
all soon a faded memory.

The thought of creating a
more attractive and useful home
and yard may sound like one
more daunting challenge and one
that will cost more than you have
available to spend.

Try breaking down your land-
scape and home improvement
plan (and you do have one, right,
even if you have to make modi-
fications from time to time) so
that step by step pieces of the
plan can be quite manageable.

Let’s see. You want a patio?
A gazebo (maybe screened).
Some walkways. A wider drive.
Some pretty trees and shrubbery.
A popular waterfeature, a hot
tub, possibly a pool. A shed for
the tools that no longer allow the
car to get into the garage. You
get the drift.

Do you have a need for kids
play space? Do you love to en-
tertain? Maybe it’s just that you
need to personalize your space
because the colors and plantings
of the previous owners have
been getting on your nerves be-
cause they are not to your lik-
ing.
Items like a larger walk or
drive or a new patio need to be
done before you get carried away
with plantings. (We call this
putting in the “hardscape” before
you put in the “softscape”.)

Of course, I know, you’re
going to say “new patios look
harsh without plantings”. Even
a new watergarden may not
blend in without new plantings.
But, if you “get the cart before

the horse”, planting things that
will have to be moved as soon
as you have money for the big-
ger projects will increase the ef-
fort and expense of implement-
ing the complete plan over time.
So, you may be OK planting a
specimen tree or a large shade
tree that is in an area away from
the areas you’ll be doing one
item at a time, but generally you
want to do the driveway, the re-
taining wall, the patio, the deck,
the pergola before you do a
bunch of plantings.

Many new homes, especially
in restricted communities, have
a little bit of foundation land-
scaping out front—you might
enhance that first if your budget
won’t allow for the bigger ticket
items at this time.

Putting a good first impres-
sion in the mind of visitors is
certainly desirable.

Take your budgeted amount
of money, and get some esti-
mates and see what bigger
“hardscape” item you can do this
summer. Pick a piece of your
overall plan or blueprint and con-
sider getting started rather than
going to the lake, the mountains
or the ocean or an amusement
park. Begin putting the paradise
together at your place one piece
at a time. You may find your

place in a few years is the envy
of the neighborhood, and the
money you would have spent
anyway is now an investment
that paid dividends in increased
value of your home as well as
that intangible but very real divi-
dend of pleasures to be experi-
enced with your loved ones in
your own backyard.

I see obvious evidence of this,
as fewer folks traveled this Me-
morial Day Weekend than last
year and the expenditures for
outdoor cooking and entertain-
ing items actually grew...at least
so the early consensus seems to
say.

As you work your overall
plan, consider the seasons and
how your choices will blend to-
gether and also how each season
will yield different greenery,
flowers, fall color or winter in-
terest.

Creating an ideal outdoor liv-
ing space takes time. And most
of us cannot afford to do it at one
time.

So why not pick out a portion
of the overall picture that you’re
comfortable with and begin
working toward the backyard
paradise you dream of sometime
soon!

Make
sure you apply for every
scholarship you can, be-
cause scholarships are free
money you don’t have to
pay back. And even if you
don’t think you’ll qualify for
federal student aid pro-
grams, you should still sub-
mit the Free Application for
Federal Student Aid, usually
just called the FAFSA.
Many states and colleges
use the information from the
FAFSA to determine if
you’re eligible for other aid
programs, so not filing can
hurt your chances of getting
money for college.

Another common mis-
take is waiting until the last
minute to apply for financial
aid. Some programs have
deadlines, while others have
limited funds. If you wait
too late, you may miss out.

When you are accepted
by a college, you’ll get a fi-
nancial aid package. Don’t
accept it without looking at
it — carefully. If you’ve re-
ceived offers from more
than one school, compare
the offers to see which one
is the best deal. And remem-
ber that you may be able to
negotiate a better package.

If you’re going to need
loans to help pay for college,
don’t be a bad consumer.
Not all lenders offer the
same rates and benefits. Pay
close attention to what lend-
ers call the back-end ben-
efits, the interest rate and
principal reductions offered
when you begin to repay the
loan.

PVA Margaret Offutt said the
new maps were being made
because the old maps dated
back to the 60’s and her of-
fice simply needed new ones.
“The old maps were sent to
Frankfort before the council
voted, but they should be
back from the state very
soon,” Offutt said.

Houk said that according
to state law, within 60 days
following the publication of
the ordinance in the Signal,
if 50 percent of resident vot-
ers or owners of real property
within the proposed territory
to be annexed, petition the
Mayor in opposition to the
proposal, the annexation
question would be placed on
the ballot at the next regular
election, which would not be
until 2010.

Houk said that if the re-
quired petitions are received,
the city’s annexation could
not take place until after the

election.

If enough residents and
landowners petition the
Mayor, the city will have to
send a list of residents and
land owners who would be
eligible to vote to the clerk.

According to Houk, after
she receives a certified copy
of the annexation ordinance
the question, “Are you in fa-
vor of being annexed to the
city of Mt. Vernon” would be
placed before the voters.

“Only persons who reside
in the territory that is gong
to be annexed will be eligible
to vote. That list would also
be provided by the city,”
Houk said.

The clerk said that if less
than 55 percent of the quali-
fied voters oppose annex-
ation, the now unincorpo-
rated territory would become
part of the city, but that if
more than 55 percent vote
against annexation, the ordi-
nance will not be put into
law.

Mayor Kirby said that if
the city is able to notify the

landowners who will be af-
fected by annexation in the
next couple of weeks, the
second reading of the ordi-
nance would likely be held at
the council’s regular monthly
meeting on September 15th.

After the second reading,
the ordinance is published
and the landowners and resi-
dents will have 60 days to
respond.

The areas to be taken in by
the annexation are located
along Hwy. 1249 (Sand
Springs Road), Hwy. 2549
(White Rock Road), and
along Hwy. 150, past Benton
Bullock’s subdivision.

Bullock’s Subdivision,
both Rockcastle Industrial
Parks, Countryside Estates
and Hanson Aggregates are
among the properties that
will be annexed, if the city’s
ordinance passes into law.

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RCHS Cross-Country teams begin rebuilding season in 2008

The RCHS cross-country teams will begin competition soon,
hoping to rebuild themselves into state title contenders. With
the girls’ team potentially losing three of their top five runners,
the road to state will be a difficult one this season.

The boys' team has a new look, recently adding a new boys’
coach, Jeff Tipton. Coach Tipton was a former All-American
distance runner himself at Cumberland College and will bring a
fresh approach to the boys’ program.

RCHS, along with several other teams, will move into a new

region this year, changing over from Class 2A Region 4 to Re- .

gion 5.

The change in region kept Rockcastle with most of the same
teams as last year. The most notable exceptions include Lexing-
ton Catholic, who remains in Region 4, and the addition of Bell
County, last year's Class 2A State Cross-Country Champions.
Another addition to Class 2A which will have a major impact is
the addition of Louisville Central, a former Class 3A state power.

On the girls’ side, junior all-stater Laura Dollins leads the
way, coming off a brilliant performance last spring at the out-
door track state championships, where she also eamed all-state
honors.

Laura, the defending regional champion, will contend forthe
Class 2A stale title once again and also hopes to break the RCHS
record for 5,000-meters held by eighth grader Michacla Hunter.
Michaela is in the middle of basketball season at this time and
will most likely see limited action on the cross-country course
this season.

Junior Deana Gabbard, an all-stater in track this past season,
will likely be in the number two or three position for RCHS.
She has her sights set on breaking 21 minutes this season. Sopho-
more Jasmin Johnson, seventh grader Kellan Coffey, and junior
Molly Coffey will battle it out for the three of the top five posi-
tions on the team. All three girls will be attempting to close in
on the 23-minute barrier. )

Rockcastle also has several young runners that will compete
on the elementary and middle school level. Besides varsity ac-
tion, Kellan Coffey will likely compete in some middle school
races this season. Sixth grader Rachel Cain, fifth grader Emily
Childress, and fourth grader Maggie Franklin will also play an
