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Many Rockcastle
residents charged
in state drug bust

The largest drug roundup
in Kentucky’s history un-
folded last week as state, lo-
cal and federal officers
stormed dozens of homes, in
Eastern Kentucky, armed
with felony arrest warrants
for 518 people, striking at the
heart of an illegal prescription
drug trafficking organization.

‘Operation Flamingo Road'
is the culmination of a three
year effort involving multiple
law enforcement agencies
that began with a KSP/FBI in-
vestigation focusing on indi-
viduals obtaining prescription
drugs in Florida, then return-
ing to Kentucky to distribute
illegally.

The investigation involved
at least 20 alleged drug deal-
ers in Rockcastle County.

According to a news re-
lease from the Kentucky State
Police, Kentucky law en-
forcement agencies have seen
an increase in the number of
prescription drug involved
cases and began to notice a
trend developing, which in-
volved Kentuckians traveling

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Putting a Stop to Diarrhea

Diarrhea is very common. People frequently get the
stomach flu, food poisoning or other illnesses that cause

Most cases are self-limited and not very serious. Their
main risks come from dehydration and loss of potassium.

Dehydration is present when a person's body weight
drops by 3-5%. When it drops 8-10%),
itis very serious and needs intravenous
replacement. Using a person's weight
is one of the easiest ways to measure
the level of dehydration.

The fluid lost with diarrhea can usu-
ally be replaced by drinking more flu-
ids. Sports drinks and special formu-
lations for small children help replace
both the fluids and electrolytes, but

nearly any type of fluid can be consumed--diluted juices,
soft drinks or plain water. Milk should be avoided, how-
ever, since it is difficult to digest and may prolong the diar-
rhea.

Medicines can help limit diarrhea. One of the most ef-
fective medicines, called loperamide, is available without
prescription. This is quite safe to use as long as the diar-
rhea is not caused by a parasite or invasive bacteria. How-
ever, if the diarrhea persists, abdominal pain increases, your
have a fever, or if there is blood in the stool you should see
your doctor promptly and not take loperamide.

Rarely are prescription medicines used to control diar-
rhea, and they generally carry greater risks and side effects,
including accidental overdoses.

Medicines cannot work well unless a person also uses
dietary discretion. At times of diarrhea, it is wise to avoid
milk, greasy foods and excessively sweet foods. Foods that
are easy to digest are plain rice, potatoes, toast, crackers
and bananas.

A Family Legacy

Railroading was the only
way of life for most of the
family of Edward and Susan
Burton-Quinn, and being a
third generation member of
that family, it seemed a logi-
cal place for me to earn a liv-
ing. My great-grandparents
had a large family with all of
them being born in
Rockcastle County, except
Maggie, who was born in Lin-
coln County. Emmitt, my
grandfather, was born in
Livingston before it became
an incorporated town. They
had Edward #2, Mayme,
Maggie, Emmitt, James, Tho-
mas, John, and Daniel. Henry
Burton, a brother to Susie
Quinn, and Malla Stanley-
Burton ran a hotel/rooming
house at the end of the old
bridge on the opposite corner
of the Niceley Hotel. After the
death of her husband, my
great-grandmother worked in
the rooming-house. Henry
became the first Town
Marshall of Livingston.

Uncle Ed married Annie
Hayes, who was the daughter
of James Breckinridge and
Mary Preston-Hayes in
Livingston, and worked there
as an engineer for the railroad
until the shops and the round-
house were closed and moved
to Corbin. He was forced to
move to Paris, KY, where he
could get more work.

Uncle Tom was a fireman
on the L&N when there was
no automation and everything
had to be done by hand. About
1897, he was down in front
of the cow-catcher cleaning
out the clinkers in the firebox
when an engineer named
Gray started the train moving,
and ran over him. He was in-
terred in Ward Cemetery with

his daughter, Myrtle. His
wife, Laura Patterson-Quinn,
and child left Livingston
about 1905.

Aunt Maggie married
William Martin, a railroad
agent, and they became the
parents of two sons. One of
these sons died at a very
young age, and was buried in
Ward Cemetery. The other
son, McCormick, better
known as Mack, married Ella
Mae Blanford. She was the
daughter of Mr. and Mrs. C.
L. Blanford. Mr. Blanford
was a railway agent in
Livingston. Mack became an
agent in Livingston, and lived
there with his wife and two
daughters, Mildred and
Dorthea, until the railroad
center was moved. The
Blanfords lived in Livingston
until their death, and are bur-
ied in Elmwood Cemetery at
Mt. Vernon. Mack and fam-
ily moved to Corbin, where he
worked until his retirement.
He and Ella Mae are buried
near Corbin, KY.

Emmitt married Telitha
Edna Mullins and they be-
came the parents of three chil-
dren: Clifford, Robert, and
Anna Mae. Anna Mae died in
1913, and is buried in the fam-
ily plot at Ward Cemetery. For
fifty years, Emmitt was a fire-
man and engineer on the
Lebanon Branch. This branch
ran between Corbin and Lou-
isville, but occasionally made
a run between Louisville and
Nashville. Emmitt and Telitha
maintained their residence in
Livingston until 1940, when
she passed away. Being her
grandchild, I spent much time
with her at the residence,
which stands next door to the
residence of Vonnie and the
late Jerry Mink. In fact, it was
in this residence on June 23,
1924, that my mother, Flossie
Gustafson-Quinn, gave birth
to me.

Memories of railroading
fill a large part of my younger
life. When Dad, Emmitt, was

were walking in the road.
Around every bend we wit-
nessed some form of animal
that had ventured from the
woods onto the drive. We
were thrilled at the opportu-
nity to make such a trip at
such a young age.

This year when Kathy and
I made our way down the
lovely, wooded Parkway, we
were captivated by the sight
of color everywhere. The red
maples, yellow poplars, and
orange oaks were magnifi-
cent. It was very difficult to
bypass each of the turnoffs
that we encountered because
the views were so inviting.
The speed limit is only 35
miles per hour on the park-
way, and for this reason we
were able to take in the spec-
tacular flora and fauna. At one
point, a very young female
deer was standing by the
road. Kathy and I stopped to
say hello, and off we went on
our journey.

Several years ago we had
stayed overnight in the area
known as Peaks of Otter, so
we decided to make a stop
there to take a rest from the
drive. As I have explained
before, I love wooden walk-
ing sticks, and I found one
made in Virginia of poplar
wood. Down the side of this
unusual wooded treasure are
engraved bear tracks. I could
not leave without adding this
stick to my collection. My
wife also found a cool jacket
embossed with the name of
the resort. When we made our
way back to our Tahoe, we
were well pleased with our
souvenirs.

This area is surrounded
with an ample hardwood for-
est that is common along the
Parkway. The elevation at
Flat Top is over 4,000 feet.
Picnic grounds, camp-
grounds, and a lodge can be
found in this area. It is home
to a variety of wild animals,
including the otter found in
the streams alongside the
road. Once hunted for their
pelts, the animals almost be-
came extinct. Now they are
retuning in great numbers. I
am sure we will return to
Peaks of Otter again soon.

After spending the day on
the Parkway, we decided that
we should exit near the
Roanoke Valley to find our
way back to Kentucky. This
valley has become a thriving
community filled with charm
and hospitality.

All in all, the Blue Ridge
Parkway is literally the
“backbone” of a great scenic
mountain region embracing
the Southern portion of the
Appalachian mountain range,
an area of approximately
20,000 square miles. The 469
mile road connects the
Shenandoah and the Great
Smoky Mountains National
Parks. For some reason, I am
drawn to this area. I hope to
visit again very soon.

day night in a number 2 wash
tub whether we needed it or
not.

But I'm off the point here
and point being that my Mom
and my aunts would get to-
gether a couple or three times
a year to make soap.

The leading cause of death
in eastern Kentucky, though
nobody realized it at the time,
was pork. The diagnosis was

heart attack or stroke. Every
once in a while someone got
cancer but five times out of
six people “fell dead.” Heart
attack. Stroke. Or, as some
old Baptists will proclaim,
“Called home at the end of a
heartbeat.”

Called home, for sure.
Way too much lard in the
bloodstream which is what
happens when 75% of what
you eat comes off a hog. And
we didn’t raise beef there on
the holler. No way to keep it,
unlike pork, which we could
salt down and use almost year
round. If my Mom had not
insisted on raising white leg-
horn fryers which we ate
throughout warm weather, I
probably wouldn’t be alive
today. Salt back would have
killed me long ago.

So we killed hogs and
stashed the meat there, salted
down, to cure out in our
“smoke houses”.

(I never ,ever saw any
smoke in a so-called smoke
house, but Pap had salt laden
tables and Dad kept them go-
ing long after Pap was gone,
where we laid out the dressed
carcasses of hogs, covered
them with thick layers of salt
and we fed on pork chops ,
hams and shoulders, and lean
bacon from November until 1
the first of May when the pork
ran out and we could start
killing chickens.)

My mom and my aunts
saved every scrap of bacon
hide and trimmed-off fat from
the seasoning pork and they
rendered it into quarts of
brown, stinking lard in a
huge old cast iron kettle set
atop an open fire there just
behind the house. Aunt Nan
and Aunt Lona knew the trick
to render lye from wood ashes
and they would char pieces of
oak firewood and soak them
in a barrel and then drain off
the water from a hole in the
bottom of the barrel. Liquid
lye. Dangerous stuff.

It didn’t smell good, did
the soap, when the batch was
all cooked down and poured
into molds to cake up, but it
made soap when they got
done with it that would clean
you for sure if your skin
didn’t come off in the pro-
cess. And that’s basically
what Mom used to do our
laundry. Suffice to say that it
came out clean.

The soap that Grant is
making is oh so wonderful on
my feet. He gave me three
small cakes and it is not
nearly as strong as the stuff
that my Mom and aunts used
to make and it is buttery soft.
Grant is onto something here
but he thinks his recipe went
bad. Grant uses granulated
lye than you can find in any
hardware store and he uses
pure white lard.

I'sliced of a few thin strips
from one of the bars Grant
gave me into a bucket of hot
water Sunday night, stirred it
until the soap was melted and
then plopped in my feet into
the tub. I'm betting now that
I have the cleanest feet in
Garrard County and they
have not felt this good in de-
cades. And they sure don’t
smell up the place when I pull
off my sneakers.

In addition to daily inter-
action with approximately 25
mostly college-age students
that he sees as future leaders,
Kiser returns for one-on-one
conferences two or three
times per year, always trav-
eling alone and usually meet-
ing people in such places as
coffee shops and shopping
malls for late-night confabs.

He says living with his
family for three years in the
Middle East made them
aware that the people there
“lead lives much the same as
us,” further noting, We hate
Islam, but love the Muslims.”

He plans to continue the
unique internet evangelism as
long as progress is being
achieved and funding is avail-
able.

“I don’t have an employer.
Individuals and churches give
to the cause, allowing me to
click away on my computer
and to fly over there every
now and then.”

When he’s home, Kiser
has his own small nation to
deal with as he helps Wendy
raise their eight children,
ranging in age from 12 to five
months.

“We really didn’t plan to
have a big family. We’ve just
been blessed,” says Kiser,
noting he runs every day to
stay in shape and plays one-
on-one basketball with 11-
year-old son Samuel at their
home in rural Oldham
County, where all the children
are being home schooled.

The spacious house in a
tranquil pastoral setting is
provided for missionary
families by an individual who
also lives on the farm.

On a recent balmy fall af-
ternoon, the children laid
down their books for a short
time to play outdoors and ride
bikes along a tree-lined lane
on the farm.

Brian says the family has
chosen to not have a TV or
video games because “there
are better things to do.”

“Besides,” he says, I
would probably veg-out on
ESPN, so it’s better not to
have those temptations in our
home.”

The sparsely furnished
temporary home does include
a fridge that’s a recent dona-
tion from Coach Crum.

Brian gives credit to
Wendy for raising the chil-
dren, all who come across as
being polite to the extreme
and are blessed with model-
like beauty.

The 35-year-old says he
misses his family while trav-
eling, but that time alone also
allows him total time to “fo-
cus on building relationships
with the Muslims.”

The Rockcastle County

Africa. From Cypress, Bob
and Eddie traveled to minis-
ter to approximately 175 mis-
sionaries. Since they moved
back to cleftRock in 1994, the
Fields have lived out their vi-
sion of discipleship, preven-
tative intervention for couples
and families and counseling
for missionaries and local
folks. A licensed Marriage
and Family Therapist, Bob
has also operated a private
counseling practice, “Roots
and Wings” with offices at
cleftRock and London. After
the murder of three mission-
aries in Yemen in 2002, at the
request of the International
Mission Board, the Fields
went to counsel the other mis-
sionaries serving there.

Their son, Todd, and his
wife, Lynnell, served as mis-
sionaries in Honduras for 13
years before he was robbed
and killed March 28, 2003
while leading a group of high
school students on a retreat to
Guatemala. Tamira Fields
Korn and husband, Joe,
served as missionaries for
four years in Togo, Africa and
have served in Israel for the
past 12 years. Valerie Fields
Arington, and husband, Jeff,
are also involved in ministry.
A series of Bible studies
Valerie taught in their home
in Terrace Park, Ohio led to
the plant of Sonrise Commu-
nity Church, a congregation
of approximately 300. The
Fields also have seven grand-
children.

“The  ministry  of
cleftRock Retreat Center tells
the story of God planting,
watering and causing a vision
to grow,” Fields said.

to South Florida to obtain
painkillers. Detectives uti-
lized informants and other in-
telligence to determine that a
large number of patients
showing up in South Florida
pain clinics were from Ken-
tucky.

Rockcastle Deputy Sheriff
Barry Adams and Drug Task
Force officer, said this week
that some Rockcastle
Countians have made the trip
to Florida to obtain the pre-
scription drugs and return to
the county to sell the drugs for
profit or to just use the drugs
themselves.

“We trying to cut off the
pipeline, but it is a major job,”
Adams said after last week’s
round-up.

“This type of investiga-
tion often involves the same
violent criminal activity as
any other investigation into
organized drug trafficking.
We can not forget the dedica-
tion and tireless effort put
forth by KSP detectives, task
force officers and troopers,
local officers and federal
agents,” emphasized KSP
Commissioner  Rodney
Brewer. “Without them, a
round up of this magnitude
would not have been pos-
sible.”
